WASHINGTON LETTER.
(From our regularcorrespondent)
WasHINGTON, D. C., March. 17, "90.

There is ‘a pretty fair prospect
that one of the most notorious
brutes in the Navy will receive an
installment of his just dues in a
few weeks. Cemmander McCalla,
of the Enterprise, arrived in Wash-
ington this week, and immediately,
to use his own language, “ deman-
ded” :nvestigation. Inasmuch as
the department was only waiting
his arrival to order a ccurt of in-
quiry, the “demand” was complied
with in a sarprisingly short time.
The court, with Rear Admiral Kim-
berly as presiding officer, meets
next Tuesday at the Brooklyn
navy yard. Mr. McCalla is a well
known local personality. His short
squat figare, malicious expression,
eye glasses and bald head are well
known in Washington. On shore
and in the presence of his superior
officers he is a cringing cur; at sea
he is a mad dog. He is one of
those described by Thackery, who
are on a ladder and as wiiling to
lick the boots of those above them
as they are to kick the heads of
those beneath them.

His defence, that he has been
simply a strict disciplinarian, will
not wash. If he was such a strict
disciplinarisn why did not he place
under arrest the lieutenant who re-
fused to cut down with his sword
the sailor Walker? There was a
direct act of insubordination. The
truth is that Mc¢Calla should be
only too thankful that he 18 home
again: It is surprising that he
was not killed on the trip. And if
he is not broken, as he so notorious-
ly deserves, he would do well to
remain on shore duty, and to give
men who have sailed with him a
wide berth. Even a crazy man
shonld have a little caution, and
nov dare fate toa often.

A bill increasing the pension of
Maj.
