his system of registration of deeds 
uord Cairns says: ‘T t only puts on 
t formal record all that multitude 
of deeds and conveyances of the ex­
tent and complexity of which we 
have already so much reason to 
complain.” Moreover, so far from 
iffording security against fraud, it 
actually opens the door to new and 
distinct species of fraud.

The Australian system, on the 
contrary, is not a registration of 

| deeds, but a registration of titles. 
It avoids, as its originator, the late 
Sir Hubert II. Tone ns truly says, 
“ the accumulation of instruments 
with voluminous indexes, the fatal 
objection to other systems.”  An 
Australian can, if  he chooses, con­
tinue to convey his land by deed. 
He has the option. Blit it is for 
his interest to adopt the new meth­
od. The process is a very simple 
one. The land owmer who washes 
to take advantage of the act— and 
it may be repeated that it is en­
tirely optional with him- makes ap­
plication to the registrar general 
and proves his title jm t as he would 
prove in a court of law. I f  his title 
is satisfactory, there is issued to him 
a certificate setting forth the fact 
he is seized in fee of that parcel of

property. Tt is like the transfer of 
siock in a corporation, and pre­
sents no difficulty whatever. The 
expense is trifling. In fact, as its 
originator says, “ There is no legit­
imate object which the land owner 
can «accomplish under the existing 
law, which may not be accomplish­
ed more readily, more safely, and 
at infinitely less expense under the 
(Australian) ’ system,” and “ by 
registration of titles security has 
been established for insecurity, sim­
plicity for complexity, and cost 
has been reduced from pounds to 
shillings.”

Nor is it, by any means, a new 
and untried system. It  was first 
introduced into the colony of Southot

Australia thirty-two years ago, and 
into the colony of New South Tf’ales 
twenty-eight years ago. A  whole 
generation of men have grovm up 
under it. It has been fully tested 
by long experience and has given 
general satisfaction. So much so, 
that no fewer than eight w British 
colmies 1 ave adip ed it. Nor is it 
confined to the southern hemis­
phere alone. It has already gained 
a foothold on this continent. With 
this system in full and successful 
operation m British Columbia, how 
long will it be before our western 
states become alive to the advanta­
ges to be derived from it? But it 
ought not to be left to the west to 
begin the work of reform. Inas­
much as Massachusetts was the pi­
oneer in introducing the Austra­
lian ballot aet, now being rapidly 
adopted bv so many of the states of 
the union, so she ought to lead tho 
way in the adoption of the Austra­
lian real property act. In these 
days of progress, this ago of steam 
and electricity, when merchants do 
business by telegraph and tele­
phone, it is ail anachronism to find 
the real estate business— one of the 
most -important of all— carried on 
in the antiquated fashion that

One of the most interesting facts 
in connection with gold in Australia, 
and one that [reads more like ro­
mance than history, is the marvel­
ous development of the Mount 
Morgan gold mine, near Rock­
hampton, in Queensland. There 
has been nothing like it in Austra­
lia, or, indeed, in the world, and it 
is believed to pay larger profits 
than any other investment in the 
range of commerce. During the 
past year the directors report that 
dividends have been paid to the 
amount $5,353,150 while the divi­
dends during the two previous 
years, 1887-’88, were $3,284,888. 
The r capital represented in the 
mine is $4,866,500, and the mine, 
machinery, and plant are valued at 
tlie enormous sum of $72,997,500. 
Chlorination and other works are 
said to have cost $4,866,500. In 
view of the exhaustion of the local 
supply of fire-wood in the near fu­
ture, 1,000 tons per week being re­
quired at present, the company 
have under consideration the con­
struction of 15 miles of railroad to 
connect the mine with the sea­
board. Yet, strange to rela’.e, the 
Mount Morgan mine was bought a 
few years ago for less than $3,115 
and the original owner did not get 
anything from it. The mountain 
is about l',500 feet above the level of 
the sea, and from its base to its 
summit is perhaps 7u0. During 
the year ending November 30, 1889, 
75,415 tons of raw stone returned 
323.522 ounces of gold, equal to 4 
ounces 6 pennyweights 4 grains 
per ton for the total stone raised. 
The generel manager lately reports 
that after driving 200 feet through 
the mountain, the “ Lady Musgrave ’ 
lode was struck. This body of 
stone is said to be 84 feet wide, 
with a back of 47 feet. It  carries 
an average of 5 ounces of gold to 
the ton and opens out a new feature 
in Mountain Morgan.

