A BOOM AT PIERRE.

Excitement Caused by Its Choice for 
the Capital of South Dakota,

A St. Paul Pioneer Press special from 
Pierre, South Dakota, says: “ The selec­
tion of Pierre as the capital of South Da­
kota bids fair to create a boom which will 
outrival that of Oklahoma last spring. 
Strangers are flocking into tho city by 
thousands. Over $50,000 dollars worth of 
property changed hands today. Lots 
which could be bought a week ago for $100 
sold to-day for $1,000. People are excited 
and the town is in a constant hubbub night 
and day and it is impossible to preservo 
any kind of order. Tho people liavo been 
celebrating incessantly for forty-eight 
hours.

Fort Pierre, across the river, is also 
crowded with boomers uud Intended set. 
tiers. Many of them liavo escaped into 
the reservation notwithstanding tho largo 
force of regulars and Indian police sta­
tioned to prevent encroachment.

A scliemo was unearthed to day by tho 
authorities which was on foot by a gang 
of boomers to sneak across the river at 
midnight and take possession of tho land 
around Fort Pierre and thereby capture a 
townsito. An application had been quietly 
made to the Government for town site 
papers.

At an opportune moment it would prob. 
ably have been successful. A few ol' tho 
settlers over there were armed and the 
plot would have been attended with much 
danger,and as the prime movers are known 
to bo desperate men, there would have been 
much bloodshed. Military assistance has 
been telegraphed for, and every attempt 
will bo made to preserve order.

The Episcopal Convention.
N e w  Y ork , Oct. 5 .— In tho Episco­

pal Convention this morning the report of 
the committee on marriage and divorco 
was presented, and made L e special order 
for Thursday.

The report of the committee on canons of 
ordination was made the special order for 
Wednesday.

A number of petitions and memorials 
read, after which tho body transformed 
itself into a missionary council and lis­
tened to the trieuniel report of tho mis­
sionary board.

Tho report showed tho gross receipts of 
the past year to be $4.-0,000, of which 
•06,000 was legacies. Of tins sum $113,000 
was devoted to domestic mLsioas ffllJMO 
to Indian missions, £'42,000 to colored mis­
sions, and to foreign missions $1-11,000.

A motion that the Board of Missions in­
dorse tho efforts of the Board of Managers 
to secure a site to build mission headquar­
ters, at a cost of $200,000, was adopted.

Bishop Brewer, of Montana, spoko in 
favor of tho resolution.

Missionary Bishop Morris, of Oregon, 
then spoke at length oa tho work under 
his charge.

When the afternoon session opened 
Bishop Pierce, ot Arkansas and Indian 
Territory, took tho platform and told tho 
Board of Missions of the needs of his dio- 
ceso.

Missionary Bishop Spaulding, of Colo­
rado, said that the property of the church 
there had grown iu value from $100,000 to 
$1,000,000 since he had been stationed 
there.

Bishop Garrett, o f Texas, and Mission­
ary Brewer, of Montana, also told of their 
needs.

Bishop Spaulding, of Colorado, was ap­
pointed a member of the Committee on Ex­
penses at tho EpiscopalConfcrouce. A me­
morial Iront tho new diocese of Colorado, 
asking to bo admitted to u union with tho 
convention, was presented and referred, 
and pending action the deputation was in­
vited to seats in the house.

Spain Uneasy.

The New Y ork 7lerntd's Madrid 
special says the Spanish Government is 
watching with some anxiety the congress 
of the three Americas, and tho press,with­
out exception, expresses tho liopo that tho 
Spanish-American republics will not let 
themselves be made satellites of by tho 
United States.

Spanish Liberals, and even moro so 
Spunish Republicans, with Scnor Catelor 
at their head, hold that protectionist prin­
ciples are contrary to tho essential aims 
and principles of democracy, because, in 
the first place, they create in mod­
ern democracy, a now feudalism 
and an oligarchy of plutocrats with 
their clients, certain privileged classes of 
operatives as against tHeir fellow-citizens. 
Protectionism they think, also embitters 
and paralyzes tho relations between na­
tions whose old feuds would disappear with 
free trade.

Pow derly ’ s Opinion. 
Chicago , Oct. G.— Five thousand 

peoplo were present at the meetipg in Cen­
tral Music Hall this afternoon, the feature 
of which was an address by General Mas­
ter Workman Powderly of tho Knights of 
Labor. Tho Sunday closing of saloons 
was tho topic announced for discussion. 
Mr. Powderly was greeted with a tempest 
of applause. His remarks on Sunday clos 
ing were emphatic ami pointed enough to 
elicit repented outbursts of npplauso from 
even the most radical of his hearers. Ho 
afterwards spoko of tho charges to which 
he mado such an effoctivo reply at St. 
Louis. Ho added that if auy Chicago peo­
ple were not satisfied he was perfectly 
willing to have them appoint s committee 
of tbrss bensiV men to inr»st!geto hi» n<

Mr. Roosevelt's Report of the Exami­
nation Into Its Management.

