PROHIBITION PARTY.

To Meet in  Fort Worth Satur­
day, July 29.

Houston, Texas, July 25.—  
Hon. Tho». H. Ball, chairman of 
t h e  Statewide Prohibition 
Amendment Association, has is­
sued a call requesting the exec­
utive committee of the associ­
ation to meet at Fort Worth on 
Saturday, July 29, to determine 
the advisability of contesting 
the recent election. A short 
time before the issuance of the 
call Col. Ball issued a signed 
statement, in which he stated 
the antis had probably won by 
not more than 5,000 majority, 
although he was confident the 
opposition had not won legally.

His call to the executive com­
mittee follows:

To the members of the Ex­
ecutive Committee State-wide 
Prohibition Association: You
are hereby called to meet in ses­
sion at Fort Worth Saturday, 
July 29, at 10 a. m.. to deter­
mine the advisability of con­
testing the result of the prohi­
bition amendment election and 
consider such other matters as 
may properly come before the 
meeting.

Be present, if possible, at so 
important a meeting.

If impossible to come, send 
a cool-headed and well-inform­
ed proxy.

Chairmen and members o f the 
county executive committees 
are invited to come in person or 
by proxies, and if not convenient 
to attend I will be glad to have 
them address me at Fort Worth 
care o f Judge A. W. Walker, 
giving me their views and in­
formation as to conditions sur­
rounding the late election and 
advice as to our course.

Prohibitionists generally are 
requested to write their views 
and send such information as 
they have or can procure in 
time to reach me at the meeting, 
as to any fraud or irregulari­
ties in the recent election, and 
particularly as to the negro and 
Mexican vote and of foreigners 
who may not have been natural­
ized or who have'not properly 
declared their intentions.

We want particularly infor­
mation as to the number of 
these classes voting, as com­
pared with their normal vote, 
and the way in which their poll 
taxes were paid and also as to 
the methods used to solidify the 
vote for the antis.

We especially desire to know, 
if possible, how the election was 
conducted in each box in the 
State and as to any illegal vot­
ing or returns.

Daily and weekly press not

receiving this call, please copy.
County chairmen and friends 

will please verify the returns 
when cast up by the commis- 
cioners courts.

Regarding the result o f the 
election. Mr. Ball said on Mon­
day afternoon:

“ Complete returns will likely 
show an anti majority of less 
than 5,000 votes.

“ The law passed by the last 
legislature provides for a con­
test o f the election by either 
side if dissatisfied with the re­
sult on account of fraud or il­
legal voting or irregularities 
that affect the result.

**Of course I am not in a po­
sition to say whether or not the 
pro> will contest. That can only 
be determined by a conference 
with triends of the cause.

“ I am sure, however, that the 
question will be taken either in­
to the courts or back to the peo­
ple as soon as it can again be 
submitted, which can be done 
at any regular session o f the 
legislature.

"It appears from the reports 
received that large numbers of 
negroes and Mexicans and a 
large element who do not usual­
ly pay their poll taxes have us 
ed poll tax receipts paid by 
themselves or paid for them and 
that the election result has 
thereby l»een determined ad­
verse to State-wide prohibition.

“ The local prohibitionists 
j have voted larger majorities for 
J State-wide than for local prohi­
bition. just^as we .laimed. 
j “ I advise deliberation and j 
¡calm judgment and action, and 
I that prohibitionists consider 
and proceed to solve the great 
question of how constitutions 
should be made with patriotic j 
and thoughtful purpose.”

trading Depot Site.
D. J. Griffith’» grading out­

fit has just completed a ' cross­
ing beyond the material yards 
and are back again at work on 
the depot site. When it was at 
first announced that the grading 
of the depot grounds would be­
gin it did not look like very much 
of a Yask to the layman, but 
those who have observed the op­
erations have begun to realize 
before now that the task was 
no small one. Little by little, 
the bluffs and rocks are being 
torn away and the site graded 
and leveled. And in this con­
nection the grader attracts no 
little attention. It is  a mon­
strous affair, using sixteen head 
of big mules, ten being driven 
in front of the grader, while six 
are workec behind. The dump 
wagons follow alongside the 
grader, being loaded by means 
of an elevator which carries the 
dirt as it comes off the plows 
through a shute and dumps it 
into the wagon. As fast as one 
dump wagon is filled another is 
waiting to take its place. The 
dirt is then dumped into the ra­
vines and gullies alongside the 
right-of-way.

