Such a shoe is now made un-
der patents granted to the

plowed, leveled, and ready for 
planting. If you use the same 
garden area as last year you 
will have better results if you 
rotate planting the vegetables 
in different rows. 

Asparagus is easy to grow 
and care for. Plant 1 year old 
roots 15 to 24 inches apart. 
The roots are put in a trench 
1 foot deep. As the plants be-
gin to grow, soil is pulled around 
the young shoots until the furrow 
is completely leveled off. Shoots 
should not be cut at all the first 
growing season and only 3 or 
4 weeks the second year. This 
will help the root system to 
become well established. 

It's garden planting timel 
Spring is just around the corner 
when tiny little shoots of plants 
and weeds begin to pop out of 
the ground. Several vegetables 
can be planted 4 to 6 weeks be-
fore the frost-free spring sea-
son. April 10th, is our average 
date of the latest killing frost. 

You may want to plant as-
paragus, broccoli, cabbage 
plants, English peas, lettuce, 
onions, potatoes, or turnips 
now. These vegetables can with-
stand more cold than most of 
the other more delicate, warm 
temperature plants. Be sure to 
plant seeds as deep as the in-
structions ask on the package. 

By all means you need to have 
the garden soil spaded or

The meeting on fertilizer 
placement. Sources and time 
turned out to he top notch. 

If you were not counted among 
the 96 present at the Oklahoma 
Lane Community Center last 
Thursday, you missed a 
most informative discussion by 
top research personnel on these 
subjects. Just in case you were 
not there I will try to point 
out a few of the highlights this 
week and next. 

Harvey Walker, research 
agronomist, stationed on the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station, at Lubbock, stressed 
the importance of banding fer-
tilizers. He used slide pictures 
to show the development of one 
hair-like lateral cotton root 
when it grew into the fertilizer 
hand. The root development 
around this band was almost 
unbelievable. 

He also stressed the point 
that the root did not know the 
fertilizer band was there, but 
when it happened into the highly 
fertile area, this one small 
hair-like root developed into a 
mass of roots. This was a plant 
grown in the green house in a 
box of soil with a glass front 
so that root development could 
be studied. 

Walker also pointed out that 
good results have been obtained 
with fertilizer placed under the 
seed, or at various distances to 
the side up to ten inches from 
the seed. 

The fertilizer should give good 
results when the band is placed 
3 to 6 inches below seed level, 
whether placed directly under 
the seed or to the side. Keep 
in mind that the fertilizer must 
be in moist soil before the 
plant can use it, and that phos-
phate moves little and must be 
placed at a depth it will be in 
moist soil throughout the sea-
son. 

Walker also noted that good 
results have S heen obtained by 
applying fertilizer as a side 
dressing instead of preplanting, 
or at planting time, and

taken at 8 A .M at the depth 
the seed will be placed. Avoid 
planting in a hole, cover seed 
with one and one-half to two 
inches of soil. The raised seed 
bed will afford warmer soil 
temperature in the seed area 
and give the plant warmer con-
ditions when it emerges. 

The value of acid delinted 
seed for disease control was 
stressed. Crop rotation should 
be practiced, the agronomist 
said. He also pointed out that 
seedling diseases enter the 
plant through breaks in the 
plant tissue wall, so insect dam-
age, sand damage and all other 
mechanical damage under con-
trol of the farmer should be 
kept to a minumum.

suggested where the side dres-
sing program is followed the 
sidedressing should be done in 
June, while the cotton is still 
rather small and before the 
first irrigation. Mr. Walker 
pointed out that sidedressing 
alone can not be practiced on 
poor soils, where the young 
plant needs the added plant 
food from the 'very beginning, 
but works alright where soils 
are fertile enough and no plant 
food deficiency of the young 
cotton plant occurs. 

The researcher cautioned 
farmers about the possibility 
of being unable to get the side-
dressing on at a proper time 
due to rain or other pressing 
work. He also pointed out that 
fertilizer on cotton is unlikely 
to be of much benefit on soils 
as fertile as ours except on 
years when the cotton comes 
up and gets off to a good start. 

Billy C. Gunter, area 
agronomist with the extension 
service, stationed at Lubbock. 
used a set of colored slides,  to 
do a jam up good lob of pre-
senting the seedling disease 
story of cotton. He and Mr. 
Walker both stressed the in-
fluence cold wet soils have 
on cotton seedling disease. Sev-
eral points were stressed by 
Mr. Gunter that would help 
alleviate our seedling disease 
trouble, so I'll try to mention 
a few that come to mind. • 

The agronomist pointed out 
that resistant varieties would 
help, but suggested con-
siderations other than the fact 
it is a resistant variety must 
be considered. You can't select 
varieties on disease resistant 
alone he said. 

He also pointed out that a 
minimum soil temperature of 60 
degrees before planting would 
be very helpful. The sixty 
degree soil temperature is 
arrived at by averaging 10 con-
secutive morning readings
