Another Prosperity Talk.
The Standard’s good friend, 

M. A. Ledd.v, was up from the 
Voca country yesterday' and 
brought with him good cheer and 
good spirits galore. We are al­
ways glad to have folks drop in 
and tell us what a good country 
they live in.

Mr. Leddy’s primary purpose 
in calling on us was to pay for a 
Standard classy classified ad, 
by means of which he was suc­
cessful in disposing of something 
like $200 worth of black-eyed 
peas. Furthermore, the peas 
were raised on six acres of oat 
stubble land, the oats having 
netted his $14 per acre, while 
the combined net income from 
the oats and the peas made the 
six acres produce $49.50 per 
acre.

Mr. Leddv further boasts of 
having had the heaviest oats in 
McCulloch county last year, the 
net weight being 34 pounds to 
the bushel. Wiley Walker of 
the Waldrip community proba­
bly ranks second, with oats that 
weighed 31 pounds to the bush­
el, net.

This year Mr. Leddy sa>» his 
oats will run from 33 to 34 
pounds to the bushel, but the 
production was light on account 
of his having used his thinnest 
land for the oats in order that 
he might again p’.ant peas on the 
stubble. By this method, Mr. 
Leddy will not only get a prof­
itable crop of peas, but the peas 
will help build up the thin land.

Corn is fairly good in his sec­
tion, and had the rain come just 
a few days earlier, would have 
been fine.

VV aples-Platter Grocery— Stock 
a Total Loss.

Fire of an unknown origin, dis­
covered at a few minutes before 

i 11 o’clock last night, destroyed 
! the Waples-Platter Wholesale
Grocery Company’s stock of 
merchandise, causing a loss of 
approximately $50,000, fully' 

'covered by insurance. The 
large building on Main avenue 
near the Frisco railroad was 

; completely gutted, only the 
'tone walls remaining standing.

When first discovered the fire 
Impeared to be about the center 
of the large building. Great 
clouds of smoke were pouring 
from the house, making it im- 
posf ib'e to locate the seat of the 
fire and seriously handicapping 
|he fire fighters in their work. 
The building itself made fire 
fighting very difficult, since 
the only openings along the 
sides of the house are small win­
dows placed high up and cover­
ed with heavy' screen wire.

The volunteer firemen experi­
enced many difficulties in fight­
ing the flames. The driver of 
the first wagon that reached 
the scene found the smoke so 
dense in the street in front of 
the building that it was neces­
sary to use a lantern in order to 
see his way through the street. 
Only one fire plug was in the vi­
cinity and as soon as possible 
lines of hose were connected with 
this plug and water was thrown 
on the fire. Four sections of 
file  hose burst, and automobiles 
were rushed to the down town 
station for more hose. The ad­
ditional hose was not equipped 
with the proper kind o f connec­
tions. and more valuable time 
was lost.

'Hie nature of the burning 
stock added to the difficulties of 
the firemen. It is stated that 
there was almost a full car load 
of matches in the rear of the 
building, and a small quantity of 
ammunition. It is fortunate that 
no one was injured when the 
ammunition exploded.

During the noon hour Wednes­
day the fire department was 
again called to the Waples-Plat­
ter building, where the fire of 
the night before had again brok­
en out in a portion of the ruins.
