Sudan seed are used for planting 
only; planting time is six to eight 
months away and the big seed l>uy- 
eis do not want to stock up with 
seed now unless they can buy at a 
vci’}* Ic'V. speculative price; so a 
farmer selling his sudan seed now, 
is like a merchant trying to sell his 
straw hats in mid-winter.

From our invc.'stigaticn, we be­
lieve there will be little if any sur­
plus seed, above' the planting de­
mand in the Spring.

«
Considering rdl these facts, we 

ask all growers to cooperate and 
hold their sudan seed for 5c per 
pound.

Coiidliions justify this price, and 
the planters of small grazing patch­
es (who plant about nine tenths of 
all seed sold) can afford to pay 
this price, or even higher.

With your coopemion we will ho 
able to get, reasonably accurate in­
formation on amount of seed held 
if there should bo more than will 
be demanded for planting, we ex­
pect to be able to interest the lar.» 
er growers in hol<Iing over, untî  
next year, a sufficient percent of 
their seed, to take care of such sur­
plus.
