__"The registration of male citi-
zens of the United States, and 
other male persons, who shall have 
attoined the Eighteenth anniver-
sary of the day of their birth dur-
ing the periods below, shall take 
place between the hours of 9:00 
a. m. and 5:00 o'clock p.m. on the 
days hereinafter designated for 
their registration as follows. 

(a) Those who were born on or 
- after July 1, 1924, but not after 

August 31, 1924 shall be registered 
on any day during the week com-
mencing Friday, Decemeber 11, 

an ending Thursday December 
17, 1942; 

- (b) Those who were born on or 
after September 1, 1924, but not' 
after October 31, 1924, shall he re-
gistered on any day during the 
week commencing Friday, Decemb 
er 18, 1942 and ending Thursday 
December 24, 1942; 

(c) Those who were born on or 
after November 1, 1924, but not 
after Deiember 31 1924, shall be 
registered on any day during the 
period commencing Saturday. Dec-
ember 26, 1942, and ending Thurs-
day, December 31, 1942; 

(d) During the continuance of 
the present war, those who were 
born on or after Januaryl ,1925,

In 1941, abont 21,950 mail cars 
were required between Decem-
ber 12 and 24 to deliver Christmas' 
mails-enough cars to make a train 
270 miles long. This year, the ex-
tra cars needed to move holiday 
mails are largely being used by 
the armed services, and a severe 
shortage is in prospect. 

The postal Service usually bor-
rows about 2,500 trucks from the 
Army and other Government agen 
cies, and rents about 10,000 from 
private owners to handle the Christ 
mas mails. This year, it will be ex-
tremely difficult to obtain enough 
of these vehicles to meet even 
a substatial part of the need. The 
Army needs its own trucks and pri 
vete owners are reluctant to let 
someone else use their tires.

Truck operators who have al-
ready received their Certificates of 
War Necessity from the office of 
Defense Transportation were re-
minded Friday that no appeal can 
be filed -until 30 days after the Cer-
tificate is receiveh. 

"Tires we are trying to save are 
being burned up all over the re-
gion by truck operators rushing in 
to the district ODT motor trans-
port office as soon as they get 
their Certificates," John C. Mass-
enbrg, regional motor transport 
manager for ODT, said. "District 
offices are working under terrific 
pressure in issuing all these Cer-
tificates for commercial motor ve-
hicle,. and everybody is human en-
ough to make and occasional mis- 
take. These are few, however.. 	In 
most instances, the Certificate has 
been correctly tailored according 
to the application filed 	by the 
operator." 

Appeals may be filed with the 
ODT district offices of motor trans 
port 30 days after the Certificate 
of War Necessity has been received 
by the operator. His appeal must 
prove clearly, however, that the 
needs of the war or the Maintnance 
of essential civilian economy re-
quire a change in the Certificate. 
Th appeal must also show records 
for a period of seven consecutive 
days within the 30-day period. 
These records, submitted under 
oath, must show the origin and 
destination of each trip, the miles 
operated and the use to be made of 
it, and the maximum capacity of 
the vehicle for that commodity 
must be shown also. •

PROGRAM

The following information has 
been received by county agent 
M. U. May from the Texas A. and 
M. College Extension Service on 
the Share the Meat Program as 
it. relates to farmers. 
1.Will the "Share The Meat" and 
meat rationing reduce the price 
for the livestock? 

These programs should not ef-
fect the price of livestock since the 
purpose of the programs is to dis 
tribute fairly the amount of meat 
available. 
2.Will farmers who raise and but-
cher for their own use be rationed ? 
How can it be done? 

The details of the rationing pro 
gram have not been worked out. 
When rationing gos into effect 
after the first of the year farmers 
will probably be included. Farm 
people are asked to stay within 
their share per person per week 
of the restricted meats in the 
"share the meat" program. 
3.Shouldn't farmers be permitted 
to raise and butcher as much meat 
as they need? 

In time of war it is necessary 
for each person to make certain 
adjustments. In order to maintain 
the best possible health for all 
the people in the United States, 
armed forces, and Allies, farmers 
are being asked to raise as much 
meat as possible, and not use more 
meat than anyone else. Farm 
families may figure this on year 
basis since they store meat. The 
allowance is more than a great 
many farm families now use. 
4.Will farmers be permitted to sell 
some of the meat they butcher? 

At present there is no OPA re-
gulation that would prohibit farm 
ers from selling the home butch-
ered meat. In many places there 
are local standards that must be 
metb efore meat may be sold. IN-
vestigations should be made to 
know local resuirements. Farmers 
who butcher meat for sale locally 
may continue to db so, however, 
families who purchase meat from 
farmers, or obtain meat from 
other sources for storage in freez 
er lockers, ar expected to consume 
it in accordane with their allowance 
5.What will be done about excess 
fresh meat at butchering time? 

(a)Stagger butchering of hogs. 
Instead of butchering two or three 
hogs -at one time, butcher one and 
then a few weeks later butcher 
another, etc. 

.(b) Cooperate and share fresh 
meat with the neighbor, they bu-
echer later and share with you. 
' (c) Cure store or can, hams, 
shoulders, middlings, sausage, and 
tender loin. This leaves the spar-
ribs and the backbone the only re-
stricted meat to be consumed at 
the time of butchering. The other 
parts of the hog as the head, heart 
liver, feet etc. are not included in 
the 2% pounds per person per 
week. Similar manag'ement will 
red to be used when a family bu-
tchrs beef, veal, and mutton. 

(c)If the above suggestions can 
not be carried out, farmers may 
find. it necessary to consume a 
larger volume during butchering 
time, but for the year, their con-
sumption should be held to their 
share. 
6.Does "Share the Meat" mean 
that farm families who store a 
geat amount of meat, must put 
away less and keep within the 2% 
pound standadd? 

Yes farm families will figure 
2% pounds per adult per week 
including fresh, stored, cured and 
canned meat. This will mean 130 
pounds per year per person for 
everyone over 12 years of age. 
Details for rationing have not 
been worked out. 
7.Will the rationing of meat to 
farmersca use reduction in the a-
mount of meat proaced? 

No, rationing of meat to farmers 
shold not decrease the production

12. Shouldn't such things as age, 
kind- of work and climatic condit-
ions be considered in rationims 
allowances?

HEALTH NOTES 

Austin, Texas Nov. 25. With the 
incidence of diptheria showing a 
seasonal increase in the state of 
Texas, Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Offirer, is again warning 
parents to make sure that their 
children are protected against 
this killing disease by diphtheria 
immunization. 

According to the State Health 
Department, records show that less 
than 50 per cent of the children in 
Texas are inoculated against diph-
theria. 

"Iiasmuch as toxoid inoculation 
can and will prevent diphtheria, it 
seems incredible that so many of 
our childrn are allowed to remain 
open to attack," Lr. Cox said. "Dip 
There are few diseases which cause 
the victim, more agony than does 
diphtheria, and it is certainly the 
solomn responsibility of parents to 
make sure that their children do 
not fall victim to this disease. 

Dr. Cox advised that' children be 
taken to their family physician 
for inoculation and stated further 
that in the event parents are un-
able to pay for this srvice, county 
health units will administer the 
toxoid withot charge. 

All children should be immunized 
against diphtheria before reaching 
their first birthday, but if not, 
they definitely should have the in-
oculation before entering school, 
Dr. Cox said. There is always dan-
ger of diphtheria among school 
children and until every child in 
Texas is inoculated before school 
age there will be no way of pre-
venting the incidence and spread 
of diphtheria among our Texas 
school children.
