“When is the baby coming?”

I suppose I’ve asked that ques-
tion countless times. Every since
Ramona went up to South Dakota
to be with Katie, our daughter,
who is now in her seventh month.
And who has two pre-schoolers,
one agDL 6 and the other 3. Hans and Siri. Ramona went up because the
doctor told Katie that if she were going to carry the baby full-term, then
she would have to stay in bed. When Ramona heard that word, she
announced, “I’ll stay with Katie.” She’s coming home today for a
three-week vacation — spending Christmas here in Winters. Katie’s
in-laws will care for her until Ramona returns.

But, the question still is asked, “When is the baby coming?” I've
often kidded Katie — because this has happened every time she gets
great with child. She has to spend the last 3 to 4 months in bed. I tell
her, “Gee, Katie, your kids can’t wait to come out of your womb and
into the world.” And, she chuckles.

Of course, even in our time, you can’t predict “for sure” when the
baby will come. Katie’s usually come early, 2 to 3 weeks early. But,
we don’t worry about the precise date — just that when the baby does
come, all will go well and the baby will be healthy and whole. That’s
our prayer. And our hope.

“When is the baby coming?”” was the question of the children of
Israel. “What baby?” The Messiah. The one prophesied by Isaiah in the
Old Testament when one day he exclaimed, “Behold, a virgin shall
conceive and bear a son and shall call his name Immanuel.” (Isaiah
7:14). And hope was born for those people. Some day the baby would
come. As Isaiah prophesied, “For to us a child is born, to us a son is
given; and the government shall be upon his shoulder, and his name
will be called “Wonderful, Counselor, Almighty God, the Everlasting
Father, the Prince of Peace.” “Of the increase of his government and
of peace there will be no end, upon the throne of David, and over his
kingdom, to establish it and to uphold it with justice and righteousness
from this time forth and for evermore.” (Isaiah 9:6,7).

For several centuries these Old Testament people of God waited.
And hoped that their Messiah, their Deliverer, their Mighty One would
come and lead them to power and glory... on earth. That they would
become mightier than Rome.

Maria, little children like you are our teachers. You teach us how to
receive the Baby.

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WISD trustees discuss new band

With not many items on the
agenda, trustees of the Winters In-
dependent School District held a
somew hat brief meeting Monday
evening.

Tammy Bright, elementary
principal, reported to the board
that over 400 parents were fed
lunch during the Parent Involve-
ment day on November 19.

Fraser announces senate re-election campaign

State Senator Troy Fraser, R-
Horseshoe Bay, formally filed for
re-election December 6, promis-
ing voters his continued support
for lower property and business
taxes, improvements in the qual-

ity of education and protection of

the district’s water resources.

“We’ve won some battles in
the last three years on important
issues like water, teacher pay
raises, creating a public upper-
level university and eliminating
the small business tax,” Fraser
said. “Along the way, | also voted
to return over $3 billion in sur-
plus funds to the taxpayers.”

“I’ve worked hard to establish
arecord in Austin that reflects the
priorities and conservative values
of District 24, and | would like
(to) build on the momentum
we’ve established,” Fraser said.

Fraser, 50, immediately began
a three-day tour of the 21 coun-
ties in District 24, and pledged to
campaign aggressively to retain
the seat he won in 1996.

“Over the next 11 months, I
will be asking voters for their sup-
port in next year’s election,”
Fraser said. “lve received a tre-
mendous amount of positive feed-
back and encouragement from my
constituents, our fund-raising is
off to a-good start, and we’ll be
ready to hit the ground running
in January.”

Fraser said many of his accom-
plishments for District 24 last ses-
sion stemmed from his appoint-
ment by Lieutenant Governor
Rick Perry to serve on the pow-
erful Senate Finance Committee,

and, later, the House-Senate Con-
ference Committee that wrote the
final version of the state’s $98.1
billion state budget.

“Lieutenant Governor Perry’s
confidence in me had a direct
impact on my ability to secure
additional funding for a number
of important programs in District
24, including more money for
medical research, higher educa-
tion, and technical job training
programs,” Fraser said. “I was
also happy to be a strong voice in
favor of a $3,000-a-year pay in-
crease for school teachers, plus a
healthy increase in retirement
benefits,”

Fraser was heavily involved in
both the 1997 and 1999 legisla-
tive sessions in shaping major leg-
islation to favorably impact Dis-
trict 24, including measures to
regulate the electric industry and
lower the price of intrastate long-
distance phone calls by nearly
one-half.

“The two biggest victories over
the last four years were creating
and funding the public, upper-
level university for Central Texas,
and protecting the district’s wa-
ter supply when we created the
statewide water management
plan,” he said.

