Whether they are those “ro-
bots™ that put cars together or
that one which supposedly de-
livers the mail in some office
in Minnesota, they just don’t
reach the level of the Jetson’s
or Star Trek.

Well, we still aren’t there,
but the progress is. amazing.

Remote Operated Vehicles
(ROV’s) have moved to all-
electric design (from hydrau-
lic-driven design) allowing
smaller, lighter vehicles. This
reduces the cost (still a cool $2
million each) and makes them
more easily maneuvered.
Now, many ROV’s are oper-
ated by joystick from the
warmth of a ship’s cabin 2
miles above the bottom of the
sea.

The robots utilize sonic sen-
sors dropped into place on the
ocean bottom to steer and
guide themselves around ob-
stacles and installations. Tiny
cameras give the operator on
the surface a clear view of all
the action and are now provid-
ing electronic feedback to the
robot itself to properly posi-
tion its appendages for very
delicate movements.

While most ROV’s still re-
quire a cable to that joystick
on the surface, the latest de-
velopment involves robots
requirng no direct connection.
The ROV’s are
preprogrammed with topogra-
phy maps, blueprints, etc. so
that it can “see” the whole
scene electronically while per-

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There are smells and tastes
that sometimes bring to mind
memories from earlier times
and places and people we
know. The smell of fresh-
baked bread reminds me of my
mom. The smell of pine re-
S0 e Minds me of when | lived up
north. The taste of turkey —
always Thanksgiving. It was the taste of Mountain Dew that
did it for Tim Madigan, a writer for the Fort Worth Star-Tele-
gram. As he sat at his desk sipping a Dew, munching on a mouth-
ful of crushed ice, it all came back to him. Chet’s Place. In
Crookston, Minnesota, a small town in the Red River Valley of
the north — second most fertile area in the U.S.A.

Chet’s Place was not a eating place or a beer joint. Chet’s
Place was the machine shop of Chester Dahlgren. Set up be-
hind his house on Stuart Street. Chet had been a member of the
police force. He was a big fellow. Veteran of World War 1.
Buzz-top haircut. Strong.

He and his wife Mildred had one son. His name was Tommy.
On his 8th birthday, Tommy died of cancer. Chet and Milly
were devastated. After a month or so Chet discovered that he
just could not stomach the inevitable police calls to fatal acci-
dents. And he set up his shop. As his pastor, | remember going
to him several times — to sharpen my saws. Fix my lawn mower.
Things like that. But I never really knew what went on there —
after school and on weekends.

Chet had a lot of grief. A big hole in his heart was empty. An
empty space was there. He knew he had to do something to fill
up that space. So, he stocked 2 pop machines in his shop. And
he bought boxes of red licorice, Snickers bars, salted nut rolls,
bubble gum, chips, crackers and cheese. Hoping that the neigh-
borhood kids would come. Visit. Keep him company — maybe
relieve some of the sting of his sorrow.

It worked. The neighborhood boys came. Payed for their pops
with dimes. Wrote 1.0.U.s for the candy, dropped into a large
glass door, and then forgotten. Soon the boys brought friends
from other parts of town.

The shop was crowded, filled with machines to sharpen saw
blades. Hand tools everywhere. An old sofa, some discarded
barber chairs, a card table, some folding chairs, a black and

“White" TV on a shielf, an antique radio, and a fireplace where
*Chet'burned logs in winter.

One of the pop machines was filled only with Mountain Dew.
It became the drink of choice. No smoking or alcohol was ever
there. No fighting except once when a big brother teased his
little one, who then threw a screwdriver at the teaser with such
force it stuck in the door! The boys talked about girls, or sports,
or if the Vikings would lose again in the Super Bowl. Mostly
they played cards.

Chet observed all this from the corner where he worked. Or
from the sofa where he took his naps. Sometimes he told sto-
ries from the war. But he never talked of Tommy. Most of the
time he said nothing. He just “let us be.” About supper, he’d
leave and walk back to the house. Play a few games with
Mildred. Every night at 10, he’d ring the bell from his back
door. The games would end. The kids would turn out the lights,
lock the door, and disperse into the northern night until the day
after.

