Commissioners take care of routine
business items to start fiscal year

Housekeeping items con-
sumed most of the Runnels
County Commissioners Court
meeting on Tuesday. The ma-
jority of items on the action
agenda had to do with begin-
ning the new fiscal year for the
county.

County Judge Marilyn Egan
read for 25 minutes the calen-
dar of county expenses and
operations and setting salaries
for county employees. Follow-
ing the reading and some mi-
nor corrections, commission-
ersapproved the calendarunan-
imously.

Other items relating to the
beginning of the new fiscal year
included:

* Approving the retaining of
all county and precinct offi-
cials on salary basis.

* Accepting an order of the
District Judge setting the sala-
ries of the County Auditor and
two assistants.

* Authorizing the County
Treasurer to invest county
funds in certificates of deposit
in a local depository.

* Commissioners accepted
the County Auditor’s Annual

Report showing just over
$125,000 more revenue than
expenses for the fiscal year
ended September 30.

Other business at the meet-
ing included entering into a
law enforcement dispatching
agreement with the City of
Ballinger for the period Octo-
ber 1, 2001 to September 30),
2002. The City of Ballinger
will pay $29,995 for the ser-
vice.

Commissioners nominated
Preston Barker of Winters,
Delbert Kruse of Winters and
Billy Schwertner of Rowena
as candidates for the board of
directors of the Runnels Coun-
ty Appraisal District.

County Clerk Elesa Ocker
told Commissieners she ex-
pected a very low turnout for
the November 6 Constitutional
Amendmentelection and Judge
Egan suggested Commission-
ers issue an order to keep Run-
nels County offices open on
that day.

Some of those require-
ments for speaking up are be-
ing met now, but I am disap-
pointed at the unsavory
scramble to feed at the
taxpayer's trough. The current
situation lacks the seriousness
and, dare I say, the honesty
that are essential elements to
the consideration of a tempo-
rary socialist imposition on a
free economy.

In any tough economic
time, our efforts to win out
must be judged against history
and concern for the future.
During the Great Depression,
there were new government
programs implemented that
infused great volumes of
money into the economy. But,
this occurred when 85 percent
of the stock market value had
been wiped out, the unem-
ployment rate approached 30
percent, and the percentage of
people living in poverty shot
sowards 56 pergent. Times
may seem tough now, but
compared fo that, I think we
should take pause before we
complain too loudly.

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There is a wonderful story
in the Bible. You will find it in
Luke 1:5. An angel came to an
old man by the name of Zech-
ariah and told him that he and
his wife Elizabeth would have
a son. The son was to be
named John. The angel,
Gabriel, said that John would
bring “many of the people...back to the Lord” and would “turn
the hearts of the fathers to their children.” I do recognize that
there are many loving fathers whose hearts are turned to their
children. But it is still true that far too many have hearts turned
clsewhere.

Russel Miller wrote a book called The House of Getty. It’s
all about J. Paul Getty, known at the time as the world’s richest
man. In the book is a story that makes the point. Timothy Getty,
the young son of J. Paul Getty, the oil tycoon, had a frail body
and was often ill. When Timothy was 11 and about to turn 12,
his father telephoned him and asked what he wanted for 12th
birthday. The son said, “I want your love, Daddy, and | want to
see you.” But the father felt he couldn’t see his son then. He
had too many business obligations.

Not too long after Timothy died in a hospital without seeing
his father, J. Paul Getty was devastated by the death.

| got this story from my son John, who is a pastor who serves
an open country church near Balwin, Wisconsin. He put it in
the church newsletter, because it hit home with him. It hit home
with me, too. More than once in my life, when a child has died
and I had the funeral, the father will say, with tears in his eyes,
“I should have spent more time with my child.” And it doesn’t
seem to matter what age the child is...the hurt is just as hard.

