A redistricting change in the 
precinet line between Commis- 
sioner Precincts 2 and 3 also 
caused some problems in the 
election. Voting officials in 
Voting Precinct 3 contacted 
County Tax Assessor-Collec­
tor Robin Burgess Tuesday 
morning indicating a voter 
claimed to live in Commis­
sioner Precinct 2, but was not 
listed as voting in Voting Pre­
cinct 3.

County Commissioners canvass votes
Runnels County Commis­

sioners compared totals on 
voting box tally sheets to Run­
nels County Clerk Elesa 
Ocker’s total figures in last 
week’s General Election at 
their regular meetingon Tues­
day.

You have probably heard of 
the 1970’s-vintage Clean Wa­
ter Act. But, you may not re­
alize that the next implemen­
tation of its mandates may have 
a tremendously negative im­
pact on oil and gas develop­
ment in Texas.

It so happens that the sec­
ond phase of the “storm water” 
regulations are about to be 
written and implemented. If 
things go as planned, these new 
rules will be in effect as early 
as 2003.

“Storm water” is the water 
that washes across a site after 
a rain or other precipitation. 
Storm water regulations are 
designed to reduce the amount 
of pollutants that might be 
washed into the environment 
from industrial sites.

The new rules about to go 
into effect are directed at the 
second pha.se of storm water 
rules. The first phase regulated 
sites over 5 acres. Phase two 
will address sites between 1 
and 5 acres. Since a large per­
centage of U.S. drilling sites 
fall into the range of 1 to 5 
acres, these new rules will im­
pact each of those planned 
wells.

It turns out that exploration 
and production (E&P) activi­
ties are specifically exempted 
from the Clean Water Act. 
However, the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) has 
insisted that E&P activities do 
not begin until the well is ac­
tually spudded. Since the pad 
building and pit digging begins 
before the well actually begins 
drilling, that means a phase two 
permit will be required.

If the rules for permitting 
remain as currently proposed, 
operators will have to secure 
approval from the EPA to build 
each and every pad one well at 
a time.

Submitting an application 
will require a storm water pol­
lution prevention plan, an His­
torical Pre.scrvation Act certi­
fication that no archeological 
sites will be impacted, a certi­
fication that no endangered 
species will be impacted, and 
detail expected volumes of 
storm water and resulting pol­
lution that will result from 
building the location.

This EPA permitting will be 
independent of the state rules 
for well permits. Legal experts 
have e.stimate that these per­
mits will add $10,()()() to every 
well drilled and potentially de­
lay drilling by as much as 6 
months for the average well.

There is significant activity 
among the oil field associa­
tions, legal lobbying groups, 
and other industry organiza­
tions to reach a compromise 
with the EPA on the permitting 
process. The idea is to stream­
line the process so as to mini­
mize the impact on the pace of 
drilling of oil and gas wells. 
No one believes that the cur­
rent E&P exemption will be 
extended to the pre-spud activi­
ties, so the permit requirements 
will likely be implemented in 
some form or another.

Bottom line: it will likely 
continue to get harder and 
harder to drill low-cost wells 
in a short timeframe.

Not only will the state in­
crease the regulatory frame­
work through new abandon­
ment regulations and such, but 
the Feds are now getting in­
volved.

I’ll keep you informed.

Veteran reflects on country, 
war and school ceremony

I have just arrived home after having attended perhaps one 
of the most “tear jerking” presentations of my 62 years. I can­
not speak for any of my comrades except to state that every one 
of them had nothing but good things to say.

I served two tours as a helicopter pilot in Viet Nam. When 
we came home we did not receive a hero’s welcome. In fact, we 
did not receive a welcome at all. I was spit on by a young man 
while waiting for a plane in the San Francisco airport.

September 11, 2001, has opened an awareness in our citi­
zens that had long closed and atrophied for lack of use. Tonight 
(Nov. 11) you treated us as heroes. We thank you but we do not 
think of ourselves as heroes. We were told that we were going 
and we went. Simple as that. 1 am certain that all of use who 
have had to answer the call would agree that the only thing we 
ask is that people hold dear those thoughts of what it takes to 
have a country like ours.

We lost some of our freedom after those airplanes were used 
as weapons of destruction against innocent, non-combatants. 
Most military people can probably understand the death of a 
soldier while engaged in armed conflict. It is the job. But the 
wanton slaughter of men, women and children is completely 
unacceptable. The words of the song say it well, “I don’t know 
if I can tell you the difference in Iraq and Iran.” We all should 
remember the difference now and keep ourselves glued to that 
difference. If they can do that, then they have absolutely no 
regard for any of us nor our way of life.

Yes, we lost some of our freedom but we can rebuild our 
country to a point that is even stronger. I hope that all of those 
children tonight will never forget that their freedom is costly. It 
is won by blood and has been maintained the same way. There 
are those, and some of them among us, that will try to make us 
forget our past. There are those that will try to lessen the cost of 
our freedom.

I was shocked to learn recently that there are some who are 
trying to convince the world that the Nazi atrocities did not 
occur against the Jewish people. When they teach us to forget, 
then we become weak and gullible.

