Dustin Frazier makes public apology
to community—seeks forgiveness

To the Community of Winters,

[ am coming to you today, the community, to ask for for-
giveness and publicly apologize for all the hurt, pain, and suf-
fering that I caused on the morning of October 18, 1997.

On October 18, 1997, I, Dustin H. Frazier, stole a piece of
farm equipment from Associated Beef City, and used it to cause
damage throughout the town. I scraped up part of a road, ran
over street signs, fences, a salt water tank, and a car. | chased
people that were on foot and a police car with it.

What I did that night, when I was 17, was a horrible and
very immature thing to do. Not only did I hurt people of the
community, I hurt and shamed my family and friends, and for
that [ am sorry.

I am currently incarcerated for what I did, but during my
stay here, a very special person has opened my eyes to a better,
maturer adulthood. Ms. Harmon is my Cognitive Reasoning
and Rehabilitation teacher who has taught me that in order to
be able to move forward, and start over, you’ve got to forgive
others and ask for forgiveness from those you’ve hurt. Also
that what you’ve done in the past, no matter how bad, take it,
examine it, really look at it, and learn from it. Use it to better
yourself for the future. Look at it and say, “What would have
been a better choice, what if I would have done this, or that,
would it have made any difference or changed the situation,
and what can I do to prevent it from happening again?”

It’s called looking at your choices and consequences first.
So, in doing so I apologize for what I have done and hope that
everyone in the community will forgive me. I can’t undo what
I have done, but I can change what I will do.

The more than 70 farmers
and ranchers, representing the
state’s largest farm organiza-
tion, the Texas Farm Bureau,
were in Washington visiting
with their U. S. representatives
and senators about the issues
that impact their farming and
ranching operations back
home.

“I truly appreciate the time
visiting one-on-one with my
representative/senator. Each
one gave our group his undi-
vided attention to learn more
about what’s critical to the farm
and ranch families of Texas,”
Pelzel said.

Accordingly, it’s important for
landowners to understand how
to best mix quail needs into.their
other ranch goals to optimize
profits.

“The issue of grazing has be-
come a contentious one in quail
management circles, especially
during dry times like we’ve ex-
perienced over the last five
years. One of the panel discus-
sions we’ve planned will include
area ranchers who will share
their perspectives on how to best
balance quail and cattle needs.”

The first day’s sessions,
which beginat | p.m., will cover
such topics as organization of
the study group, the Texas quail
index, scoring quail habitat and
how quail are influenced by
weather and cattle in pastures.
Case studies will also be pre-

From 2000 to 2001, the num-
ber of stolen pieces of farm
equipment increased by 32.7
percent.

Sign-Up Dates For Crop and
Other Disaster Programs

Last week, Secretary of Agricul-
ture Ann Veneman, announced sign-
up dates for programs under the Ag-
ricultural Assistance Act of 2003, in-
cluding the crop disaster assistance
program.

The sign-up for the crop program,
which will reimburse producers for
qualifying crop losses in either 2001
or 2002, will begin June 6, with pay-
ments to begin shortly thereafter.

The USDA is dedicated to supply-
Ing payments o the pruduccrx as soon
as possible. Crop disaster payments
must be calculated using the same
formula used for the 2000 crop year.

This means that crop losses in
2001 and 2002 will be valued using
the price election for Actual Produc-
tion History crop insurance policies
or, if the price is not available, a five-
year average.

Crop disaster payments are also
subject to a formula which states that
the sum of the value of the crop not
lost, the disaster payment, and the
crop insurance indemnity cannot ex-
ceed 95 percent of what the crop’s
value would have been, if there had
been no losses. Crop disaster pay-
ments will be reduced if the 95 per-
cent limitation is exceeded.

The value of the crop not lost and
the 95 percent limitation will be val-
ued at either the Actual Production
History price election or the National
Agriculture Statistic Service (NASS)
season average price, whichever is
higher.

Fees for Classing
2003 Cotton Crop

The USDA’s Marketing Service
has announced that the fees charged
to cotton producers for classification

services will remain at the same level
established for the 2002 crop.

The fee paid by growers for new
crop classing services will be $1.45
per bale, and will be applicable for the
entire 2003 cotton crop.

Fees for other cotton classification
services, offered under the Cotton
Futures Act and the Cotton Standards
Act, will also remain unchanged from
the 2002 season

USDA Issues Money
in CRP Refunds

USDA has started issuing refunds
to eligible producers who were as
sessed payment reductions in 2002 for
emergency haying and grazing on
Conservation Reserve Program
(CRP) acreage.

The refund is another key element
of relief authorized by the Agricultural
Assistance Act of 2003, and applies
only to the 2002 year.

Producers thatenrolled in CRP are
permitted to hay and/or graze live
stock on CRP land under certain natu
ral disaster conditions

When haying or grazing 1s permit
ted under these conditions, producers
are assessed a reduction in CRP an
nual rental payments, as required by
law, to account for the areas hayed or
grazed

In 2002, more than 1,825 counties
were authorized for the benefit nation
wide, and more than $16.4 million
was collected in payment reductions

FSA has said that they will make
the refunds to producers as soon as
possible, and Texas has been esti
mated to receive $557,511 in refunds

To be approved for haying and/or
grazing, a county must have suffered
at least a 40 percent loss of normal
moisture and forage for the preced
ing four month qualifying period
