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WARNING AGAINST
MEASELS EPIDEMIC

The state health department
bas sent outa warning against
measels. ‘'Measels ranks as one
of the most contageous diseases,’
says Dr. Duggan, state health
officer, and with the exception of
malaria he says there are more
cases of measels reported in
Texas than any dther commun-
icable disease,

For the ffrst ten months of
1924, 12,201 cases have been re-
corded The coming months o
January, February, March andf
April are the most dangerons
months of the year. Duoring
these months this year some-
thing like 10,587 cases were re
ported to the state health depart
ment.

The after effects are the dan-
gerous period of measels, pneu-
monia and tuberculosis frequent
Iy resulting, and the body left
in & permanently disabled con-
dition. We are just entering the
measels season, and parents
should guard carefully eyery
symptom of the disease.
