’Hu* job of re-building the pic- 
tu r sque little town of Clyde, 
struck last Friday by a tornado 
which took a toll of 14 lives and 
nearly in pro|>erty dam­
age. includes construction of ma­
ny blocks of electric distribution 
lines, according to G. K. Chis­
holm, local manager of the West 
T-xas Utilities Company, who 
said speedy restoration of light 
and power in the unstricken por­
tion of the village had l>een cited 
as “greatly facilitating rescue 
work/’ ,

Despite the tangled mass of 
poles and lines, uprooted and 
hurled into the jumble of splin­
ters from some 20 homes and 19 
freight cars, lights were on a- 
gam in Clyde only 32 minutes 
after the storm first struck the 
company’s tlb.OOO-volt line a few 
mil s north. The “juice” was cut 
off almost instantly so that there 
was no danger from "live wires” 
when thfe tornado swirled into 
the residential section.

“Our service men from Baird, 
in charge of the electric system 
at Clyde, were on the scene in 80 
minutes," Mr. Chisholm said. 
“The first line went out at 8:27 
P. M., lights were on again at 
8 :59 P. M.. and our first emer­
gency truck and crew was in the 
strick -n area at 9:15 P. M., help­
ing to disentangle both living 
and dead from the debris when 
th»* first highway j>atrol arriv­
ed.”

Damage to the electric system 
was estimated at less than $10, 
000, he said.
