H. E. Smith, County Agent 
of Cuke County, has luid a ten­
ure of office in his capacity in 
tiie cuunty, that has been re­
markably successful.

Mr Smith was born at Hous­
ton, Texas, and is a descendant 
on the maternal side of his an- 
cestry of the «Meat Texas father 
General Sam Houston.

Mr. Smith was appointed to 
his position August 27, 1935
making him now in his fifth 
year in his relations with the 
county in his official cnjuuity. 
Finishing his counse in A & M 
College in 1981, where he made 
a fine record as a student, he at 
once I». came active in his chosen 
work. While a student in col­
lege, in 1980, he was a member 
of the 1930 Livestock Judging 
T.ani, and as such went to Chi­
cago w .th his team and judged 
in the national livestock show.

In January 1937 Mr. Smith 
married Mrs. Alma Metcalfe of 
K yan. Mrs. Smith at the time 
of her marriage was Home F.c. 
teach«.' at Bryan, and. hence, 
knows something alniut the

Terraces, Tanks and Silos
Coder the direction of Mr. 

Smith theie has l**en made more 
than 50,000 acres of terraced 
ranch and farm lands. Sine« Mr. 
Smith came more than 500 
earthe a tanks have l*een con­
structed, and the county had 
oly 1 trench silos, while now it 
has 72.

In addition t the alK*ve the 
county agent has worked with 
the Triple A commpt.e. of which 
he has in**» an ex-officio mem­
ber, since Noveinlwr 193«. Prior 
to that time he so: veri as secre­
tary. In the 4-H club work Mr. 
Smith has worked incessantly 
and earnestly to enlist all the 
e 1 i g i b le boys in this work. 
And the s u c c e s s  with 
which he has met is en in the 
exhibits that will lie at the first 
Coke County Livestock Show, 
next Wednesday.

Oth r Feature* of His Work
There are other features of his 

work in c nnection with his o f­
ficial duties:

The county now has a wild 
game planning board, with two 
demonstration areas. The pur- 
pos. oi .am boa,, d is the preser­
vation and * ropr-iT '-ti n of wdd 
gam in the county. - A. N. 
Raw lings, Brome, is chairmao of 
this committee, and the two 
areas have aii»ut 160,000 acres.

A land use planning committee 
has l>een established, under the 
new setup by the Federal De­
partment of Agriculture. This 
committee is com|>osed of 15 
farm men and women ami rep­
resentatives of the 11 bureaus 
in the county that operate in 
cooperation with the U. S. De- 
partment of Agriculture. This 
is an imp rtant committee, as it 
touches all th*. varied interests 
of iioth farm and ranoh, and 
looks forward to a long time 
farm program for this county. 
L. T. Y'oungblood, Bronte, is 
chairman of this committee, and 
H. E. Smith is secretary.

There is also a soil conserva­
tion committee that has been 
set up under the soil conserva­
tion law of Texas. This commit­
tee is composed of a memlier 
finom each commissioner's pre­
cinct. R. B. Allen, precinct 1, 
(fhairman. M. A. Butner, pre­

cinct 2 ; R- J- Mima, precinct 8;

Having 
finished his university work he 
stepped out into larger fields in 
his work and in 193« came as 
superintendent of the Bronte 
schools.

Prof. Covey is not only a 
“ school man,” Imt he is a “com­
munity builder,” as well. He 
takes active interest in a prac­
tical way in tiie affairs of the 
community and gives himself 
willingly and unselfishly to the 
work of building the community 
along with the school.

In his school work Prof.
Covey is an organizer and leader 
and has the heartiest coojiera- 
tion of eve.iy member of his 
faculty and also the enthusiastic 
following of tl.e student body as 
well as heartiest cooperation 
of his school lioard.

Under his suiperintondency the 
Bronte schools have gone for­
ward and out of his spiiit of 
leaucrahip there is a growing in­
terest not only in the vocational 
agriculture department ‘but ev­
ery department of the school.

Mrs Covey is now at home 
with Prof. Covey and therefore 
sh« will “keep him straight," 
and see to it that he “obeys 
orders."

Lise all the smaller western 
towns Robert Lee has had a 
struggle in its school work. But 
oi recent years no community 
has gone forward in a more pro­
gressive way than has the Ru­
pert Lee school.

And there is a reason—largely 
the credit for the school’s ad­
vancement is due to its superin­
tendent, Prof. Geo. L. Taylor. 
Prol Taylor has been with the 
school and in Robert Lee so long 
that tiie town and school district 
r» el that he belongs to them.

With School 13 Year*
It was thirteen years ago that I 

Prof. Taylor became associated [ 
with tiie Robert Lee school as a 
member o f its teaching force, lie 
surved as teacher and coach in 
the athletics of the school and 
proved himself capable as a 
teacher and leader of the athle­
tic .•> department. After six and 
a half years of service and teach- 
, r and coach he was elected by 
the board i f  directors to the 
su|H*rintendency. The school at 
that time was much in need 
of one in the place of suparin- 
tendc-iit who could organize the 
school forces and sclidify into a 
unit a sentiment with reference 
to school matters.

Without any blare of trumpets 

Prof Tuyluw accepted the ten­
der of the superintendency and 
began quietly to mould senti­
ment not only for tht> school but 
for a larger school, with a mod­
ern plant and the very best of 
school equipment.
