If 1 have failed to see you in person, I ask you to bhear
in mind the difficulty I have had to work under in support-
ing my amily and making an expensive campaign, and don’t
think that fy inability to see you has been due to the lack
of interest.

With this, I am willing to trust vour sense of right and
justice and humanity and will humbly submit to your will
