forms move very slowly and only alter 
|Miblu opinion is lirought tu liear on 
the lawmakers.

A strange thing occurred last week 
islu’ii Senator Ferguson of Michigan 
expressed opposition tiecauve he was 
afraid it would harm Republican
chances m general elections, ami Hep. 
W right Patman of Texas opposed if 
because he leared it would do the 
same to Democratic chances. Patman 
thinks it would enable the (aim- 
(iHinixts to elect a President by muster­
ing only 10 pit cent of the votes. 
Vlost authorities, however, think Fer- 
giixon ami Patinan are both wrong.

Hie amendment would actually dis­
courage unall minority parties and 
would encourage a continuation of a 
strong two-party system. As it now is, 
tin- minority groups are much sought 
•Iter liv Imth major parties in pivotal 
states. Under our present antiquated 
w stem tin- parts that leads in popular 
votes in a state gets Al.L the electoral 
votes in that state and the opposing 
parties get none. Therefore, in order 
to get the lead, party leaders of both 
m.i|or parties kow-tow to the minority 
jKirty groups m an effort to win them 
over.

The Cossett amendment would Ire 
tin death-knell to that kind of politics 
ami would ptav havoc with the ab- 
mirmal power and prestige of those 
minorities All agree it would lead to 
more statesmanship m party platforms 
and in presidential campaigns.

Under Gossett s plan, each candi­
date would get credit in electoral 
votes in eaeli state m exact pioportion 
to the number of popular votes cast 
for the respective presidential candi- 

' dates The Hionkmgs Institute, an en­
dowed research organization of the

|Mist-d amendment and says its adop­
tion will lie bad news lor minority 
jMilitiial pressure blocs.
