Sonnenberg have their names on 
the ballot.

The city election will be held 
Tuesday, April 2, at the city hall, 
while the school election will be 
Saturday, April 6, with one voting 
box setup at Tennyson and an­
other at the city hall in Bronte.

A hospital district operates in 
much the same way as an inde- 
pent school district, being com­
pletely free from jurisdiction of 
county or city governments, and 
having the power to levy and col­
lect taxes to support itself.

County W. W. Thetford reported 
at a meeting o f the hospital board 
last week that the commissioners 
court was in favor of forming the 
district, and members o f the 
Board also indicated they are in 
favor of taking the hospital out of 
the jurisdiction of the county.

101.227.450 sterile flies 
were released. Also, ten cases 
o f screwworms were confirmed 
that week, all from counties in 
the valley.

We reported earlier that time 
is of great essence as we go into 
the warm season. It has become 
so important that the authorities 
have asked that we call them col­
lect when a worm case is found. 
Their instructions are as follows: 

When a screwworm case is 
found, officials would like pro­
ducers to do two things: (1) col 
leet about 10 worms from the 
wound, place them in water or 
alcohol and hold them for further 
instructions and (2) report the in­
festation to eradication officials
