Hospital to Have 
Immunization Da\

Bronte Hospital is cooperating 
with the State Health Depart 
ment and Bronte School in an ef­
fort to make sure that all child­
ren. as well as adults, have re­
ceived all the immunization shots 
recommended.

Records of school children are 
being transcribed by hospital of­
fice workers onto cards which 
will be kept for permanent im­
munization records.

A day for giving shots and 
other lmmunizatiim serums will 
be announced in the next several 
days, so that parents can make 
plans to have their children on 
hand to receive the medicine.

Included in the recommended 
immunization program are sor 
unis for diphtheria, tetanus, polio, 
measles, smallpox and typhoid.

More information will be pub- 
lished in future editions of The 
Enterprise.

Petitions calling for an election 
on the consolidation of Bronte 
and Norton Schools were filed 
last Thursday with Runnels and 
Coke County judges.

Mrs. Russell Carlton filed a 
petition with Judge W. H. Rampy 
in Ballinger calling for the elec- 
tion in the Norton School Dis­
trict and Royce Lee filed a simi­
lar petition calling for the elec- 
tion in the Bronte School Dis­
trict with Judge W. 'V. Thet- 
ford.

The petition circulated in Nor­
ton District was signed by 28 
resident voters, while the one cir­
culated here had more than 30 
names on it.

Filing of the petitions calling 
for the election came as a result 
of a fire on June 8 which de­
stroyed the Norton’s School's 
main classroom building. A num- 
ber of meetings were h> Id and 
reports were made that the 
board of trustees voted to con­
struct a new building of suitable 
size for conducting a school for 
grades 1 through 6.

However, early last week there 
w a s  considerable speculation 
that the Runnels County Board 
of Truestees planned to annex 
the Norton District to Ballinger 
District.

Lower Taxes

Bronte School officials say they 
would be able to proxlde Norton 
School students with first class 
educational facilities at a lower 
cost to property owners than can 
either Ballinger or Winters, the 
other two school districts which 
lie adjacent to the Norton Dis­
trict.

Supt. C. B. Barbee said this 
week that three factors are 
paramount in determining the 
amount of taxes a property own­
er has to pay: (1) the tax rate 
per $100 valuation; (2) the per­
centage of the actual value of 
property used in setting valua­
tions and (3) the actual value 
of the property.

"I know there is no question 
but that school taxes in the 
Bronte Ihstrict are lower than 
those in either Ballinger. Win­
ters or Norton Districts,” he 
said, “when one considers the 
actual value of similar proper­
ties in all the four districts.”

Bronte's tax rate is slightly 
higher than Winters' or Nortons', 
but valuations are among the low. 
est in the state, Barbee said. For 
Instance, he said, pasture land is 
valued at $4 to $7.50 per acre, 
while land in cultivation, accord, 
ing to Tax Assessor-Collector B. 
D. Snead, averages approximately 
$12 per acre.

New Building
School officials at Bronte also 

pointed out that the school has 
a completely new high school, 
air conditioned and with under­
ground facilities to care for any 
storm shelter needs which may 
arise, and can also be used for 
a civil defense shelter.

The Bronte Elementary School 
is also practically new, and its 
condition is rated as tops by 
state education authorities. It 
is completely free of indebtedness 
and the schedule for retiring the 
debt against the new high school 
is adequately taken care of with­
in the present taxing setup.

Not only has the physical plant 
grown in recent years; the num- 
ber of students has also increas- 
ed. Figures show that the stu­
dent enumeration figure of 1967 
ox’er 1966 amounted to 49 stu. 
dents, a gain of 18.91 per cent

Likewise the number of stu. 
dents in the district for the 1968 
s<4iool term shows another big 
jump, with an additional 39 pu­
pils for another increase of 12.66 
percent. These figures indicate 
an increase of 88 in the scho­
lastic enumeration of the district 
in the last two years.

Academic Program
Bronte School has one of the 

highest rated academic programs 
of any small school in Texas, 
offering seven courses for fresh­
men, nine for sophomores, 15 
for juniors and 16 for seniors.

An authorized accreditation 
team from the State Education 
Agency visited Bronte School 
last school year and after a 
complete study of all facets of 
the school program, rendered a 
recommendation that the school 
be continued as a 12 grade faci­
lity.

Another indication of the ex- 
cellence of the school is the fact 
that 18 of last spring's 26 grad

WASHINGTON, D. C. — THE 
SECOND AMENDMENT to the 
Constitution of the United States 
says, “A well regulated militia, 
being necessary to the security 
<rf a free state, the right of the 
people to keep and bear arms, 
shall no be infringed."

FOR NEARLY 200 YEARS 
Americans have believed that 
they did indeed possess such a 
right as guaranteed by the Sec- 
ond Amendment.

THE FIRST FEDERAL GUN 
LAW regulating the shipment of 
certain types of firearms in inter­
state commerce was passed in 
1034. This action was the out- 
growth of sentiment created by 
the attempted assassination of 
President Roosevelt in Miami, 
Florida in 1933.

