Was 
only the fourth since DPS began 
compiling its Texas Crime Report 
30 years ago.

Decreases were noted in mur­
ders. aggravated assaults and 
thefts. Small increases wore ob­
served in rapes, robberies and au­
to thefts—with a larger increase 
in the burglary category.

The urban crime rate overall 
was down 5.7 per cent, with tho 
rural rate off 5.8 per cent.

Crime clearance rates remain­
ed at 2 per cent. Clearance rate 
for ir.urdr improved fnem 86 per 
cent to 89 per cent, with further 
improvements noted in robberies, 
aggravated assaults and thefts.

The crime statistics break down 
to one major crime every' minute, 
a murder every five and a quar­
ter hours, a rape every three 
hours and 45 minutes and a r  b- 
bery every’ half hour.

Texas coTinued its mi mix'r sev­
en ranking in the nation in* broiU 
er production during 1972. In re­
cent weeks, broilers have become 
more popular than ever and prices 
to producers and at the retail lev­
el have shown dram tie changes.

Prices have increased as much

try.

The value of the 1973 broiler 
scgmjenit of the state's agriculture 
industry should be cons*den.bly 
higlher than in 1972.

Average price received by broil­
er producers in 1972 was only 14.2 
cents per pound. Gross income 
from broiler production during 
this past year amounted to $93- 
790.000. This is about $0,000,000 
higher than during 1971.

Total production in Texas dur­
ing 1972 was 187,441.000. This in 
seven per cent above a year ago, 
but two per c£wt l»elow the rec­
ord of 1970. Weekly placements of 
broilers during 1972 ranged from 
a high of about 4.000,000 to a low 
of 2 .000.000.

Although broiler prices to pro­
ducers have increased substantial­
ly. production costs have skyrock­
eted. Costs of feed have more 
th. n doubled in many instances.

Nationwide Ibroiler production 
during 1972 in 22 key states which 
produce 97 per cent of the na­
tion’s broilers showed an increase 
of five per cent.

Broiler prices to consumers are 
new at about the levels of 20 year- 
ago. Until recently, the retail 
price of broilers has been 15 to 
20 cents per pound under prices 
p. Id by consumers 20 yeairs ago.

The four leading states in broil­
er production are Ariaansas, Geor­
gia. Alabama and North Carolina. 
The production in Arkansas is 
about three times that of Texas.

IF YOU like onions, you’ ll be 
happy to know that this year's 
crop in the Rio Grande Valley is 
estimated now to be five per cent 
above last year's crop. Yield per 
acre is down this year due to 
weather conditions.

The South Texas* spring onion 
crop has been delayed two weeks 
because o f weather conditions. In 
the Lower Rio Grande Valley 
where the majority of the crop 
is planted adverse weather con- j 
dilions h a v e  prevailed since 
Christmas.

It is anticipated a good crop 
will be made if weather is warm 
and sunny from now through Ap­
ril.

WFATHER continues to delay 
other crop production, too. Canta­
loupes will be a month later than 
normal in South Texas; the same 
is true for watermelons: Citrus 
harvest, which usually is con­
cluded in South Texas in April, 
is expected to continue into June, j
