LAST FRIDAY NIGHT'S FLOOD IN
SAN ANTON1O SURPASSED
ANY RECORD IN HISTORY

According to all reports the flood
in San Antonio last Friday night was
one of the greatest ordeals ever to oc-
cur in the State. The loss of life ap-
pears not to be as great as was first
estimated but an estimate of the vast
amount of property damaged seems ini-

possible. Monday's Express states that |

the loss of life is placed at 45: injured
at 29, and missing, 22 while there are
scores of homeless and needy families,
The article below, taken from Mon-
day's BExpress, will give the reader
some idea of the terrific flood:
Practically all of San Antonio’s
business distriet is damaged. The com-
mercial life of the Alamo City is para-
Iyzed. All theaters are closed. Banks
were colsed. In all the vast section of
the principal business portion not a
store opened for business, not a wheel
turned at the usual hour Saturday
morning. Not one building escaped.

the eatastrophe to immediately stare
the work of reconstruction.: They are
rendered inactive by the horror of the
flood.

All basements and first floors in a
large part Of the business district were
inundated during the crest of the flood,
and in view of that it would be useless
to attempt to enumerate them all ip
seeking to arrive at an approximate
total of the loss in dollars and cents.

Broken plate glass windows clutter
the sidewalks, the sides of some build-
ings were literally torn away. Doors are
missing and on the first floors of all of
the buildings the contents in most ii-
stances are to be seen piled high in one
end of the room, reaching to the second
stories of the buildings, and smeared
wyith the everlastingly sticky mud.

The high tide of the flood gxtended
to the east throughout the bhusiness
district to Avenue B. Losoya and South
Presa Streets. From those streets west
the flood swept in a raging torrent for
hours, leaving only grewsome piles of
débris.

The San Antonio Drig Company
basement was filled with valnable oils,
disinfectants, glassware, mineral wa-
ters and drugs. William Ochse esti-
mates the loss at neproximntely $125,-
The Household Furniture Company,
St. Mary's and Commerce Streets, is
unaple to estimate its loss. The entire
hit ,.mont and lower floor of the struc-

~~ ture was swept by the flood. Furniture,

broken and mud smeared, bobbling
about in the whirling waters, crashed
through windows, broke through doors
and the entire lower floor was prac-
tically wiped -6ut.

The same condition exists in all
stores along both sides of Commerce
Ntreet and Market Street.

The rinal condition report on oats at
time of harvest shows a condition of
54 per cent of nermal or an average
yvield per acre of 23.22 bushels. This
gives the state a production of 43,
886,000 bushels from 1,890,000 acres.
Spring conditions for oats were very
unsatislactory resulting in a “spotted”
condition and resultant low average
vields.

The condition of sweet potatoes has
fallen several points during the past
month due to the general dry weath-
er prevailing and yet the crop is in no
way seriously damaged so far. Rain
gives good prospects for satisfactory
October crop. The present condition
is 75 per cent of normal and indicates
a prospective yield of 899.25 bushels
per acre and a total production for the
state of §,300,000 bushels.

The average condition of rice is 87
per cent of normal. This figure is

equivalent to an average yield of 35.23 |

bushels of forty-five pounds per acre
and a total state production of 5,447,
000 bushels. Threshing is well under
way in most every section and has
been well favored by the dry weather
which has prevailed throughout Au-
gust. Generally speaking the crop is
quite satisfactory, yielding well and
with the present market tendencies
should be a profitable one to the grow-
er and partially enable him to recover
from the severe conditions which af-
fected him in 1920,

The average yield of all tame and
cultivated hays this year is 1.62 short
tons per acre and the quality 90 per
cent; 100 per cent representing a high
medium graded. All wild salt and prai-
rie hay averaged 1.10 short tons in

yield per acre and have a quality of 90 !

per cent., Based on a harvested acre-
age of 688,000 acres for tame hay and
203,000 acres for wild hay this would
place the total hay production for the
state at 1,338,000 ghort tons.
