o ’clock Wednesday morning, when the 
people o f the town were aroused and 
called to help the people from the val­
ley district to safety. Most of the peo­
ple north of tbe railroad had come out 
early, but a few felt senire and some 
were sleeping soundly ns the mad wa­
ters crept around the house and up 
over the floors.

LOCAL HEALTH OFFICER RE­
QUESTS GENERAL CLEANUP

County Health Officer. Dr. C. L. 
McCollum, this week issued the follow­
ing statement :

"Clean up your premises: since the 
heavy rains, it is more nei-essary to 
dean up. Coiumenix* to pick up the tin 
cans, buckets and other recepticles 
that will cntch water and serve a« 
breeding places for mosquitoes. Ditc h 
your premises where there is n tend­
ency for water to flow over or stand. 
Keep the weeds cut and give as much 
air and sunshine as ixissible. Clean 
out your lots and ditch same so the 
water will flow away. Clean out your 
closets and keep them dean : spnnkl » 
plenty of lime in those plaits so ns to 
disinfect and remove the odors. De­
stroy the plai-es o f filth, for they act as 
breeding places for flies. Mosquitoes 
are carriers of disease, especially n>n- 
Iariu and diseases of that type. Flic» 
cau carry almost anything that is dan­
gerous and destructive to human life. 
Screen your house, that you may hin­
der these agents of disease from- en­
tering and infecting some one of your 
loved ones mid cause a death iu your 
family—then it is too late to dean up 
and you will always wish you had. 
Suppose a stranger should look cast 
from the post offline. I imagine he 
would wonder if the town eve.- had a 
cleaning, for that part, as w dl ns 
other parts, is in a deplorable condi­
tion.

“ Let’s everybody commence to clean 
now to make a more beautiful and fit 
place to live.

FIND HIDDEN TURKEY NESTS

C e t 'N T Y  AGENT RECEIVES LET­
T E R  OF INTEREST CATTLEMEN

The following extracts from letters 
By Dr. J. K. Muhler. t'heif of the 
Bureau of Auimal Industry is being 
setit you for your information:

“ An article apj**ar«*»l in the March 
IB issue of the San Antonio Express, 
stating that many cattle are being im­
ported into Mexico from South Ameri­
ca, and that they are being sold at 
xach low prices that our Texas cattle­
men are practically excluded from 
the Mexican markets tiecause they are 
unable to compete with the importers 
o f South American stock.

“ As foot-and-mouth disease exists 
extensively in South America, infection 
is apt to he carried into Mexico. Since 
there is a possibility of the disease 
Muddenly reaching the United States 
through infected cattle from South 
Ana-rica, or Mexican cattle that have 
hei-ome infected from them. Hureau 
representatives located in the South­
west are cautioned to keep in close 
touch with the condition and move­
ment o f cattle along the Mexican hor­
sier in order to guaní as much as pos- 
siblc an invasion of foot-and-moutb 
disease from that source. Please in-' 
struct the members of your force ac- 
«-wittingly.

“ Dear Sir: Ref-rring to previous let- 
i»ts from the Bureau relative to foot-
and-mouth disease, according to the re­
torts received by the Bureau from 
January 1 to March 5. tills disease ap­
peared in !**Ml herds in Great Britain, 
requiring the slaughter of 41.715 ani­
mals. The T'nitcd States has lteen very 
fortunate thus far in having escaped 
tin invasion of the plague, as it is ex­
posed by commercial contact with 
many <-nnntries in which the disease 
lias lks*n unusually prevalent sim-e the 
war. The Bureau of Animal Industry 
is using every reasonable precaution t o 1 
prevent an invasion of the disense, and 
it will continue to do so, hut there are 
some sources of danger which are very 
difficult to guard against. For in­
stance. it seems l«ossible fur the virus 
»if the disease to U- carried lung dis- 
tauces in the clothing or other belong­
ings of immigrant farm laborers. or in ! 
Lay and straw used as packing for 
«•rockery and other goods.

“ If is la-liovcd that the State regu­
latory authorities should give publicity 
to the danger of an invasion of the 
plague to which we are now exposed, 
in order that all who are interested 
directly or indirectly in our livestock 
industry will I«- on the alert for the 
first apiiearance of the disease should 
we la- so unfortunate as to have an­
other outbreak. It is suggested that 
State and municipal authorities pre­
vent. if possible, hay and straw used 
for packing imported goods from reach­
ing susceptible animals, and that where 
possible the animals attended by im­
migrant farm laborers arriving recently 
in a community is- observed from tíme 
to time to ascertain whether or not 
they develop the disease. Yours very 
truly, ( signed i j .  r .

