FISH LAWS—PART OF ART. 6«

It shall lie unlawful for any person 
to take or catch fish in the public 
fresh water, rivers, creeks, hikes, 
hir ous. jiools. lagisms or tanks in this 
State hy any other means other than 
by (lie ordinary hook and line or hy 
a set or drg net or seine, the meshi-s 
of which are less than three inches 
square, or trammel net the meshes of 
any ¡»art of which is less than three 
Inches square or hy a minnow seine of 
more than twenty feet in length, and 
it shall lie unlawful for any person to 
plait' in the public fri'sh water rivers, 
cricks, lakes, bayous, pools. lagoons 
nr tanks of tills State any net or other 
device or trap for taking or catching 
fish other than a set or drag net or 
seine the ineshes of which are less 
than four inches square.

Any jierson violating any provision 
of tills section shall In* deemed guilty 
of a misdemeanor and, .:pon convic­
tion, shall be fined in any sum not less 
than twenty-five nor more than one 
hundred dollars.

WHERE SPONGES ARE FOUND
Source ef Highly Important 

Article of Commerce la the Islands 
of tho Mediterranean.

Vtew people who use sponges ever 
a thought as to how they are ob- 

ed, says a correspondent In the 
London Dally Mall. The finest quall- 

and largest quantities of our 
ages come from the Mediterranean 

chief grounds being off the 
Oreek and Turkish Islands—them« 
through the Dardanelles to the Sea of 
Marmora, and so along the coast of 
Asiatic Turkey and Syria to Qyprus.

Here the sponges are brought up by 
flivers, either stripped or attired In 
fall diving costume. When sponges 
first reach the surface they present a 
fleshy-looking appearance, the sub­

ace being covered with a firm skin, 
membrane, in which apertures ap- 

and disappear seemingly at the 
animal's will. When cut, the Interior 
la somewhat like raw meat In appear­
ance, being Intersected by numerous 
canals and cavities. The cavities are 
filled with a sticky fluid of greyish- 
brown color, termed "milk.”

This is the only living portion of 
the animal, and must needs he re­
moved immediately; otherwise putre­
faction speedily sets In and destroys 
the elastic nature of the sponge. If

this operation Is not performed on 
board before tlie vessel reaches shore, 
the filled sponge bags are dispatched 
with all speed to the gathering 
grounds. There the fluid la removed 
and various cleaning and bleaching 
processes transform the “ raw” sponge 
Into a beautiful lemon-yellow color.

This done, the sponges pass to other 
hands for trimming to shape, and 
later they go to the graders, who 
sort them according to quality and 
sire. The next process Is that of dry­
ing, after which they are weighed and 
packed ready for shipment.

Ungraded, Unstandardized Product la 
More or Less of an Uncertain 

Quantity.

When pullets begin laying, their eggs 
are not up to standard weight. There­
fore. grading eggs la essential, not only 
from the producers' standpoint hut 
from the buyers', for an ungraded, un- 
standardlzed egg Is more or less of 
an uncertain quantity. The market­
ing of such a product Is never advised 
since it puts an unnecessary handicap 
on the buyer who never knows what 
quality he will receive. The buyer in 
order to protect himself against loss 
must pay a correspondingly low price. 
Fresh eggs should be graded by else 
to meet the requirements of the mar­
ker. The first grade of eggs ordinar­
ily consists of clean, fresh, reasonably 
full, strong, sweet eggs with an aver­
age weight of 46 pounds net per stand­
ard 30 dozen case or over 24 ounce« 
to the dozen. The second grade must 
weigh 44 pounds or more net. per 80 
dozen case. The' third grade must 
weigh 41 pounds or more net per 80 
dosen case. They also make a grade 
of pullets' eggs which weigh 84 pounds 
or more net for 80 dozen or 16 ouncee 
per dozen.

Lay the bone over 
thla, sprinkle with flour and cover 
tightly. Set In a alow oven for three 
hours. When done remove the bone 
out of which the marrow haa dripped 
over the meat. Serve with rice or 
mashed potatoes.
