Willmann were damaged and de-
stroyed by fire at a loss of approxi-
mately $500. The Zork building wae
damaged to the extent of approximate
ly 2400 but most of this loss was due
to the fact that the roof of the build-
ing bad to be cut in order to enable
the firemen to get at the flames, There
were two fires at the Wood-Baze Auto
Company and one at J. 8. King's Jew-
elry store, but all of these were dis-
covered in their beginning and wers
kept under control by the use of hand
fire extinguishers. The Volunteer Fire
Department desires to urge all person«
to equip their homes and piaces of
business with at least one hand fire
extinguisher which can be purchased
at a nominal cost and will reduce your
insurance rate and ofteutimes may
save your property trom complete loss.
