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THE FIRST THANKSGIVING PRO-
CLAMATION

Below we reproduce the first Thanks-
giviog proclamation issuned in the Unit-
ed Stutes. It was issued 143 years ago
—1869—by President George Washing-
ton, written in his own hand with a
Boouse quill for a peu.

‘Whercas, it is the duty of all na-
tions to acknowledge the rrovidence of
Almighty God. to obey His will, to be
grateful for Mis Penéfits, and humbly
to implor: IHis protéction and favor;
gud, whereas both houves of congress
Dave by their joidt committee, request-
ed me to recomfi&A"1S" e people” of
the Uuited States a day of public
Thanksgiving and Prayer, to be observ-
ed by acknowledging with grateful
hearts the many and signal favors of
Almiglty God, especially by affording
them an opportunity peaceably to es-
tablish a form of government for their
safety aud happiness:

' “Now therefore do I recommend and
assig:, Thursday, the 26th day of No-
vember, next, to be devoted by the peo-
ple of these states to the service of
that great and glorious Being, who is
the beneficent Author of all the good
that was, that is, or that will be; that
we may theu unite in rendering unto
Him our sincere and humble thanks
for His kind care and protection of the
people of this country previous to their
becoming a nation, for the signal and
manifold mercies, and the favorable in-
terpositions of }lln providence in the
course and conclusion of the late war;

for the grent degree of trauquility,
union and plenty which we have since
enjo\ed for the peaceable and rational
manner in which' we have been enabled
to establish constitutions of government
for our safety and happiness, and par-

ticularly the national one now lately |
instituted, for the civil aud religious |
liberty with which we are blessed, and |
the means we have of acquiring aund |

diffusing useful knowledge and, in gen-
eral, for all the great and various |
favors, which He has been pleased to
confer upon us.

“And, also, that we may then unite
in most humbly offering our prayers
and suvplications to the great Lord
and ruler of Nations, and beseech Him

It fx hard to foretell insect infesta-
tion far ahead with any degree of ac-
curacy. Not being sure they will need
poison, the farmers hesitate to invest in
it. Not being sure they will dispose of

supplies during the current season, lo-!

cal dealers hesitate to stock up: and
manufacturers will not produce much
above amounts called for normally.
During emergencies like the past sea-
son, local supplies are soon exhausted,
and often reserve supplies at the fac-
tories are insufficient to meet the de-
mands, especially when, as during the
past two seasons, the leaf worm has
heen a mena'ce in other sonthern states
ax well as in Texas,

There is no public ageney within the
state of Texas that is prepared or au-
thorized to buy poison supplies for far-
mers' use. We are, urging farmers to
lay in their own stock, storing against |
the time when it may be needed. It has
appeared to us that if each farmer will
buy and store enough calcium arsenate
or Paris green with which to poison his
cotton twice, it will relieve the situa-

tion in case of an emergency. He will’

be able to apply at once, and thus save
loss occasioned b,\' delay. He will glgl
himself by relieving the jogher of car-
rying large reserve supplies, for a little
reflection will convince one that prices
must he adjusted in case of a carry-
over to cover any losses by dealers or
manufacturers, If kept dry, there will
be no essential deterioration in the
poisons mentioned, and if by good for-
tune the noison is not needed this sea-
son, it will he available for next.
Farmers should nool their ord rs and
obtain poison in carload lots, prefer-
ably placing through their loeal dealers.
We hope farmers and all others in-

this matter as we do, and see that
their local community, through co-op-
Terative effort is stocked with poison
well before the time it is needed.

Slide Hol'ds Up Help

Rescue work was delnyved through
a slide in the Baitlard Cut which pre-
vented the floating crane Ajax, which
left Paraiso for Cristobal immediately
after the accident, from reaching the
Ilace where the submarine sunk until
1030 tonight. The crane “encountered
difficulty in passing the cut. Tonight
thie evane was endeavoring to pull the
submarine to the surface, with the aid
of cables nttached to the sunken vessel
by divers. Up to midnight the rescue
work bhad proved fruitless,

The Abangarez was coming in from
Havana at 6:22 a. m. when the O-5 was
leading three other submarines, the 0-3,
0-6, and O-8 as they were about to en-
ter the Canal and make the transit to
Balboa from Coco Solo. The accident
occurred approximately 280 yards north
of No. 3 buoy and almost due west of
the end of Pier 6.

Man Shet to Surface

The Abangarez struck the submarine
amidships, near the conning tower.
Fifteen men were thrown into the sea
as the O0-5 turned over and went down
bow first, her propeller in the air.

Eight minutes after the submarine
sank, C. R. Butler, chief machinist's
mate, was sfot to the surface in an air
pocket. He was greatly exhausted and

did not know who were in the subma- -

rine. Machinist Mate C. E. Hughes, first
class; first-class fireman, Harry Metz-
ler and the colored man named Smith
aré believed tv have drowned. Lawrence

Firiecn
men answered the call, eight of whowm
were taken aboard the Abangarez aid
the remainder ou two tugs.

Caplain Kolle, an anprentice pitot,
was aboard the submarine when the
accident occurred. Cartain A F. Wes
cott, Assistant I'ort Captain at Criste-
bal, toid the Star and Herald represen-
tative it was not customary to have
pilots aboard submarines going thru
the Canal. “Captain Kolle,” he said,
“was placed aboard the submarine to
advise the, Navy people regardi.g the
locks and Canal.”

Captain Frank H. Parsons, Panama
Canal pilot, was aboard the Abangarez
when the accident occurred.

Rescue work was begun immediately
after the submarine went down. Navy
divers from a sub-chaser boarded 2
Naval cutter and at once went downu
but their work was hampered through
the delay in the arrival of the floating
crane Ajax. :