For utter disregard to the ex­
pressed wishes of the peop’e the re­
publican politicians of Santa Fe 
are entitled to receive the highes 
award, in the matter of the re­
cent election held in that county. 
The board of county commission­
er» met as prescribed by law to can­
vass the vote. It appeared to them 
that the democratic condidates to 
the legislature were elected, where­
upon they were promptly served 
with an injunction from the Repub­
lican judge of that district restrain­
ing them from issuing certificates 
of election to the Democratic candi­
dates, and a writ o f mandamus 
comanding them to count cer­
tain irregular returns which 
would elect the Republican candi­
dates. This the commissioners re­
fused to do. and the judge put them 
in jail. They were released under 
the habeas corpus act by .three justi­
ces. The judge commanded the 
sherifTfiT to rearrest them, but only 
one could be found. Acting Gov­
ernor B. M. Thomas then appointed 
two of the old county commissioners 
in place of the absent ones, and the 
judge issued an order commanding 
lha new board to meet at once and 
count the votes and issue election 
certificates, as directed by the court 
The two illegal commissioners met 
and carried out the programme, as 
directed by the bold bosses. This, 
in brief, the history of the Santa 
Fe countv political muddle.

C o lo r a d o  M i l  vet* m i n e s .

The unsettled condition of the 
silver markets is causing serious 
trouble among Colorado smelters 
and those mines producing low 
grade ores, and unless something is 
speedliy done by Congress, hund­
reds of low grade mines in the 
state will be compelled to close 
down. When the price of silver 
went up under the present silver 
bill the low grade producers sent 
thousands of tons of ore to the 
smelters, which was purchased at 
the advanced price. The smelters 
are now loaded down with low 
grade ore which cannot profitably 
be treated at the present price of 
silver. They figure their losses 
since the decline at ten cents per 
ounce on $4,500,000 worth of min­
eral. Hundreds of mines in the 
west are expecting to shut down.

Omaha, Neb., Dec. 12.— Nearly 
six hundred lodges or three thous­
and Sioux Indians, including the 
bands of Two Strike and Short Bull 
are marching in from the Bad 
Lands to Pine Ridge Agency in 
obey an ce to General Brook’s order 
and will report to him to-night un­
less they are stampeded by fresh 
rumors.

A Washington evening paper not 

remarkable for much character or 
reputation published a sensational 
article a few days ago, the tenor of 
which was that Senator vest of 
Missouri had a letter from ex- 
president Cleveland announcing 
that the ex-President had 
changed his views upon the 
silver question and had become an 
outspoken advocate ox free coinage. 
The story went on to say that in 
one of the Senate cloak rooms a 
discussion occurred between a num­
ber of senators regarding Mr. 
Cleveland’s position on the silver 
question, and that Senator Vest de­
clared that lie had a letter from 
ex President declaring his adhe­
rence to the free coinage idea. 
There is nothing in the statement. 
Senator Vest has no letter from the 
ex-President on the silver question, 
nor did such a conversation ever 
occur between the Missouri Senator 
and other Senators in the Cloak 
room of the Senate or elsewhere 
such as was set forth by the 
Washington paper. Senator Vest 
is convinced, however, from a con­
versation he had with the ex-Pres­
ident that Mr. Cleveland has 
changed his views very m aterially 
on the silver question.