Theodore Roosevelt of the Civil Ser­
vice Commission has submitted to tho full 
commission a leport of the examination 
made by him Into the managemnt of the 
Baltimore postoftico. Thexv;>#'t says that 
during the last four years there have beou 
two heads to the Baltimore postoftico—Mr. 
Yeazoy, who hold the oflico about a year 
und was then allowed to resign, aud his 
successor, the incumbent, Frank Brown.

Yeazoy was one of those products of tho 
patronage system whose actions would be 
comic were it not for their deeply tragic 
effect upon the public service and honest 
political life, and great allowance should 
be made for Brown because of tho con­
dition iu which he found the oftlco when 
hXuded over to him by his predecessor, for 
all evidence lends to show that Vea. 
zay's ix^ninistration can ou:y 1 ‘ character­
ized as scandalous.

It seems likely that ho habitually and 
grossly violated the law,both as to appoint­
ments aud removals. Ho certainly, during 
bis year of office, turned out four-fifths oy 
the old employes, and filled their places 
with many men of suchevil character as to 
greatly demoralizo the service. Of tho 
original force of the office about 98 per 
cent, have been changed during the last 
four years. Most of this change is due to 
Vcazey.

So demorali; ed was tho office when 
Brown took hold, that ho was forced to 
dismiss over half of Veazey’s appoint­
ments. Even more extraordinary is tho 
fact that ho was obliged to dismiss moro 
than one-fifth of his own. Ouo result of 
the system is shown by the seemingly al* 
most universal payment of campaign as­
sessments at election time. Almost a.l 
clerks who were questioned admitted that 
they had voluntarily paid last fall,for cam­
paign purposes, sums varying from 3 to 4 
per cent, of their salary.

Mr. Roosevelt recommends what lie 
deems the proper course of action for tho 
future in all such cases, if, in tho classi­
fied service, ati appointing officer has made 
a “ clean sweep" in an office, as where 90 
odd per cent, of the oki employes have been 
dismissed, or if lie lias removed, or Is re* 
moving a very largo percentage of the em­
ployes, whether so pi r cent, or a less num­
ber, but any rate ono so largo ns to raise 
the presumption that removals havo been 
Tor political lvasniis, and if ho can give no 
Bdoquato • rid tali,-.factory reasons there 
for, then h • should bo deemed to havo 
violated the Civil ¡service law, and should 
bo himself dismissed or his resignation re­
quested.

This report has been forwarded to tho 
Postmaster General by tho full Commis­
sion, who append their approval.

F O R T Y  LIV ES L O S T .

A Dreadful Accident on the Lower 
Mississippi.*

N e w  Orleans. La., Oct. 4.— Tho 
steamer Corona, of the Ouachita Consoli­
dated line, left hero last evening for Oua­
chita River with a full cargo of freight and 
a good list of passengers.

She exploded her boilers at False River, 
nearly opposite Port Hudson, at 11:45 this 
morning, causing the loss of the steamer 
and about forty lives. '«.

The Anchor Lino steamer City of St. 
Louis, Captain James O’Neill, was near, 
aud with his crew and boats saved many 
lives.

V r.o surviving passengers and crow were 
taken on board by Captain O’Neill and 
kindly cared for.

The Corona was on her first trip of tho 
season and had but recently come out of 
thehlry dock, where she received repairs 
amounting to nearly $11.000. She,was built 
at Wheeling, West Virginia by Sweeny 
Bros, of that city, about seven years ago, 
and had a carrying capacity of about ¿,<00 
bales of cotton. At tho time of tho ncci 
dent slio was valued at $.0,000.

Ten of tho saved are wounded, but not 
dangerously.

Tho captain, T. C. Sweeney, one of the 
officers of tbo line, who assumed command 
ou tho death of Captain Blanks, says that 
the explosion was not uuu to a too high 
pressure of steam. He had just had occa­
sion to examine tho gauge and he is posi­
tive that there was not a pressure of moro 
tl.a i 135 pounds. Tho boat had a moder 
ato cargo. Sho was iu the middle of tho 
sti'eam, just below tho landing at Arbroth, 
and bud just whistled to pass tho City of 
St. Louis, fortunately coming down tho 
stream.

The explosion had a downward tendency 
and blew out the bottom of the boat, caus­
ing her to sink immediately. Tho cabin 
was torn into, tho rear portion floating 
down stream and bearing a number of tho 
saved. Captain Sweeney says tho boat 
would undoubtedly havo burned hdcl sho 
not gone down immediately. None of tho 
books, papers, or other valuables were 
saved.

Tho City of St. Louis, which was about 
500 yards above, at onee put out her boats, 
and she did noble work iu saving lives. 
Tho Anchor Liner staid there several hours 
rendering all assistance possible and tak­
ing pn board tho rescued passengers and 
crew. When nothing more could be done 
she came on down to Down Uouga, wfinru 
physicians were summ ned aud all possi­
ble done for the injured.