The grading on the depof site 
>s rapidly nearing completion, 
and it is expected that the work 
will be finished within the next 
two weeks. The depot will be 
placed on the north side of the 
track, west of Bridge street. 
Work will probably begin on the 
depot as soon as the track is in 
'hape for the material to be 
hauled over it, and be complet­
ed by the time regular passen­
ger service is inaugurated on 
the Santa Fe.

C. H. Haggard, a farmer near 
Mt. Pleasant, claims to have 
discovered a novel method for 
keeping his cotton clean.

This 
is not a new discovery by any 
means. Long ago farmers in 
the older Southern States used 
flocks of geese to chop the grass 
out of their cotton fields and 
found them very serviceable, 
but it is not written that geese 
have anywhere been depended 
upon to any great extent to 
keep the fields clean o f grass 
and weeds.— San Antonio Ex­
press.

PUBLIC OWNERSHIP.

Before the close of 1911 Win­
nipeg will be looked upon as the 
greatest exponent of public 
ownership on the American con­
tinent. It will have by that time 
an investment of over $3,000,- 
000.

It is nearly a quarter of a cen­
tury ago since the city council 
laid the foundations of this pro­
gram by buying out the Winni­
peg waterworks company, and 
from that day the citizens of 
this city have been supplied 
with civic water at civic rHtes. 
So successful did the venture 
prove that when the city decid­
ed to lay asphalt pavements 
some years later it was decided 
to install a municipal asphalt 
plant, and the many miles of 

■ pa\ement in this city have been 
laid from the product of this 

I plant.
Whenever a new street is to 

be paved with asphalt the city 
calls for bids for the work. At 
first several firms tendered, but 
their figures could not compare 
with the estimates of the city 
engineer, so the city did the 
work by day labor. Ohce, how­
ever. a private firm secured the 
contract for asphalting a street, 
but the work was done so poorly 
it had to be pulled up and relaid 
by the city a year later, despite 
the fact that it had been little 
used.

Today all the streets in the 
business districts and many of 
those in outlying sections are 
paved with asphalt which has 
proved eminently satisfactory, 
despite the excessive cold dur­
ing the winter months and the 
summer heat.

From the small steam pump­
ing plant which supplied Winni­
peg with water from the Assin- 
iboin river the waterworks sys­
tem has grown into seven arte­
sian wells and ten pumping en­
gines. The average daily con­
sumption is approximately 7.- 
000,000 gallons. In ten years 
the population of Winnipeg has 
grown from »̂0,503 to 107,000, 
and the city fathers, looking for 
a corresponding, if not greater 
increase during the next ten 

; years, are now arranging for 
! sinking two more artesian wells.

For fire purposes the city has 
a high pressure plant which 
pumps water from the Red riv­
er in specially constructed mains 
It has a capacity of 9.000 gal­
lons per minute and cost slight­
ly more than $1,000,000, in­
cluding the mains, hydrants, 
machinery, etc. In all. Winni- 

l peg's water system has stood 
the city barely $o.250,0Oo.

Trouble with the Winnipeg 
electric company, which con­

tro l- the street railway, gas, 
electric light and power fran- 

ichises here, resulted in the city 
voting $3.000,000 for a munic­
ipal power plant to lie erected 
on the Winnipeg river, sixty 
miles from here. The plant has 
taken two years to build and 
will be ready for operation by 
July 1 of this year.

With the near completion of 
this plant and the prospects of 
the city building its own street 
railway system. Sir William 
Mackenzie, president of the 
Winnipeg electric, who, with 
Sir Donald Mann, is owner of 
the Canadian Northern railroad 
system, made an offer to the 
city. Both parties to the nego­
tiations w’ere very reticent for 
some days over the terms of the 
offer, but it has been announced 
that the company offered to 
turn over all the bonds of the 
company at 250, making the 
purchase price some $18,000,- 
<K)0.

At the last meeting of the 
(city council, W. Sanford Evans, 
mayor, announced that applica­
tion will be made at once to the 
Manitoba Parliament, permit­
ting the city to buy out the Win­
nipeg electric company, with all 
its plants, works, holdings and 
franchise*. Last year the com­
pany made a net profit o f over 
$1.000,000, after paying the city