CAUSES OF PNEUMONIA

In bacterial pneumonia, which can occur in any part of the
lungs, an infection initially triggers alveolar inflammation and
edema. Capillaries become engorged with blood, causing
stasis. As the alveolocapillary membrane breaks down, alveoli
fill with blood, resulting in atelectasis. In severe bacterial
infections, the lungs assume a heavy, liverlike appearance, as
in adult respiratory distress syndrome (ARDS).

Viral infection, which typically causes diffuse pneumonia,
first attacks bronchiolar epithelial cells, causing interstitial
inflammation and desquamation. It then spreads to the alveol,
which fill with blood and fluid. In advanced infection, a hyaline
membrane may form. As with bacterial infection, severe viral
infection may clinically resemble ARDS.

In aspiration pneumonia, aspiration of gastric juices or
hydrocarbons triggers similar inflammatory changes and also
inactivates surfactant over a large area. Decreased surfactant
leads to alveolar collapse. Acidic gastric juices may directly
damage the airways and alveoli. Particles with the aspirated
gastric juices may obstruct the airways and reduce airflow,
which in turn, leads to secondary bacterial pneumonia.

Certain predisposing factors increase the risk of pneumonia.
For bacterial and viral pneumonia, these include chronic illness
and debilitation, cancer (particularly lung cancer), abdominal
and thoracic surgery, atelectasis, common colds or other viral
respiratory infections, chronic respiratory disease (chronic
obstructive pulmonary disease, asthma, bronchiectasis, cystic
fibrosis), influenza, smoking, malnutrition, alcoholism, sickle
cell disease, tracheostomy, exposure to noxious gases,
aspiration, and immunosuppressive therapy.

Aspiration pneumonia is more likely to occur in elderly or
debilitated patients, those receiving nasogastric tube feedings,
and those with an impaired gag reflex, poor oral hygiene, or a
decreased level of consciousness.

A Tribute...

Editor’s Note: Harry Kimble
Wood was the great-grandfather
of Mary Anne Green of Ballinger
and Eloise Brown of Winters.

These are articles Mary Anne
got from the Gonzales Weekly In-
quirer, May 24, 1923, about his
death.

His pastor, brethren in Christ,
Masons, Confederate Veterans,
Daughters of the Confederacy, old
friends and neighbors, gathered in
large numbers Sunday at
Woodlawn to pay their last sad
tribute of respect to the late H.K.
Wood, who on Saturday, just be-
fore dawning, passed over the
river to rest under the shade of the
trees.

1999 MARKETING LOSS
PAYMENTS— All producers
participating in the 1999 AMTA
program should have received an
additional payment equal to 100
percent of their 1999 AMTA pay-
ment toward the end of October.
This payment was due to recent
legislation that passed due to the
poor commodity prices in 1999.

COTTON LOANS— Cotton
loans are available through this
office based on a national loan
rate of 51.92 cents per Ib. for 1 1/
16 in _Strict Low Middlin grade
cotton.

These loans can be forfeited at
maturity if not redeemed. Loans
mature on the last day of the tenth
calendar month after the first day
of the month in which the loan is
disbursed.

The loan service fee is 90 cents
a bale and $7.50 a loan and is the
only additional cost to the farmer
that wouldn’t be attached to the
cotton if not put under the loan.
The interest is 6.375% for loans
disbursed in November.,

USDA will pay, for repay-
ments at AWP (Adjusted World
Price), or forfeitures of loan col-
lateral, those storage charges that
accrue fom the date all documents
required from the producer for the
loan are provided to the County
Office, through the estimated date
the receipts are released by the
County Office.

Note: The producer is respon-
sible for paying any warchouse
storage charges that accrued be-
fore the date all documents re-

quired from the producer for the
loan were provided to the County
Office and unpaid receiving
charges.

All receiving and storage will
stay with cotton that is repaid at
above the National Average Loan
Rate during the loan period.

PRODUCTION FLEXIBIL-

ITY CONTRACTS— Many of

you have received letters regard-
ing your 2000 year PFC contract
payments. Please read the infor-
mation you received carefully.

If your contract is already des-
ignated for the 2000 crop year,
then you received a letter and a
payment request form. Producers
receiving the payment request
form, only need to fill in the
month(s) in which you wish to
receive your payment and mail it
back to the office.

If you did not receive a pay-
ment request form, then your con-
tract must be run for the 2000-
year and signatures of owners se-
cured or cash lease statements
provided BEFORE your contract
can be approved and payments
issued.

CONSERVATION RE-
SERVE PROGRAM
SIGNUP— CRP signup period
20 is scheduled to begin January
18, 2000 and run through Febru-
ary 11, 2000. Producers will be
able to offer environmentally sen-
sitive acreage for new 10 to 15
year contracts to cost-effectively
enroll acreage for program year
2001.