Tim wrote, “Our parents were grateful for Chet’s Place. How
much trouble can you get into in a machine shop? We were
grateful, too, in our own way. We checked our small town ado-
lescent worries at Chet’s door, and believed that life would al-
ways be that simple.”

Chet died of a heart attack in 1986, but kept his shop open
until the end. The latest generation of boys who hung out at
Chet’s were his pallbearers.

Life hasn’t been all that simple for Tim. Or the other boys.
One was killed in an awful fire. One committed suicide. Some
became lawyers, or farmers, or coaches, engineers, or writers.
They got married, had families, and wished their kids could
have a place like Chet’s. Chet filled the empty space in his heart
by creating a space in his shop for “the boys.” Simple. Safe. A
Jesus thing to do. And, today, when Tim drinks a Dew, he re-
members. The taste of Dew, it’s like the sacrament — calling
us to remember Jesus. | think there’s some kind of connection
here. Thank God for Chet. Thank God for Tim. Thank God for
people who fill the empty spaces in their hearts by creating
space for others.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

Special Election

NOVEMBER 6, 2001

PROPOSITION 1
(HJR 52)

Proposition 1 would amend the constitu-
tion to relinquish the state’s claim to cer-
tain disputed land in Bastrop County.
The amendment would confirm legal title
to that land, excluding any mineral inter-
ests, to the individuals who hold a dis-
puted title to the land. The amendment
would prevent a loss of title by people
who bought and paid for property that
was never transferred by the state
because of faulty surveys.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment providing for the clearing of
land titles by the release of a state claim
of its interest to the owners of certain

PROPOSITION 2
. (SIR 37)
“Proposition 2 would amend the constitu-

(SJIR 47)

Proposition 3 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature ro exempt
green coffee and raw cocoa held in Harris
County from property taxes in order to
qualify Harris County as an exchange
port for coffee by the New York Board of
Trade. The authorization of exemption
would not apply to any other county.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to authorize the legislature to
ekempt from ad valorem taxation raw

(HIR 1)

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PROPOSITION §
(SIR 32)

Proposition 5 would amend the constitu-
tion to allow a mumicipality to donate
outdated or surplus equipment, supplies,
or other materials used in fighting fires to
an underdeveloped country. Current
state law does not allow anything of
value belonging to the state or its politi-
cal subdivisions to be donated to another
nation.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing municipalities to
donate outdated or surplus firefighting
equipment or supplies to underdeveloped
countries.”

PROPOSITION 6
(HJR 45)

Proposition 6 would amend the constitu-
tion to require the governor to call a spe-
cial session of the legislature so that the
legislature can appoint presidential elec-
tors when the governor determines that it
is reasonably likely that the outcome of
the election for a presidential candidate’s
electors will not be clearly determined in
time for the appropriate électors to meet
before the federal deadline to Cast their
votes. Under current law, when the peo-
ple vote for a particular candidate for
president, in reality they are voting for
that candidate’s electors who will meet to
cast their votes for president. If the elec-
tors are not determined by the certifica-
tion date, no electoral votes may be cast
for the state. The proposed amendment
ensures that the state’s electoral votes
will be cast.

Tae proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment requiring the governor to call
a special session for the appointment of
presidential electors under certain cir-
cumstances.”

PROPOSITION 7
(HIR 82)

Proposition 7 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the Veterans' Land
Board to issue and sell up to $500 mil-
lion of additional general obligation
bonds to finance additional home mort-
gage loans to veterans. Additionally, the
proposed amendment would authorize
the Veterans' Land Board to use assets
from the land and housing assistance
funds to create, operate, and improve vet-
erans’ cemeteries.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the Veterans'
Land Board to issue up to $500 million in
general obligation bonds payable from
the general revenues of the state for vet-
erans’ housing assistance and to use
assets in certain veterans’ land and veter-
ans’ housing assistance funds to provide
for veterans cemeteries.”