John also related to the time he spent a long night with a
dear friend, whose son at 6 months had died of SIDS. (The
initials that stand for a crib death. Very devastating to both par-
ents). It was tragic that he had lost his son. It was more tragic
that he could not remember the last time he had held him. He
wasn’t even sure that he had held him more than a dozen times
in his short life. His painful cry through groans and tears was
that he had been “too damn busy.” And the sad part is that it
was true.

The
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Huse passes farm bill

On Friday,
October 5, the
@ House passed
“The Farm Se-
curity Act,” leg-
| islation reau-
‘ thorizing fed-
eral farm. pro-
grams through the year 2011.

The vote was 291 to 190 and
was very bipartisan. One hun-
dred fifty-one (151) Republi-
cans voted for the bill: 58 were
against it. On the Democratic
side, the vote was 139 for and
61 against. There was an inde-
pendent vote on each side.
With this action, the House has
completed an important step in
the long process of writing a
farm bill.

Unlike previous 5-year farm
bills, “The Farm Security Act”
covers a 10-year period and
would add $73.5 billion to the
baseline that is currently avail-
able in the federal budget for
agricultural spending.

I worked with House Agri-
culture Committee Chairman
Larry Combest in writing a
comprehensive bill that covers
subsidies to producers, conser-
vation, food safety, nutrition,
and trade.

This legislation continues
the Freedom to Farm Act’s di-
rect payment program and
marketing loans; however, it
adds a counter-cyclical pro-
gram that makes payments
when farm prices are low. In
addition, it creates a new pea-
nut program to replace the old
quota system.

Chairman Combest and |
worked on this legislation for
more than a year and.a half and
held hearings all over the U.S.
and in Washington. During this

process, there was consider-
able input from producers, soil
and water conservation dis-
tricts, and all other sectors of
the agricultural economy.

One of our goals in writing
this legislation was to bring
some predictability back to the
federal government’s farm
support programs, and I think
we succeeded in doing so.

This legislation gives pro-
ducers the voluntary choice to
update their base acres and add
counter-cyclical support based
on target prices to the already-
established 2002 level of tran-
sition payments.

“The Farm Security Act”
provides both the flexibility
and predictability that most
producers, commodity and
farm groups have called for in
the next farm bill.

And by enlarging participa-
tion for soil and water conser-
vation programs, the House’s
2001 Farm Bill provides pro-
ducers with more options to
implement progressive conser-
vation practices on their land.
This is made possible with the
backing of increased technical
assistance to producers who
use government or private con-
tractors.

Despite the fact that “The
Farm Security Act” increases
conservation spending by 78
percent, an effort was made by
some of my colleagues to shift
money from commodity sup-
port payments to conservation
programs. This amendment
was defeated, however.

Anyone who doubts the
need for a new farm bill should
stop and consider the current
state of the nation’s farm
economy. The agriculture re-

cession is now in its fourth year

and ranks among the deepest
in history for our nation’s
farms and ranches. Recent crop
prices are the lowest in 27
years for soybeans, the lowest
in 25 years for cotton, and the
lowest in 14 years for wheat
and corn. In each of the past
four years, rescuing the farm
economy has required an av-
erage of $8 billion in federal
farm aid.

Some have criticized Con-
gress for providing this assis-
tance; however, it would have
been unthinkable to see the
agriculture recession degener-
ate into another “dust bowl
depression.”

Agriculture makes up 1/5th
of our nation’s economy, and
a healthy agricultural sector
and the ability to produce our
own food and fiber are national
security concerns. This is par-
ticularly true at a time when we
as a nation are under attack by
international terrorists.

Once again, let me empha-
size that this is just the first step
in a long process of develop-
ing a farm bill. While the Sen-
ate Agriculture Committee has
started to hold hearings on a
new farm bill, they are a long
way from bringing a bill before
the full Senate.

And we had some bad news
this week from the White
House’s Office of Manage-
ment and Budget indicating
that the administration would
not support the House farm
bill. Nevertheless, the House
moved forward.

I will be further discussing
the farm bill process in the
months ahead.