Children, the greatest thing you can do for this nation is learn 
her history and remember that hi.story.

My personal thanks to the music teacher (Fran Kidwell) and 
all of those of the faculty who went out of their way to turn 
what is normally an off-school day into one of the most mean­
ingful ceremonies in my life. To the students I say “thanks, ever 
so much.” You have made this old man’s day and I will feel a 
lot better knowing that you are going to take over running this 
great nation when we are all too tired or Ux) old. You did a fine 
job.

Pastor Jim 
Hanson

The other day I got a paper 
from our national church. It iden­
tifies itself as a resource paper 
for leaders of ELCA congrega­
tions. The headlines read “How 
healthy is your congregation’s 
pastor?” Our denomination had 
completed a study on the health 

■and wellness of it’s pastors.
Many are experiencing stress, are overweight, physically inactive, 
etc. The concern of the article was the impact of sickness and poor 
health of clergy in the vision of our church as a witnessing, worship­
ing, engaging, equipping, inviting, connecting, changing, and pray­
ing church. Sick leaders do not help achieve that vision. Or so they 
say.

Well, I’m not sure that it is essential that the pastor be the picture 
of perfect health. I do try to keep myself physically strong. I walk a 
lot, and try to do some strenuous exercise for at least 20 minutes a 
day. But, this weekend Ramona and I got a different perspective, 
from two locations. The first was a church in Odessa, Texas, where 
we worshipped this past Sunday. A nondenominational church. Not 
a mega-church, but one with a heart for God, his people, and their 
pastor.

The story is this. A number of years ago their pastor was diag­
nosed with Multiple Sclerosis. A bad disease, very bad. The congre­
gation he was serving at that time was divided in their reaction to his 
illness. One group felt that his position should be terminated, since 
he could no longer be the healthy, energetic pastor he had been. The 
other group believed that they should stick with him. When he took 
the call, it was not a term-call. It was for life, and he was still living.

The congregation voted, and the majority vote was to terminate 
the call. However, the minority decided not to go along, and fol­
lowed their pa.stor. At first they met in modest surroundings...in 
homes, in rented spaces, that kind of thing. Then they built a modest 
steel building. All the time they were growing, led in their efforts by 
a man who was dying by inches. Weak in body, but a giant soul. 
Then someone built for then a sanctuary.

When we came to church, we were welcomed. By everybody. 
Smiles all over the place. We sat toward the front, and had been there 
just a few minutes when the pastor came in. Wheeled in by his wife 
and an usher. Slight of build now, the latest in his progression of his 
disease was his losing his sight. He wore a microphone on his tie, 
because he was losing his voice, but his face was aglow with the 
spirit. Little children came up to touch him, and be touched by him. 
He received many gentle hugs. He didn’t preach that Sunday, nor did 
he lead in worship. But when he spoke and when he prayed...it was 
powerful. He spoke of the growing peace and joy in his soul, even as 
his body was weakening. He spqj(e.of t|if jqve of Qpd who allowed 
him to continue to serve,’ and cif'thc Ibvi of his congregation who 
held him up in their prayers and supptort. There was a unity and power 
in that flock that day.

The next day Ramona and I found ourselves in a parsonage. Where 
a pastor and his wife, friends of ours, were preparing to go to Hous­
ton, to the big cancer hospital there. He had spent most of a year 
there, with his wife at his side. Several operations and procedures, 
and then sent home for chemo. But the chemo wasn’t working. We 
felt we needed to go there to support them in this most difficult time.

But, it was we who received the support. There was a pteace and a 
Presence there, the same that we had felt in Odessa. The wife spoke 
in glowing terms of the worship service the day before when the 
children came up and hugged his legs even if they were covered with 
his robe. How a member came up and sang a special song about 
praying for him...and gave her a kiss and a hug up front in the sanc­
tuary. How they were not afraid, and were trusting God, knowing 
that He would be with them...no matter what. And how God had 
given her a special ministry in the hospital, sharing her faith and love 
with the patients and family members there, many of whom were 
locked in fear. And how they felt the love and strength and prayers 
and support of the whole congregation. We left their home rejoicing 
with them in their experience of the love and power and Presence of 
God in their lives.

Two of the healthiest congregations I know are being served and 
led by pastors who are sick, sick unto death. Why? Because Jesus 
said, “Love one another as I have loved you.” And they are not just 
saying it. They are doing it! Love works. For God is love.

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Blizzards lose battle to Coleman but win the playoff war

Although Winters lost the 
battle Friday night against the 
Coleman Bluecats, the Bliz­
zards still earned one of the 
best playoff spots in district 9- 
2A.

The B lizzard defense 
looked like a playoff contender 
unit until the last five minutes 
last Friday night when 
Coleman score three times and 
turned a 7-0 Winters lead into 
a 22-14 victory that very few 
expected.

The Blizzards won the toss 
and deferred. Coleman re­
ceived and set up at their own 
15 yard line. The “D” would 
do its thing and force a three 
and out. The punt set the Bliz­
zards up with a short field at 
the Coleman 38 yard line.