IN 1939, IN A CASE known 
ns the U. S. vs. Miller, the Su. 
preme Court upheld the convic- 
tion of Miller for possession of an 
unregistered "sawed-off shotgun" 
as a violation of this Act. The 
Amendment did not guarantee 
the right to keep and bear such 
a firearm for the preservation 
and efficiency of a well-regulated 
militia.

MORE RECENTLY, THE chief 
Justice of the Supreme Court, 
writing in the New York Univer. 
Mty Law Review' on the forma­
tion of the Declaration of Inde­
pendence, had this to say:

"Despite these safeguards, the 
people were still troubled by the 
recollecUon of the condiUons that 
prompted the charge of the De- 
clam tion of Independence that 
the King has 'effected to render 
the military’ Independent and su­
perior to the civil power.’ They 
were reluctant to ratify the Con­
stitution without further assur. 
ances, and thus we find in the 
Bill of Rights, Amendments 2 and 
3, specifically authorizing a de. 
centralized militia, guaranteeing 
the right of the people to keep 
and bear arms, and prohibiting 
the quartering of troops in any 
house in times of peace without 
the consent of the owner.”

PEARL HARBOR. C o n g r e s s  
I»assed what is known as the Pro­
perty Seizure Act. It was made 
clear in the Law that nothing 
contained in the Bill shoud be 
construed to authorize the Pres­
ident to requisition or require 
the registration of firearms poss­
essed by an individual for his 
personal protection or sport, nor 
that registration should be re. 
quired. The Law’ specifically said 
that the I*resident or any Board. 
Agency, or Officer, had no right 
“ in view of the fact that certain 
totalitarian and dictatorial na­
tions are now engaged in the will­
ful and wholesale destruction of 
personal rights and liberties, it is 
appropriate for the Congress to 
expressly state that the law  
shall not be construed to impair 
or infringe the Constitutional 
right of the people to bear arms.” 
When a U. S. Senator, the Honor­
able Hubert H. Humphrey, now 
Vice President, had this to say in 
connection with the S e c o n d  
Amendment to the Onnstituti<*n.

“Certainly, one of the chief 
guarantees of freedom under any 
government, no matter how pop. 
plar or respected, is the right of 
citizens to keep and bear arms. .. 
the right of citizens to bear arms 
is just one more guarantee 
against arbitrary government, 
one more safeguard against a tyr­
anny. which now’ appears remote 
in America, but which historical­
ly has proven to be always pos­
sible.”

IN 1963, THE CONGRESS 
passed PL 88-186, amending the 
Arms Control and Disarmament 
Act. Section 33 of this Law con­
tains the following provision with 
respect to the Individual's right 
to keep and bear arms for legiti­
mate purposes:

“ Nothing contained in this Act 
shall be construed to authorize 
any policy or action by any 
Government Agency which would 
interfere with, restrict, or pro­
hibit the acquisition, possession 
or use of firearms by an indivri- 
dual for the lawful purpose of 
personal defense, sport, recrea.

IN RECENT DEBATE in the 
U. S. Senate the Chief Justice 
of the U. S. Supreme Court was 
quoted as follows:

"We may happily note that the 
Constitution has weathered a 
variety of crisis. Some were as 
acute as those we face today. To­
day, as always, the people, no 
less than their Courts, must re­
main vigilant to preserve the

principles of our Bill of Rights, 
lest in our desire to be secure 
we lose our ability to be free.”

THE RIGHT OF PEOPLE of 
th United States to keep and 
bear arms is guaranteed not only 
by the Federal Constitution but 
by the Constitutions of thirtyfive 
States.

ARTICLE 1. SECTION 23 OF 
OUR OWN TEXAS OON8TITU 
TION, says "Every citizen shall 
to trespass upon the people in 
this respect.

THE LANGUAGE OF THE 
BILL FURTHER STATED that 
have the right to keep and bear 
arms in the lawful defense of 
himself or the State; but the 
legislature shall have p<nver, by 
Law, to regulate the wearing of 

¡ arms, with a view to prevent 
crime.”

AT THE PRESENT TIME A 
majority of the states are seek­
ing through agreements and 
Comparts, uniform firearm logia 
1st ion. It would seem they 
should have time and opportun- 
ity to work their will.

WOULD IT NOT BE BETTER 
to have local ami state enforce­
ment to keep guns out of the 
hands of criminals, addicts, min- 
ors and the mentally deficient, 
than to have Federal police 
knocking on our doors?

6. Heat does not affect com 
and so it does not need to be 
kept iced or refrigerated.

7. When stored at home corn |
must always be left in the husk 
to protect its flavor.

buy corn — go out and buy I 
some! There is an abundant I 
supply of com this summer and | 
now is a good time to buy it.

Try some of these interesting 
ways to use com this summer. 
For a change of pace in break.1

nates are either going to college 
or plan to start this fall. Recogni­
tion of the high quality of the 
school's graduates came from a 
number of Texas colleges and 
universities, by virtue of the fact 
that scholarships were awarded 
totaling between $60,000 and 
$70,000 to this year's seniors.