PIGMIES OF POULTRY WORLD________  i
Bantam Braada Hava Distinct Utility 

Value far Egg Production far 
Family Uo*.

The Bantam breeds gained their 
popularity as ornamental fowl and aa 
playthings for children aud grown-ups, 
hut. says the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture, they have also 
a instinct utility value for egg pro­
duction for family use. There Is also 
a go d demand for eggs for hatching 
and for breeding stock of good qual­
ity. Because of their small size these 
pigmy breeds often have the advantage 
over larger fowl* where only a very 
small space is available for the flock. 
They are easy for children to handle, 
and the ownership of a few Bantams 
often is the beginnlug of a real Interest 
In poultry raising.

The turlous breeds of Bantams, their 
characteristic«, and methods of man­
agement are discussed in Farmers’ 
Bulletin 1251. The Bantam Breeds and 
Varieties, the fifth of a series on 
Standard Varieties of Chickens. The 
various breeds, says the bulletin, have 
not been raised with the Idea of egg 
production and, as a result, the aver­
age is not very high, probably around 
175 eggs in a year. The eggs vary 
In size, as do the different Bantam 
hraeds. ranging from 12 ounces a doz­
en to 18 or 20 ounces. The color of 
the eggs rutis from white to dark 
brown. Some of the breeds have a 
tendency to lay for a fairly long peri­
od. hut the Brahmas. Cochins and 
Silkies are apt to he broody. Since 
mnnv of these kinds have been de-

When Confined in Pen Until Late In 
Day, Laying Hen Will Go 

Straight to Her Eggs.

A quick and easy way to find stolen 
nests of turkeys Is to confine the 
birds from early morning to late after­
noon. Tlie laying liens will then go 
straight to their nests to lay the eggs 
which they are holding, say poultry 
specialists of the United States De­
partment of Agriculture. When tur­
key hens have free range they nest 
usuully In obscure places and often 
wander a half mile or more from home 
before they find a nesting place that 
suits them.

If attractive nesting places are pre­
pared about the barnyard, the turke.va 
sometimes lay In them. Such nests 
are easily made from boxes or bar­
rels, or by scooping out a little earth 
In the shape of a shallow bowl, piling 
brush round It to aatlafy the hen’s de­
sire for seclusion. The nest most pre­
ferred by turkeys consists o f s  barrel 
laid on Its side. In which straw or hay 
Is placed. When confined In a breed­
ing pen several turkey bene may lay 
In the same nest, but on free range 
each bird usually makes her own nest. 
Turkeys do not range far daring cold 
weather. In the north, where the 
laying season often begins when there 
Is still snow on the ground, the hens 
are more likely to select their nests 
near home.

LEAKY POULTRY HOUSE ROOF

More Annoyance From Damp Quarters 
In Spring Than In Wintsr on Ac­

count of Rain.

There Is usually more annoyance 
from leaky poultry house roofs In the
spring than In the winter, because 
more rain occurs. Also. In winter, ice 
and snow may remain for weeks on a 
roof without melting, and really assist 
to protect against the winds; but In 
spring any leaky places will he open­
ings for beating rains.

prunes are a most 
desirable fruit. 
The o r d i n a r y  
method of serv- 
i n g  p r u n e s  
(boarding house 
style) has put 
them Into dis­

repute. hui there is no fruit richer In 
food and with marked medicinal value. 
One pound of prunes will furnish more 
nutriment than the same weight of 
lean meat or bread.

Prune Bread.—To a pint of light 
bread sponge prepared with milk add 
two tablespoonfuls of sugar and 
graham flour to make a stiff batter. 
Add a cupful of steamed prunes that 
have been stoned and cut fine. Turn 
the dough into the pans and let rise, ! 
then bake in a moderate oven.

Prune Scones.—Cream one-quarter 
of a cupful of butter, add one-half 
cupful of sugar, one beaten egg and 
one cupful of flour sifted with one- ' 
half teaspoonful of baking powder. 
Add one-quarter of a cupful of mashed 
drained prunes, roll the dough Into 
a roll and cut In rounds; dust with ' 
sugar and bake in a slow oven.

A prune omelet is one which the 
family will like. Stew, stone and mash 
the prunes, using a cupful, adding a ! 
little sugar If needed, spread over the . 
omelet Just before turning.

Children's Supper Dleh. — Rub 1 
through a sieve one cupful of cooked 
prunes and the same quantity of { 
cooked rice; add sugar to sweeten, if j 
needed, a little grated lemon peel, an 
egg yolk beaten and thinned slightly 
with water; cook until well heated 
through.

If there Is a baby or Invalid In the 
family give them prune-barley water.