The conversation between Sena­
tor Vest and Mr. Cleveland, which 
convinced the Missouri Senator 
that the ex-President had changed 
his views, occurred while Cleveland 
was yet President- It came about 
this way: While Secretary Man­
ning was still to all intents and 
purposes the head of the Treasury 
Department a communication was 
sent to Congress on the coinage 
question signed by Mr. Manning, 
in which very strong grounds were 
taken against free coinage of silver. 
This was about the third year of 
Mr. Clevland’s administration. 
The day following the receipt of 
this document in Congress, Senator 
Vest had occasion to go to the 
White House. He found Presi­
dent Cleveland in a towering rage, 
and the President asked him if he 
had seen tne communication sign­
ed by Manning on the coinage 
question sent to Congre«s. The 
Missouri Senator answered in the 
affirmative. Mr. Cleveland then 
said that was a terrible outiage,

that Manning was sick, was not 
himself, that he was suffering from 
brain fever and not responsible for 
the document sent to Congress to 
which his name was attached. The 
Presicent further said that Manton 
Marble, at one time the editor of 
the New York World and known 
to be a very warm friend of Mr. 
Manning, had come on from New 
York, taken advantage ot Mr. Man­
ning’s illness, prepared the anti- 

,free coinage document sent to Con­
gress, induced Manning to sign his 
name to it without investigation, 
and sent it to Congress without 
showing it to the President or to 
any member of the Cabinet, “ and” 
continued Mr. Cleveland, “ I am 
totally opposed to the views ex­
pressed in that document, and so is 
a majority of the Cabinet.

Mr. Cleveland went on to explain 
that Marbl# had taken a mean ad­
vantage of Mr. Manning’s illness 
and temporary irresponsibility and 
fired off to Congress a document 
for which the administration was 
in a measure held responsible, 
without letting a single member of 
the administration from the Presi­
dent down s^e it in advance. In J further conversation with Senator 
Vest, Mr. Cleveland said that when 
he assumed the presidency he had 
very decided views against the free 
coinage of silver, but intimated 
that he had since changed his 

| mind very materially, and left the 
| impression on the mind of Senator 
! Vest that he was then ready to ap 
| prove in fact, as the chief executive 
I of the country, a free c image bill 
if passed by Congress. At the 
same time Mr. Cleveland intimated 
that he did not think it would be 
good politics to make an issue of 
the coinage question, as there was 
what he thought a serious division 
of sentiment on the question be­
tween democrats of the Eastern 
and Western states, and he did not 
think it would be prudent to push 
the question to the front under such 
circumstances. He left no doubt 
in the mind of the Missouri Sena­
tor, however, that personally he 
had become a convert to the free 
coinage idea, and that a free coin­
age bill, if  passed by Congress', 
would meet with his approval.

This ls the true story of Vest and 
Cleveland’s conversation on the 
silver question, and it will be seen 
that it differs materially from that 
published a few evenings ego by 
the Washington paper and subse­
quently reproduced in more im­
portant journals througout the 
United States. At that time Bay­
ard, Endicott and Manning were 
opposed to free coinage and Mr. 
Clevland and ail the other mem­
bers of his Cabinet were in favor of 
free coinage. It was the surrup* 
tious sending of this document to 
Congress which caused the dispute 
between Manning and Cleveland 
which resulted in the withdrawl of 
Manning from the Cabinet when he 
recovered from his illness,

A  movement is in progrejs a- 
mong the members-eleet of the 
South Dakota legislature, looking 
to the abolishment of many of the 
state offices in the interests of 
economy. The linances of South 
Dakota are in bad shape. War­
rants on the treasurer remain un­
paid and expense continues greater 
than the revenue.

Independents and Democrats 
will contral the state legislature 
and they propose to abolish the 
office o f commissioner of immigra­
tion, railroad commissioners, state 
vetrinary surgeon, and to cut off 
the militia appropriation and to 
reduce the legislative expenses 
from $125,000 to $75,000 for the 
session.

An effort will also be made to re­
duce the representation to about 
100 members. The legislature 
now contains 165 members, a 
greater number than many of the 
wealthy states possesses.