Pan-Americans Seeing Boston. 
Boston, Oct. G.— The delegates to 

tho international American congress after 
a comfortable night’s rest uml a hearty 
breakfast w re ready for another day's 
sight-seeing. Carriages bearing the party 
were driven through tho city and down to 
tho doe ,s where they were mot by tho 
mayor and a cimmitt:•« of tho board of al­
dermen and escorted aboard a steamboat 
which lauded them at Deer Island. At this 
place is located the correctional institu­
tion of tlio city, wl.i ‘li tho delegates in­
spected. In th:‘ chapel of tho reform school 
a pretty ceremonial took place. About ¿00 
of the l-ovs, all uniiormed in blue and 
wearing white gloves, marched with mili 
tar.v precision and greatly entertained tho 
visitors with singing und other exercises, 
while the bund filled in tho intervals with 
music.

At the close of tho exercises luncheon 
was served in tho dining room. When cof­
fee was reached, a few brief remarks were 
made by several of tlio delegates and offi­
cials. When tho speeches wore concluded 
tho party returned to Boston. In the after­
noon a procession of landaus, stretching 
half a mile in length, carried the excur­
sionists out of Boston and about Cam­
bridge and past all tho buildings of tho 
Hat vard University. The drive was out 
through clustered villages that constitute 
Bo'ton suburbs, past Longfellow's home 
with Brookline district as the objective 
point. At dusk the party alighted at the 
homo of John L. Gardner, director of the 
Chicago, Burlington and Quincy Railroad 
company, and after a brief reception re­
turned to tho city.

Bridging the Hudson.
The suggestion 1ms been made that 

a cantilever bridge be built across tho Hud­
son River from tho palisades to Riverside 
Pork as a feature in the World's Fair.

General E. W. Sorrell, chief engineer of 
tho Hudson suspension bright at Pcekskill, 
said to-day that in 1855 Peter Cooper had 
suggested to him a suspension bridgo 
across tho Hudson in the very' locality pro1 
posed. At that time Mr. Cooper was sup­
plying iron for a suspension bridge which 
General Sorrill was building in Canada. 
Both gentlemen agreed that, the bridge at 
this point, though it would be astupendous 
affair would be entirely feasible. Mr. 
Cooper did not carry .the matter to any 
definite result but us he let the matter 
drop he said:

“ As n matter of fact,”  continod General 
Sorrell, “ there was for years a suspension 
bridgo across the Hudson at this point. On 
the New York heights was erected on iron 
tower about 100 feet high, und from the 
top of it a wire ran across tho river to the 
palisades. I have seen this wire in winter 
coated to tho thickness of my finger with 
ice, showing that the strand not only bore 
Its own weight, but was »bis to sustain a 
h»»vy strain beuflt»,

GRANGERS IN POLITICS.

Secretary Trimble Says They Have 
Already Stayed out T oo  Long.

The twenty-third session of tho N a­
tional Grange,which will be held in Sacra­
mento, California, on November 13, prom­
ises to be the most important held for 
years. John Trimble secretary of the 
Grange,thinks tho Grangers wore snubbed 
when President Harrison appointed Gov­
ernor Rusk Secretary of Agriculture. In 
an interview iu the Post Mr. Trimble 
says.

“ Wo do not hesitate to say that tho ad­
ministration ignored tho rights of the 
farmer and did tho farming community a 
great injustice in placing a politician who 
was never a farmer at the head of tho De­
partment of Agriculture. That depart­
ment wa3 made a Cabinet office principally 
through tho efforts of tho Grange und 
when tho now administration came iu wo 
felt that we had the right to sug­
gest tho name of a proper person to 
fill it. Colonel J. H. Brigham, our 
master, ex-Governor Robey of Maiue aud 
Hon. J. J. Woodman of Michigan were 
suggested by tho order and tlio appoint­
ment urged. President Harrison doliber 
atcly ignored tho entlVe order. Snubbed 
it, in fact.

“ Formerly,”  continued Mr. Trimple, “ it 
was a rule of the order that members 
should not participate in politics. There 
is where vve made a great mistake, but we 
havo seen tho error of our ways and re­
pented, and now it is an implied prere­
quisite that u member shall pnt aside his 
political faith when tho interests of the 
Grange demhnd it. Wy do not seek to run 
separate candidates, but between tiie two 
groat parties our members are obliged to 
to vote for the candidate who favors 
( ’ ranging interests, whether he belongs to 
the same political party or not.

“ Wo have organized 26,000 Granges iu 
the various States and Territories, and wo 
take thirteen as tho minimum number of 
each Grange, and that will give you an 
idea of our strength.”