PROPOSITION 8
(HJR 97)

Proposition 8 would amend the constitu-
tion to allow the legislature to authorize
the Texas Public Finance Authority to
issue and sell up to $850 million of gen-
eral obligation bonds. The proceeds of
the sale of the bonds would pay for con-
struction and repair projects or for the
purchase of needed equipment by the
General Services Commission, the Texas
Youth  Commission, the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice, the

PROPOSITION 9
(HJR 47)

Proposition 9 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to pro-
vide for filling vacancies in the legisla-
ture without an election if only one per-
son is a qualified candidate in the elec-
tion to fill the vacancy. Under current
law, a special election must be held to fill
a vacancy in the legislature even if there
is only one qualified candidate.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the filling of a
vacancy in the legislature without an
election if a candidate is running unop-
posed in an election to fill a vacancy.”

PROPOSITION 10
(SJR 6)

Proposition 10 would amend the consti-
tution to authorize the legislature to
exempt certain items of personal proper-
ty from property taxation by political
subdivisions of the state if the property is
warehoused temporarily in a location in
Texas to be assembled, stored, manufac-
tured, processed, fabricated, or repaired
and then forwarded to another location
inside or outside Texas. The proposed
amendment would authorize a political
subdivision that imposes ad valorem
taxes, at its option, to tax this type of
property after a local public hearing on
the matter.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to promote equal tax treat-
ment for products produced, acquired,
and distributed in the State of Texas by
authorizing the legislature to exempt
from ad valorem taxation tangible per-
sonal property held at certain locations
only temporarily for assembling, manu-
facturing, processing, or other commer-
cial purposes.”

PROPOSITION 11
(HJR 85)

Proposition 11 would amend the consti-
tution to allow a schoolteacher, a retired
schoolteacher, or a retired school admin-
istrator who serves as a member of a gov-
eming body of a school district, city,
town, or other local governmental dis-
trict, including a water district, to receive
compensation for serving on such a gov-
eming body. Currently, state employees
or other individuals who are compensat-
ed directly or indirectly from state funds
are barred from receiving a salary for
such service.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to allow current and retired
public school teachers and retired public
school administrators to receive compen-
sation for serving on the governing bod-
ies of school districts, cities, towns, or
other local governmental districts,
including water districts.”

PROPOSITION 12
(HJR 75)

Proposition 12 would amend, repeal, or
relocate several sections of the current

constitution to improve the clarity,
organization, and consistency of the
constitution

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to eliminate obsolete, archa-
ic, redundant, and unnecessary provi-
sions and to clarify, update, and harmo-
nize certain provisions of the Texas
Constitution.”

PROPOSITION 13
(SJR 2)

Proposition 13 would amend the consti-
tution to allow the legislature to author-
ize a board of trustees of an independent
school district to donate real property and
improvements formerly used as a school
campus in order to preserve that proper-
ty. The board may make the donation if
the board determines that the property
has historical significance, that the dona-
tion will help to preserve the property,
and that the school district no longer
needs the property for educational pur-
poses.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the legislature to
authorize the board of trustees of an inde-
pendent school district to donate certain
surplus district property of historical sig-
nificance in order to preserve the proper-
ty.”

PROPOSITION 14
(HJR 44)

Proposition 14 would amend the consti-
tution to allow the legislature to author-
ize a taxing unit, other than a school dis-
trict, to exempt travel trailers from prop-
erty taxation as long as the travel trailers
are lawfully registered with the state and
are not held or used for the production of
income.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to authorize the legislature to
authorize taxing units other than school
districts to exempt from ad valorem tax-
ation travel trailers that are not held or
used for the production of income.”

PROPOSITION 15
(SJR 16)

Proposition 15 would amend the consti-
tution to create the Texas Mobility Fund,
which wou'd be administered by the
Texas Transportation Commission. The
Fund would finance the construction,
acquisition, and expansion of state high-
ways and would pay a portion of the
costs of public toll roads and other public
transportation projects. The legislature
may reserve specific sources of state rev-
enue for the Fund and may authorize the
Commission to guarantee the payment of
any obligations or credit agreements with
the full faith and credit of the state. The
attorney general shall determine the
legality of any such obligations or credit
agreements.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment creating the Texas Mobility
Fund and authorizing grants and loans of
money and issuance of obligations for
financing the construction, reconstruc-
tion, acquisition, operation, and expan-
sion of state highways, turnpikes, toll
roads, toll bridges, and other mobility
projects.”