Blizzard quarterback Shane 
Colburn and company went to 
work and put together a five- 
play drive for the touchdown.

The ensuing kickoff return 
set the Blizzards up at their 
own 23. The Big Blue Wreck­
ing Crew would again do its 
thing and after a roughing the 
kicker call, would force a 
Bluecat punt, setting up the 
B lizzards at the m id-field 
stripe.

The Blizzard offense ran 
eight plays and forced a fourth 
and five at the coleman 35. A 
swinging gate alignment and 
quick snap proved unsuccess­
ful as the Blizzards turned the 
ball over on downs at the Bliz­
zard 41.

The first quarter ended with 
Coleman facing fourth down.

With a sense of urgency, the 
Blizzards set up at the midfield 
stripe with 1:48 left. Comple­
tions from Colburn to Pritchard 
and Jackson as well as a pass 
interference call put the ball at 
the Coleman 11, on first and 
ten. Colburn hit Mark Moreno 
on a screen pass to cover the 
distance. The Moreno extra 
point was good and with 37 
seconds left, Coleman had an 
8 point lead at 22-14.

The kickoff sailed deep and 
Coleman ran out the clock on 
a victory that sends both teams 
to the playoffs.

• All your gas appliances 
should produce a blue flame 
when lit. Call a certified heat­
ing and air conditioning con­
tractor if the flame is red or 
yellow. A color other than 
blue is a sign of improper burn­
ing, which could produce ex­
cessive carbon monoxide.

• If an appliance pilot light 
should go out, turn off the gas. 
Allow several minutes for gas 
to dissipate before attempting 
to re-light it.

• When re-lighting, hold the 
lit match clo.se to the opening. 
Then slowly turn on the gas.

• Never use an oven or range 
burner to heat a room.

• Make sure the vent is oper­
ating properly on a space heater.

• For space heaters not 
equipped with a vent or oxy­
gen cut-off switch, slightly

CAROL L. W ILSON takes advantage of the recent beautiful fall w eather to do some yard 
work. Late O ctober rains produced an abundance of grass and weeds and the unique 
opportunity to mow in November.

GENERAL SITUATION
Nothing like West Texas 

weather. We have gone from a 
sever drought, praying for 
“Rain, Rain, Rain” to “Could 
we please see a few days of 
sunshine?” The Southern Roll­
ing Plains had seen one day of 
sunshine in a twenty-four day 
period according to local radio 
stations.

The lakes have not caught a 
lot of water, but the farms and 
ranches are plenty wet with 
excellent soil moisture condi­
tions going into the fall and 
winter months. Much of the 
cotton is still in the field and 
most of the wheat is yet to be 
planted. It will be several 
weeks before wheat planting 
can begin.

Cotton harvest will begin as 
soon as the weather clears and 
the ground dries adequately to 
hold up the cotton stripper.

During October, the area has 
received from five to nine 
inches of rainfall.

COTTON
Fortunately, we have not 

had any really bad weather 
(high winds, hail, etc.) so the 
cotton crop is still intact in the 
burr. It is definitely stringing 
out though. The improved 
m oisture conditions have 
caused much of the cotton to 
continue plant growth develop­
ment.

Most fields have a signifi­
cant amount of juvenile growth 
and Cyclone will not have any 
effect on this type of growth.

With good growing condi­

tions for our crops, come lots 
of weed pressure.

It your 
ground was prepared prior to 
the wet weather and your only 
concern is the heavy week 
pressure, an alternative to 
plowing is available.

I’roducers, who have a l­
ready planted and have a lot o( 
broadleaf weeds emerging, 
have several options as well. 
Ally* or Amber® herbicides 
provide good control of many 
of the broadleaf weeds that are 
currently a problem.

If you are planning on us­
ing a hormone herbicide such 
as 2 ,4-D, be sure to look at the 
label restriction first.

A week ago the w heat 

looked great but today it is be­
ginning to turn yellow and it 
.seems to be going backwards. 
There are several factors caus­
ing this problem.

First, most of the available 
nitrates have leeched below the 
root zone and the plant is suf­
fering from nitrogen d e fi­
ciency. Once the root expands 
far enough to reach the deeper 
nitrates or a nitrogen applica­
tion is made, the plant will 
green back up and continue 
plant growth.

The second concern  is 
grubworms feeding on small 
r(M)t systems. This is the first 
year in probably the past fif­
teen years that white grubs 
have caused considerable dam­
age to small grains.

Larvae feed on plant roots, 
often killing small seedlings, 
and reducing plant stands. A 
number of fields have had con­
siderable damage already and 
plant stands have been reduced 
to the point where replanting 
will be necessary in some ar­
eas. As soil temperatures con­
tinue to dccrea.se, white grub 
f eeding and damage decreases 
and larvae will move deeper 
into the soil.

Grazing wheat should be 
delayed until the secondary 
root system has developed 
enough to anchor the plant. If 
you start the grazing process 
Uw early, the livestock will pull 
the wheat plant up and reduce 
the plant stand. Once the 
tillering begins, the rcxrt system 
is adequate for grazing pur­
poses.