Wash a tablespoonful of 
pearl barley, add three 
teaspoonfula of s u g a r  
and one cupful o f stewed 
prunes. Pour over this 
mixture one quart of 
boiling water, cover and 
let stand for three hours, 
then strain.

Prune Cake Filling-— 
Chop one-half pound of steamed 
prunes, add two tableapoonfula o f 
sugar, a third of a cupful of boiling 
water and a tablespoonful of lemon 
juice. Mix and cook In a double boil­
er until thick enough to spread on the 
cake. This filling spread on bread or 
toast for luncheon or for sandwich 
filling Is delicious.

Apples may be cored and baked un­
til nearly cooked, then the centers 
filled with raisins and prunes. Cover 
with a meringue and bake until brown. 
Serve as a dessert with cream and 
sugar.

Gelatin Pruna Dessert.—Soak one- 
half pound of prunes in two cupfuls 
of water overnight. Cook them In 
the same water until soft, then stone 
and cut them Into quarters. To the 
prune liquor add enough boiling wa­
ter to moke two cupfuls, soak two 
tableapoonfols of gelatin In one-half 
cupful of cold water. Add one-half 
cupful o f sugar with a quarter cupful 
o f lemon Juice to the hot liquid. Strain 
and add the prunes and chill. Stir 
while cooling to prevent the prunes 
from settling. Serve with sugar and 
cream.

Apple Pudding.— Beat one egg, add 
to It a third of a teaspoonful o) salt, 
two teaspoonfuls of auger and a cup­
ful of thin sweet cream, than add two 
cupfuls of dour mixed with four tee- 
spoonfuls of baking powder. Grease 
a two-quart pudding pan, half fill with 
parad and quartered sour apples, 
spread the batter over than and steam 
to a steamer two hours or bake In a 
hot oven. The apples if pot easily 
cooked may be cooked a Uttla before 
adding the batter. Serve with a lemon 
sauce or sugar and cream.

A child's taste, however, to 
often the best criterion of a food’s  val­
ue, and all children love nuts, even am 
do monkeys.

We should consume nuts all that 
year round, eating, say, a certain 
quantity daily, ch«»wtng them methodb- 
eally.

If children had as free access to tha 
nut crop as have monkeys there would 
be fewer digestive weaklings. This ap­
plies to grownups as well.

If nuts disagree, even with the moot 
delicate, It is because they are par­
taken of at the wrong time. When  
consumed between meals they are al­
most certain to disagree, as they wOl 
also If eaten after a heavy meal e t  
other food or Insufficiently masticated.

San Antonio, Texas, May 1.— Much 
progress is being made in securing 
names to the iietitiou that will be pre­
sented to the State Democratic execu­
tive committee at their meeting on 
June 4th, asking the I’oinuiittee to 
place on the ballot of the July primary 
the question for or against the sale of 
lieer and light wines, according to Mil- 
ton Everett, State Chairman of the As­
sociation Against the Prohibition 
Amendment.

It requires about 49,000 names on 
the petition to comply with the law, 
or ten percent of the numtier voting in 
the primary of 1920, but Mr. Everett 
states, that from the numlier of names 
being sent in the number that will be 
gotten will far exeeed the legal re­
quirement.

The two propositions* to be submitted 
to the people are as follows;

“ FOR the passage of such laws and 
the repeal of such laws as will permit 
the manufacture and sale o f beer con­
taining not more than four percent of 
alcohol and the faiiufactiire and sale 
o f wine containing not more than ten 
percent o f alcohol and iiermltting the 
manufacture and sale of intoxicating 
liquors for medicinal purposes on the 
simple prescription of a duly licensed 
physician without useless red tni»e, or 
further requirements; said lieer. wine, 
and liquor to be sold in unbroken pack­
ages but not to be consumed or drank 
in a saloon or on premises where sold, 
with severe penalties for violation of 
said laws."

AGAINST the propostion in Identical 
language.

These prnisisitiniis if placed on the 
primary Imllnt will permit t|ie people 
o f Texas to decide themselves wliat 
they want in the matter of liquor legis­
lation and will settle a matter that 
shouhlllie d er id ed  by the |ieople.

If the vote in the primary election is 
favorable to the proiMisition, it will lie 
an instruction to all Texas meinliers 
of Congress nud the State legislature 
to vote to amend the Volstead law and 
the Dean law accordingly. Many promi­
nent iMilitieians are of the opinion that 
pinring this question on the primary 
ballot will have the effect o f squelch­
ing Indepeiideut political moves. Copies 
of petition may tic obtained from Mil­
ton Everett, Slate Chairman.