Parade of the Knights.
W ashington, D. C ., Oct. 8 .— The 

morning broke cloudy, threatening rain or 
snow. For some time tho air was very 
chilly, but ns tho hours wore on the sky 
cleared, making a beautiful day for the 
great Knights Templar parade.

The city was in gala dress: public and 
private buildings were covered with bunt­
ing. Tho vftiiouB laiigniaiif tJ nidi-i- v,-pr ■ 
used in tho decorations, furnishing a pleas­
ing variety. Everywhere was bustle, ani­
mation and brilliant coloring.

The Templars formed early in their var 
ious headquarters and, with bands playing 
marched through tho crowded streets to 
Ihe place ot starling. Pennsylvania Ave­
nue was roped off to give full room for tho 
knightly maneuvers.

Tho crowd present wuq not nearly so 
large as when President Harrison was in­
augurated. Moderate estimates place tho 
number of visitors at 50.UOJ. Those were 
nearly ail friends of the various command- 
erics. Tho number of Knights in tho city 
lias been estimated at 15,000 to ¿0,000, 
composing over ¿(10 commanderies from 
ali sections of the country.

It was nearly noon when tho twelve di_ 
visions of the procession formed in tho 
streets adjacent to the capitol, debouching 
from I He side streets at tho signal, filed 
into line and began their long march up 
Pennsylvania Avenue.

A lew moments after tho President’s ar­
rival at the reviewing stand, tho head of 
tho procession filed around the corner of 
Fifteenth Street and marched with meu . 
ured tread in front of whore President Har­
rison stood doffing his hat iu response to 
the salutes with which he was constantly 
greeted.

Eminent Sir Myron M. Parker with for­
ty-five aides oil horseback, six or eight 
abreast, followed by the Washington com- 
manderics headed tho procession. They 
were accompanied by tho Marino band 
which was the recipient of many cheers as 
it passed tho stand.

Secretary Blaine who entered tho stand 
at this moment mid courteously bowed to 
tho assembled multitude, was enthusiast i- 
eally welcomed.

Tho last commandery passed tbo presi­
dential reviewing stand at 3:31) o'clock. 
The procession fulfilled the remainder of 
its long line of march and was finally dis­
banded about an hour later. About 15,090 
$jir Knights were in line.______

Formal Address of Welcome by Secre­
tary of State Blaine.

W ashington, Oct. 2.— The dele­
gates to the International American con­
gress assembled at tbo State Department 
at. noon uud proceeded In a body to the di­
plomatic r. ception room, whore they^wero 
presented to Secretary Blaine,who deliv­
ered a felicitous address of welcome. Mr. 
Blaine said:

(jaillem cnof the Internallonl Amerlean 
Confereui'c; — Speaking for the Govern­
ment, of tiio United Stutes, I bid you wel­
come to tliis capital. Speaking for tho 
peoplo of the United Stales, 1 bid you wel- 
com to every section and to every State 
of liio Union. You come in response to an 
invitation extended by tlio President on 
to special authorization of Congress. 
Your pi- -ene here is no ordinary event. 
It si guide much to the people of all Amer­
ica. to uay. it may siguiiy far more in 
nays to <• ono. No conference of nations 
ever a- mblod ui consider the welfare of 
ten loria •ossossions so vast and to con­
template Hie possibilities of the future so 
great aud so inspiring.

Those no w sitting within these walls are 
empowered to speak for nations whose bor­
ders are on beta the great oceans, whose 
northern limits are touched by Arctic 
waters for thousands of miles beyond the 
Straits of Behring, and whoso southern 
ex i msiou ipruishes human habitations fur­
ther below the c.,uutor tliau is elsewhere 
possible on the globe. While considera­
tions of this . haructer must inspire Amer­
icans, both Nurtii and South with liveliest 
uuticip.it.ou ol future granduer and power, 
they must also impress them with a senso 
of groat responsibility touching the char­
acter unu d' velopineut of their respective 
nationalities.

Tho address was received with an 
amount of enthusiasm somewhat remark­
able in a body of this character.

At tho conelusioa of Secretary Blaine's 
speech ho withdrew, und a resolution was 
adopted naming Secretary Blaine as presi­
dent of the congress.

On motions of tho South American dol- 
egutes tlio following resolution was 
adopted:

l i e  lived, That the mombors of the In­
ternational American Gongrcss accept 
with pleasure the invitation of the Presi­
dent of tho United States r t America to bo 
tho guests of this Government in an ex­
cursion through tlio territory of tkoUnitcd 
States, and that we express our thanks for 
that invitation.

Artesian Wells.
From the Denver Field and Farm.