PROPOSITION 16
(HIJR 5)

Proposition 16 would amend the consti-
tution to reduce the waiting period
required for a valid home improvement
lien on a homestead from 12 days to 5
days. Currently, a lien may not attach to
a homestead for a home improvement
loan if the homeowner executed a con-
tract for the improvements less than 12
days after applying for the loan. In addi-
tion, the proposed amendment would

authorize the conversion and refinance of
a personal property lien secured by a
manufactured home to a lien on a home-
stead.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment prescribing requirements for
imposing a lien for work and material
used in the construction, repair, or reno-
vation of improvements on residential
homestead property and including the
conversion and refinance of a personal
property lien secured by a manufactured
home to a lien on real property as a debt
on homestead property protected from a
forced sale.”

PROPOSITION 17
(HJR 53)

Proposition 17 would amend the consti-
tution to allow the state to relinquish
claim to certain state land and to clear
title defects for persons who claim title to
those lands. The proposed amendment
would apply to land whose owners have
disputed title to the land, but for which
no patent from the state, giving clear title
to the land, was ever issued. Among
other requirements, all of the taxes due
on the land must have been paid. Under
current law, there is no procedure allow-
ing the state to settle title disputes with-
out a constitutional amendment for each
piece of land in dispute.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the legislature to
settle land title disputes between the state
and a private party.”

PROPOSITION 18
(SJR 49)

Proposition 18 would amend the consti-
tution to authorize the legislature to cre-
ate a program to consolidate and stan-
dardize the collection, deposit, reporting,
and payment of criminal and civil court
fees. If the legislature creates such a pro-
gram, any new fees imposed by the legis-
lature may not take effect before January
1 of the following year, unless an earlier
effective date is approved by a vote of
two-thirds of the members of each house
of the legislature.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to promote uniformity in the
collection, deposit, reporting, and remit-
ting of civil and criminal fees.”

PROPOSITION 19
(HJR 81)

Proposition 19 would amend the consti-
tution to allow the Texas Water
Development Board to issue up to $2 bil-
lion of additional general obligation
bonds. The Board issues bonds to pay
for water supply projects, water quality
enhancement projects, flood control proj-
ects, state participation in water and
wastewater facilities, and projects for
economically distressed areas. Current
law limits the amount of bonds that the
Board can issue.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment providing for the issuance of
additional general obligation bonds by
the Texas Water Development Board in
an amount not to exceed $2 billion.”

Dear Friends and Patients,

We want to take this opportunity to express our thankfulness
for the kindness and loyalty you have shown us for the past two
years.

We have thoroughly enjoyed living and practicing in Win-
ters, and we have strong ties to this town. We regret leaving and
hope that you will understand how we reached this decision.

After two years of practicing medicine in Winters, our prac-
tice is only half full. With the cost of malpractice insurance
rising exponentially this year, we questioned whether we could
continue to meet expenses.

We have been unable to offer incentives or stability to our
staff, which has made it difficult to hire and keep employees.
We are especially grateful to our officer manager Renae Coit
and part-time nurse Brenda Workman, and former nurses Patti
Jo Esquivel and Carla Harris, who have been invaluable in this
time of financial uncertainty.

We have also been unable to purchase immunizations for
privately insured children and new equipment to improve the
clinic. With so few patients and very little funding for continu-
ing medical education, it is difficult to maintain the medical
skills learned during residency.

All these factors have contributed to the conclusion that it is
necessary to close the office. We pray that you will understand
how difficult and painful it has been to make this decision.

Once again, we want to thank you for your concern and ex-
pressions of kindness. The people of Winters will always hold
a warm place in our hearts.

Hunters will take their
catches to Star Stop Texaco or
Ballinger Feed and Seed where
an employee will observe and
ecar mark each animal and
record points. Points will be
rewarded to the person regis-
tering the animal.