We are no raw tenderfoot, nor were we 
reared in Ambrosia. But we saw a re­
markable thing in San Luis valley the 
other day. An artesian well was sunk 
to the depth of 130 feet in the streets of 
La Jara in less than six hours. Struck 
a fine flow of water too. Pour men and 
a very simple rigging did all the work. 
Apropos, artesian wells have become 
very numerous over in the San Luis 
“ park,”  as we use to call it years ago. 
They hit a flow anywhere below eighty 
feet and the force never dwindles down 
as it does here in Denver. Every farm­
er nearly has an artesian and some of 
them are not considered extravngant 
when they have three or four. Con­
tractors take the job of finding a flow at 
the normal cost of 833, nnd \yo heard of 
six contracts being signed the other day 
at §25 each. This guarantees that the 
contractor will strike flowing water if he 
has to go as far as Robin Hood's barn for 
it. But those contractors are clever and 
they usually hold the whip hand.

The new management of the Atchison 
Topoka & Santa Fo ia con sid erin g  
scheme to fund the indebtedness of the 
company at a lower rate of interest than 
it now bears. The task of straightening 
out the financial tangle in which the 
Santa Fe is involved is a difficult one, 
and the new management will deserve 
great praise if it accomplishes the work 
without allowing the company to get 
into more serious complication than 
those which make its future doubtful 
now. The problem before the directors 
is to make $7,000,000 or §8,000,000 of not 
earnings meet §11,000,000 of fixed charg 
es. A blnnket bond at 4 per cent for 
§150,000,000 with which to retire tho 
present high interest bearing obliga 
tions is probable.

A new irrigation scheme has been 
chartered. A Mr. Ainsworth, of New 
York, seems to be at the head of it. It 
is called tho Pecos & Rio Grande Irriga 
tion company; and its purpose is to irri 
gate the upper Pecos valley and the val 
ley of the Rio Grande. Work on its 
ditches will begin on the 17th day of 
November.—Albuquerque Democrat.

It is just a little curious that the chief 
opposition to the Pan-American Con 
gross should come from foreign free 
trade nations nnd Democrats in the 
United States. But when you come to 
think of it it isn’t so very curious, either, 
for as a rule they seem to agree upon 
questions very closely.

Mark Twain lives an idle, easy-going 
sort of existence during nine months of 
the year. Unlike moBt authors he works 
all summer nnd rests the remained of 
the year. His homo is n handsome red 
brick Queen Anne villa, the principal 
attraction of which is a large library on 
the first floor.

Secretary Rusk seems to have been 
greatly pleased at tho flattering condi 
tion of the sorghum industry in Kansas, 
It is quite evident that he is firmly of 
tho opinion that it is destined to prov 
one of the greatest industriesof thogreat 
“Sunflower” state.

The Democrats in Montanna nt the 
recent state elections, elected tho gov­
ernor and a majority of the legislature, 
The Republicans elected the congress 
men. The other new states oro clearly 
Republican.

There are more irrigation companies 
being organized and chnrtored now in 
New Mexico and Colorado, than over 
before. It is one of the results of the 
senate irrigation committee.

Tom Roe's bicycle trip affords the edi­
tor of the Optic an occassion to moralize 
upon the great principles of success in 
life.

PECOS VALLEV CANALS.

200,000 Acres of Land Under Diteh in 
the Peeos Valley—The Results.

From tho La« Yokes Stock Grower.
Tho remarkable success of the irriga­

tion ditch company’s work in the Pecos 
valley will show the people of New Mex­
ico what is possible for other parts of this 
territory. The directors of the company 
with increased confidence in their large 
enterprises, are putting more capital 
every day into the development of new 
schemes. Within a week there has been 
an amicable change in the officers, so 
that men of large experience in the south­
west are now at the head of the manage­
ment, to which the Chicago capitalists 
have yielded the direction of their in­
vestment. Mr. J. J. Hagerman, of Col­
orado Springs, long tho efficient presi­
dent of the Midland railroad, of Colora­
do, has been elected president of the 
Pecos Irrigation company. His confi­
dence is indicated by having already in­
vested since its organization §275,000 in 
the company’s works. Hon. Charles B. 
Eddy remains the soul of the enterprise 
as vice-president and manager. L. II. 
Jackson, Esq., of Colorado Springs, late 
president of the Denver and Rio Grande 
railroad system, is made a director in the 
company, and R. W. Tansill, of Chicago, 
treasurer.

The irrigation ditch has been com­
pleted for twenty-two miles. In its pro­
gress ths largest earthwork, it is believed, 
in the United States was built up atone 
place, and tho ditch then carried through 
it. Several reservoirs have been con­
structed. One, including the river bed, 
is seven and a half miles long, and an 
average of two miles wide. An embank­
ment of rock forty-five feet high and 
about 150 feet wide and 1,100 feet long 
has been thrown across the Pecos from 
one rocky bluff to the other. It is made 
of tho rook taken from a wide cut through 
the bluff at one end, at nearly the same 
height as the dam, for tho escape of the 
surplus water. Tho same large escapes 
for water have been provided at two 
other points on the banks of the dam, so 
that the water will flow off through great 
draws and never overflow the dam itself. 
The water of tho river will be entirely 
turned into the ditches which are con 
structed on both sides of the river.

The largest reservoir is four or five 
miles above the town of Eddy. The im­
provements going on in this town are in 
deed a wonder in this long deserted 
country. It has already grown to an 
American community, with neatly paint­
ed houses and fences. Saloons and liquor 
selling ure prohibited in the conditions 
attached to the titles of the town lots.

The company has contracted for tho 
erection of a hotel of the most tasteful 
design and. specially suited to tho climate 
and country, to be finished within Bix 
m onths. A  new stage line is to be made 
from the Texas Pacific railroad station. 
Toyah, Texas making relay stations every 
fifteen miles, so that rapid transit will 
be secured till a railroad is built to El 
Paso from northern Texas, passing 
through the town of Eddy.

Two hundred thousand acres of land 
have been putunder irrigation canals by 
the construction of these great ditches 
The country is filling up with settlers 
One thousand men with teams are con 
stantly employed on the ditches and 
works. To freight material, food and 
supplies 300 teams are kept on the road 
back and forth from Pocos City. Emi 
grant wagons are constantly arriving 
from various directions. The people who 
compose this population show tho enter 
prise, taste and spirit of Mr. Eddy, tho 
projector nnd manager of this great 
movemeut, which is settling and develop 
ing without question tho finest and rich 
est agricultural region in the southwest,

Nowhere can be raised superior fruit 
of every kind than on the lands which 
this company will open for settlement 
Tho apple and pear grow to large size, of 
perfect form and color, and of delicious 
flavor. The peach attains its greatest 
perfection in size, color and desirable 
quality. The plum, apricot, prune and 
nectarine find a congenial home there 
and produce every year full crops of 
beautiful fruit. It is the home of the 
grape—the tender varieties, the Muscat 
and the Hamburgs, mature there in tho 
open vineyard, and will yield almost fab 
ulous returns to the cultivator.

llurdcniug Plaster.
A new process for hardening plaster 

of paris making that substance suitable 
for flooring purposes, husboen commun­
icated to tho French Academy of 
Sciences by M. Julte. The plaster is 
mixed with one-sixth of its weight of 
fine,freshly slacked lime and used with as 
little water as possible. After it is thor­
oughly dry it is treated with a saturated 
solution of either zinc or iron sulphate. 
With the first tho hardened plaster re­
mains white while the second by gradual 
oxidation yields the color iron rust, 
which gives a fine imitation of mahogany 
under an application of linseed oil.—E. 
and M. Journal.

Upson’s Reminiscences.
In an interesting letter to the Lincoln 

County Leader, M. A. Upson says the 
following:

“ In 1877, and 8, and 9,1 was postmaster 
at Roswell. Much of the time I was lit­
erally alone, except on mail days, when 
settlers rode up in squads of 3 to 8, with 
rilles across their saddles, pistols in belt 
and belts of cartridges about their bodies 
and across their shoulders. This was 
during the bloody Lincoln county war, 
There was but one house within sight of 
the two buildings composing Roswell, 
and the denizens of that isolated shanty 
made their stay very short. What with 
outlaws and assassins on one hand, and 
thieving Indinns on the other, the roads 
and trails leading to my hermitage were 
deserted by “ lone horsemen” and “mov­
er’s” equipage.

Ten years have passed. Trails have 
become county roads; the prairies are 
dotted with prosperous farms; where 
there was no sign of tree or shrub, snug 
farm houses peep out from green groves 
of shade and fruit trees. Roswell is alive 
with busy toilers. Four hotels, four mer 
cantile houses, three blacksmith shops, 
two drug stores, two shoemnkers, five 
saloons, one bakery, one laundry, one 
saddle and harness shop, two barber 
shops, one newspaper, five carpenters and 
builders, two masons, one brickyard, one 
lumberyard, one painter, three lawyers, 
three doctors, a Masonic hall, two livery 
and sale stables, one tinner, Ac., Ac. And 
life and property are as safe anvwhere 
within the county as in any other por­
tion of the nationnl domain.

I must not omit to mention the U. S, 
Land Office to be established in Roswell 
during the month of October, 1889, the 
two churches in contemplation and
812.000 hotel which latter is an assured 
improvement to come with little delay, 
Neither must I neglect the great canals 
of tho Pocos Irrigation and Investment 
Co., with a capital of 8000,000, canals of 
some 80 miles in length, irrigating over
200.000 acres of land.

The affairs of political and social life
are conducted in a dignified “United 
States” fashion. The crude manners of 
the “ wild and wooley west,”  are super- 
ceeded by tho improved styles of the 
east. Bridegrooms no longer promise to 
cherish and protect with revolvers on 
belt and spurs on heel. Not now do the 
cow-boys mount the jocund cayuse and 
run down and rope the coy bride to get 
her stocki ngs on before the ceremony”

Communicated.
To the patrons of the school taught in 

District 18:
There having been quite a number of 

pupils during the last two weeks who 
have been irregular in their attendence 
at school, and not having the time to 
visit the patrons in person, I avail my­
self of the kind offer of the editor of the 
R e g ist e r , (to use the paper in matters 
pertaining to school affairs,) and shall 
briefly try nnd impress you how essen­
tial it is to the promotion and advance­
ment of the children not to miss a day 
from their studies. Eachjiupil is mark­
ed for every recitation; on Friday even­
ing the sum of the marks is taken and 
merits awarded the one having the great 
est number. If a child be absent one or 
two days during the week, though they 
may have perfect lessons every duy they 
attend, some pupil who has been regu­
lar in his or her attendance will receive, 
in all probability the greatest number of 
marks. In this case you see it is an in­
justice to the child, as the one receiving 
the greatest number of marks during 
the term will get the prize. And ngain, 
every day missed necessitates double 
study the day following, as it is abso­
lutely necessary that a pupil should 
thoroughly understand every lesson as 
they go. Teachers time do not belong 
to themselves, or to any one patron, but 
to the patrons collectively; taking for 
granted they are so disposed, they have 
not the right to devote that time to one 
pupil, which should be given to the en­
tire class. To advance children in their 
studies, it is not only essential but nec­
essary that they should be regular in 
their attendance, nnd unless they are, a 
teacher should not be censured for their 
lack of advancement. Other things that 
I wish to call your attention to are, the 
writing of compositions, declaiming and 
Friday evening reviews. Some of you 
suy composition writing and declaiming 
are unnecessary—if so why have they 
been taught in all the prominent schools 
from time immemorial? I maintain that 
there is nothing that can give one self- 
confidence and power to express them­
selves fluently and grammatically, more 
than the early knowledge and partici- 
pancy in declaiming and composition 
writing. The exercises of Friday even­
ing are the most important of the week, 
for they are composed of composition 
reading, declaiming and a general re­
view of the lessons of the week. A teach­
er naturally wishes to know what a 
child has learned and retained at the 
close of each week, and a weekly review 
is the most accurate way of ascertaining. 
There must be system and order about 
everything, nnd in school more than any 
thing else. To excuse your child from 
participating in any of the exercises of 
the school, is to do away with order and 
has a tendency to demoralize the whole 
school. It is my intention to do my duty 
by each and every child attending this 
school, and to impart to them all the 
knowledge I possibly can; I earnestly re­
quest the patrons to assist, me by see­
ing that their children are regular in 
their attendance and that they are not 
excused from any recitation.

I n d i a n  J u n g l e .

Success has again attended Mr. 
Sanderson’ s exertions, says a letter ( 
rom India in the Manchester Guard- 
un, and a lino herd of elephants, ilfty- 

one in number, which were driven into 
a large seventy-acre inclosure Monday, 
July 8, have been brought out and 
picketed in the open jungle three 
miles west of the Khedda. It was at 
first supposed that from eighty to a j 
hundred animals hnd been captured, 
out the big herd apparently separated 
into two portions during the early part 
of the drive. The main body headed 
straight for the "Dodday Gowden 
1’arlia” gorge, in which the Khodda is 
situated, wiille tho other turned off to 
the south down a valley leading to a 
forest called “ Shubur Malay.” This 
was not found out until afterward, 
though the track of the escaped 
portion has been noticed by li, II. 
Morris, a planter, who is opening out 
land on tho Billigarungan hills, and 
who acted as Mr. Sanderson's assist­
ant during tho whole of tho operations. 
Taking ail things into consideration it 
was just as well that all were not in­
closed, as there would not have been 
enough tamo elephants to deal with 
them, and oven as it was many of tho 
older and consequently useless animals 
had to bo shot.

A sketch of the proceedings which 
have terminated so satisfactorily is 
given by the Madras Mail, which says 
that by the 3rd inst. all the strength­
ening of the fortifications, preparation 
of the gates, etc., had been completed 
and all was in readiness. On th9 7tli 
the welcome news was brought by the 
vigilant trackers that a large herd was 
quietly browsing in “ KilliarroCombe,” 
a favorite cover in close proximity to 
the Khedda gorge, so that little time 
was lost. 13v the same evening 100 
boaters had been collected and brought 
into camp from Chutnrajnnggur. Early 
the next morning all were assembled 
at the foot of a commanding little hill 
known as Munegoodav, where Mr. 
Sanderson proposed to take up his post 
and direct the drive by means of flags 
and signals; the men had just been 
mustered and told off to their various 
stations, a few minor preliminaries 
were being discussed, when Mr. Mor­
ris nofieed the elephants quietly filing 
across an opening in front, and of their 
own accord heading in tho direction of 
the Khedda. To dispatch the parties 
that had already been told cflT to 
blockade the main exits was the work 
of a very few moments. Mr. Morris, 
with 150 beaters, ran across the valley 
to deploy the men and bring them up 
in line on the southern side. Mr. 
Sanderson himself, with one or two of 
his picked men, remaining to direct 
the start and bring up the northern 
side. *

Soon the continuous tapping of 
sticks in one long, semicircular line 
over a mile in length proclaimed that 
the exciting performance had com­
menced. Tho olephants camo forward 
quietly and gave but little trouble un­
til closo to the main entrance of the 
surround. Here an unlucky contre­
temps occurred. Some lunatics more 
willing than wise got in front of them 
and fine herd broke back a few hun­
dred yards and ensconced itself in 
very thick bamboo cover on the banks 
of the river. By judiciously giving 
them an hour’s rest. Closing in the line 
of beaters to within short range of 
them, with their little fires, they were 
subsequently forced forward and driv­
en into the inclosure, not, however, 
through the gates. A bright piece of 
forethought on tho part of Mr. San­
derson had caused the barricades 
across tho river to bo removed so as to 
give the elephants a choice of paths. 
The wisdom of this was fully exempli­
fied when the animals dashed into and 
up tiio river; the signal rocket was 
fired, while the thuds of the falling 
gates and the cheers and shouts of the 
beaters announced tho successful issue 
of the drive. Halt the coolies were 
told off to watch with a hut and a 
watch-fire at every twenty yards. 
Next all available hands were set to 
work to construct the inner stockade.

Wednesday, the 10th, the resident 
the maharajah with his party, Maj. 
Martin, the private secretary, Dr. 
Benson, Mr. Ricketts, tho inspector- 
general of forests, Mrs. and tho two 
Misses Ricketts, with one or two others, 
arrived on the scene. Thursday inoit 
of the elephant’  wero driven into the 
smaller stockade, a few, howevor, re­
maining outside, headed by a deter­
mined female, who charged repeatedly, 
her career being finally ended by Mr. 
Morris when in the act of making a 
very home charge. After the death 
of this troublesome one, which had 
got nicknamed tho “ Budmash,”  the 
rest were quietly forced into the stock­
ade by the “ Kunkias,” where they 
settled down peaceably with their com­
panions. During tho nexl. 4 wo days 
all wore t ied up without accident, with 
the exception of one half-grown 
mirrial, that through its excitement 
and obstreperousness got strangled in 
the river. With tho removal of the 
wild elephants from the Khedda to the 
open country the more exciting and 
interesting part of this sporting under­
taking camo to a closo.

every day with an iron on a large anvi, | 
After being ten days in pure water it 
was left for another ten days in water 
with about 4 per cent, of salt. Then it 
was replaced in pure water again for 
twenty days. During those forty days 
it was constantly in soak. The head 
and feet, weighing about 300 pounds, 
were then removed, and tho akin hung 
on spikes in tho drying room. After 
hanging one day it was put in a vat 
containing potash and a small quantity 
of sulphur of sodium in tho following 
proportions: Water, 1,000 parts; slack­
ed lime, twenty-five parts; potash, 
three parts; sulphur of sodium, two 
parts. After being two days in this 
bath it was rinsed in pure water of a 
temperature of twenty degrees, when 
it was again placed in t he drying room. 
After this double operation was re­
peated three limes tho skin was ready 
to have tho hair taken off. This opera­
tion occupiod about one day’s time, 
and gave about 75 pounds of hair. 
Another day was spent in cleaning and 
scraping. By this time it lost 30 per 
cent, of its weight. The operation of 
its preparation lasted two months, and 
it went through tho same course as 
cowhide, with the difference that each 
phase of the work took three times as 
much time. Tho skin should be 
stretched in the pit, and placed in the 
middle of cowhides. Six layers of 
powder are then thrown in; two first, 
two second, and two third layers. Al­
together tho tanning takes throe years. 
The partition of time is thus: Becoming 
green, 40 days; worked, 1C days; 
preparation, 50 days; repitition, GO 
days; first pit (double), 200 days; 
second pit (double), 300 days; third 
pit (double), 400 days.

She could sing, too, and sing well, giv- 
whole stanzas of songs which took hor 
fancy without missing a word or note. 
She had notions in regard to tho use of 
language, and absolutely refused to say 
some words, though perfectly free with 
their equivalents. Among the obnox­
ious words were yes and no, which she 
was never heard to pronounce in her 
life. Polly was brought to New Hamp­
shire by James Elliot and Mr. Clough 
about thirty years ago for *20. She 
could talk fluently at that time, and 
continued to improve until she became 
almost master of the language.

The first is a white Angora tabby, 
who sits at the table with the family 
and eats very daintily with a fork by 
doubling her paw around tho handle. 
And she would rather die than be soon 
putting a knife into her mouth. Cat 
number two is a wise he feline named 
Pete, who never thinks of coming to 
the table without making his toilet 
But instead of licking his paw in tho 
usual way ho has a little wash-basin 
into which he dips his paws and scrubs 
himself.
