The Nazareth Independent School 
District will hold a public meeting 
next Thursday, May 28, and will 
offer information about the upcom-
ing bond election..  

The meeting will be held at 8 p.m. 
in the school cafeteria, and the public 
is urged to attend. 

On June 13, the school will hold a 
$1,000,000 bond election. If the 
measure passes and the school re-
ceives a state facilities grant, it plans 
to construct a new physical education 
facility. 

Newton Electric to install 

Early voting will continue through 
June 9 and those wishing to cast 
ballots prior to the June 13 election 
may do so in Johnson's office at the 
school from 8 a.m. to 12 p.m. and 
from 1 to 5 p.m. weekdays. 

Polls will be open from 7 a.m. to 7 
p.m. on June 13, and the election will 
be conducted at the school. 

The school board also passed a 
resolution stating that the bonds will 
not be sold unless the school is ap-
proved for a state facility grant, 
which would pay an estimated 
74.57% of the total cost of the pro-
ject. 

If approved and sold, the bonds 
would be repaid over 15 years, with 
5.3% interest. The estimated pay-
ment per year would be $100,710.33, 
and an estimated $75,100 per year 
would be paid by the state. The tax-
payers would be required to pay the 
remaining $25,610 per year. 

The proposed bond would require 
an estimated 120 tax increase. Naza-
reth ISD currently has a tax rate of 
$1.23. 

The proposed facility would be 
constructed on the south side of the 
existing school cafeteria and would 
be approximately 150 x 150 feet.

Have you ever known a teacher

Public health alert issued due 
to smoky haze fingering in area 

Margie Parsons should consider avoiding prolonged 
physical exertion, even indoors, and 
should consider avoiding outdoor 
activity. 

"This does not necessarily indicate 
there is an increase in the danger or 
urgency of this situation," said 
TNRCC Chairman Barry McBee. 
"This is a precautionary measure. We 
believe it is prudent to have the same 
level of awareness for all Texans." 

McBee and Dr. William "Reyn" 
Archer, the Commissioner of the 
Texas Dept. of Health, cautioned 
against panic. 

"Because of the variable nature of 

this situation, it makes sense for 
everyone to be cautious, especially 
those with respiratory or heart condi-
tions, and children," said Archer. 
"But we should not move people to 
panic. We are asking the people of 
Texas to use common sense in their 
decisions about their daily activities. 
It ultimately becomes a decision for 
individual Texans." 

Archer said his agency is increas-
ing its surveillance of illnesses that 
may be caused by the haze and 
smoke by looking for patterns of 
increased reports of respiratory ill-
ness.

The factsheet notes that if you 
think someone is using your number, 
check your Social Security earnings 
record. If you find an error, report it 
to Social Security and they'll help 
you correct your record. 

To check your earnings record, 
call their toll-free number, 1-800- 
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772-1213 for a Personal Earnings 
and Benefit Estimate Statement 
(PEBES). You can also download a 
PEBES application from the Internet 
at: http://www.ssa.gov or visit your 
local Social Security office. 

When someone misuses your So-
cial Security number to obtain credit, 
Social Security cannot fix your credit 
record. The factsheet suggests steps 
you can take to resolve credit prob-
lems and lists the names and phone 
numbers of major credit reporting 
agencies. 

To prevent misuse, protect your 
Social Security card and your num-
ber by keeping your Social Security 
card in a safe place. When you start 
a new job, you should show your 
card to your employer so your name 
and earnings can be reported prop-
erly. The factsheet should be useful 
to people who want to insure the 
security of their Social Security 
number. 

To get a copy of the factsheet, call 
1-800-772-1213 and ask that one be 
sent to you. You can also get a copy 
of the factsheet by visiting your local 
Social Security office.

* You have been hurt by hands, fists, teeth, guns, knives,

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Ground water levels 
declined here last year 

cers, discussed scouting fees, scouts, 
acreage, program, research and dem-
onstration plans for 1998.

Castro County ground water levels 
declined an average of 1.11 feet in 
1997, according to information ob-
tained from 92 privately-owned wells 
in the observation network main-
tained by the High Plains Under-
ground Water Conservation District 
No. 1. 

The water district monitored the 
water levels at various sites across its 
563,508-acre service area within the 
county. 

The 1.11 feet represents a decline 
of 93,824 acre-feet of water in stor-
age in the Ogallala Aquifer last year 
in the portion of Castro County 
within the Water District service 
area. 

Ground water levels within Castro 
County declined 2.11 feet annually 
during the 10-year period from 1988 
to 1998. An average annual decline 
of 2.48 feet was recorded during the 
five-year period from 1993 to 1998. 

Ground water levels in the 
Ogallala Aquifer within the 6.8-mil-
lion acre Water District service area 
declined an average of .34 of a foot 
from January 1997 to January 1998. 
This is 1.15 feet less decline than the 
1.49-foot annual decline recorded for 
1996. 

A network of 1,209 privately- 

owned observation wells is used to 
determine the annual change in the 
quantity of water in storage in the 
Ogallala Aquifer within the High 
Plains Water District. The depth-to-
water measurements arc taken in 
January and February each year to 
allow water levels to stabilize from 
pumping during the previous grow-
ing season. 

Castro County was one of eight 
counties within the Water District 
recording a water level decline in 
1997. The declines ranged from 2.09 
feet in Parmer County to .12 of a foot 
in Bailey County. 

Maps showing the location and 
well number of observation wells in 
each county or portion of a county 
served by the Water District were 
published in the April issue of the 
Cross Section. 

Tables listing observation wells in 
each county within the district, and 
the water levels at one-, five- and 10-
year intervals were also printed in the 
free monthly newsletter.

Warmy, dry and windy conditions 

have pretty much been dominating 
the past month's weather pattern 
until this past week. 

Scattered thunderstorms brought a 
little, much needed moisture to parts 
of Castro and Lamb counties, but 
other areas just got enough to slow 
cotton planting. 

If you have water available for 
your wheat, you probabl) need to be 
using it. Dryland wheat is really 
burning up. 

Disease and insect pressure have 
been relatively low thus far, with the 
exception of thrips in wheat and 
alfalfa. 

Heavy damage was observed on 
alfalfa leaves last week. Thrips were 
moving off of the drying volunteer 
wheat and into alfalfa fields. 

Overwintering boll weevils are 
starting to emerge in both Lamb and 
Castro Counties. The Texas Agricul-
ture Experiment Station boll weevil 
traps have been catching boll weevils 
for the past several weeks. 

It's okay to see- these weevils out 
now because they will be suicidal. 
They will die in 10 to 14 days after 
emergence without cotton squares to 
feed on. The real problem is going to 
be if there is a long extended emer-
gence period. 

This is likely to be the case due to 
the mild winter that just passed. Few 
weevils were probably killed, thus 
leaving many more to emerge this 
spring and early summer, making 
timing of overwintering emergence 
sprays difficult. We must stay on top 
of each field, run traps and scout 

Texas Dept. of Agriculture (TDA) 
issued a crisis exemption for the use 
of tebufenozide (Confirm 2F) to 
control pecan nut casebearer and 
hickory shuckworm in pecans start-
ing April 24. 

TDA issued a crisis exemption for 
use of Furadan 4F on cotton for 
aphid control. There are quite a few 
restrictions involved with this ex-
emption. 

As of April 27, TDA issued an 
exemption for the use of Confirm 2F 
and Pirate 3SC on cotton for the 
control of beet armyworm.

My crop experience includes peanut, 
potato, pecan, chili, alfalfa and other 
hays, and some vegetables and fruits. 

I have been involved with Exten-
sion as a forest pest research techni-
cian, an interim plant pathologist, as 
well as an IPM agent. I have also 
worked with USDA-APHIS as a 
research assistant in Phoenix, Ariz., 
on pink bollworms and Edgemont, 
S.D. on rangeland grasshoppers. 

This season is rapidly shaping up 
to be very busy and filled with scout-
ing and research projects.

I. Plains Cotton Growers boll wee-
vil grid trapping. 

2. Texas Agricultural Experiment

Can you define the difference between customer service and customer 
satisfaction? If you have to think very long, you may need to read the rest of 
this column. 

Served or satisfied? 
Charles often buys breakfast at a fast food restaurant. Last week, he visited 

one store three times. On Monday, he waited 11 minutes for his order. On 
Tuesday, the fast crew was at work, and he was out in three minutes flat. 
Unfortunately, when he went to eat his breakfast, what he had was not what 
he'd ordered. On Wednesday, it took nine minutes to get his order. He had to 
ask for napkins and a straw and then wait another minute while the cashier 
went to find more one dollar bills. Was Charles served or satisfied? 

Mary's car was hard to start. Shc took it to a neighborhood auto mechanic 
who promised to do a complete tune-up by 5 p.m. When she picked the car up, 
I started quickly. On the way home, the engine began to make a strange noise. 
Mary's husband found that one of the spark plugs had loosened and blown out 
of its hole. He replaced it and tightened the others. The following morning the 
car started quickly and ran well. Was Mary served or satisfied? 

Dave hired a contractor to paint his house. The contractor had the highest 
bid, but justified his price by giving a one-year guarantee and pointing out that 
the high-quality paint he would use should last 10 years more. Fifteen months 
later, Dave noticed peeling paint. Was Dave served or satisfied? 

Karolyn needed new glasses. After the eye exam, an office assistant helped 
her select new frames. Karolyn tried on several frames, and one of the least 
expensive felt quite comfortable. When Karolyn tried to select these, the 
assistant insisted that she try on several of the more expensive designs. The 
assistant stressed how much better the more expensive frames looked. Karolyn 
really couldn't tell much difference, but the assistant was adamant, so she 
finally bought the higher-priced frames. Was Karolyn served or satisfied? 

Sonny bought a new suit. He asked to have the pants cuffed. The young 
salesman made a face and shook his head no. "You don't want cuffs," he 
insisted. "Nobody gets a great suit like this with cuffs." Reluctantly, Sonny 
agreed to have the pants fitted without cuffs. At a business conference the 
following week, Sonny noticed that all the other executives wore cuffed pants, 
al that is, except for one young man with a flashy teal-blue pinstripe and three 
earrings, and Sonny. Was Sonny served or satisfied? 

Ella headed through the checkout line at her favorite grocery store. "Please 
put the eggs and strawberries in a separate sack," she requested. When she 
unpacked the groceries at home, she found the eggs and strawberries under 
three cans of peas and two cans of corn. Was Ella served or satisfied? 

I'm amazed at how many business owners spend thousands of dollars to 
attract customers to their businesses, then let them slip right through their 
fingers. You'll never keep a customer just by serving them. You must exceed 
their expectations. It's nice to delight them, wow them and amaze them; but 
most of all, you must satisfy them.

Agency leaders pledge 
to work for agriculture 

For the past year the United States 
Dept. of Agriculture's Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) has been busy reallo-
cating crop acreage and yield data 
from individual farm numbers to 
tracts. 

The changes are being made by 
FSA in an effort to streamline the 
reconstitution process when farms 
are divided or sold. The reallocation 
of this data will not affect the manner 
in which program benefits are dis-
tributed. 

Growers whose operations span 
more than one tract have been noti-
fied and have until June 12 to contact 
FSA and request a review if they 
disagree with the manner in which 
acreage and yield were allocated. If 
FSA agrees with the producer, 
changes can be made immediately. If 
not, the' producer has the option of 
initiating a formal appeal. 

FSA officials note that by assign-
ing the applicable data to specific 
tracts owners will not have more 
specific information about yield and 
acreage. 

US agriculture won an important 
victory this week with Senate ap-
proval of the Conference Report of 
the Agricultural Research, Extension 
and Education Reform Act of 1998. 

The report passed the Senate by a 
vote of 92-8 despite the last-minute 
efforts of senators who had a prob-
lem with returning a portion of the 
savings identified to fund the bill to 
the Food Stamp program from which 
they came. 

+ $619 million to reinstate se-
lected Food Stamp benefits to speci-
fied legal immigrants. 

All funding for these initiatives 
was realized through savings in Food 
Stamp Administrative accounts and 
through restricted funding for US 
Dept. of Agriculture agencies for the 
purchase of computers and related 
equipment and services. 

While the funds specified in the 
bill cover about half of the expected 
$1 billion shortfall in Federal Crop 
Insurance funding, an additional 
$500 million in funding is realized 
by making delivery costs for the 
program part of mandatory spending. 

The Texas Dept. of Agriculture has 
finalized the designation of the 
Northwest High Plains Boll Weevil 
Eradication Zone. 

The new zone includes Bailey, 
Castro, Deaf Smith, Lamb and 
Parmer counties. 

Ag Commissioner Rick Perry ap-
pointed John Saylor of Muleshoe to 
represent the Northwest High Plains 
Zone on the Texas Boll Weevil Erad-
ication Foundation's board of direc-
tors. 

Also announced was the designa-
tion of the Northern Rolling Plains 
Zone. Counties included in this zone 
are Childress, Clay, Collingsworth, 
Cottle, Donley, Foard, Gray, Hall, 
Hardemann, King, Wheeler, Wichita, 
Wilbarger and a portion of Archer. 

John Inman of Childress will rep-
resent the Northern Rolling Plains 
Zone on the state board. 

This is not the first time that nutri-
tion issues have influenced efforts to 
invest funds in important agricultural 
programs. Returning a portion of 
these savings to the Food Stamp 
Program is seen as a good trade for 
stabilizing the Federal Crop Insur-
ance Program and gaining new agri-
cultural research programs, accord-
ing to officials at Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc. 

The conference report returns to 
the House for approval before being 
sent to the president. 

Apparently, there is a small group 
of House members reluctant to bring 
the report to a vote because of the 
Food Stamp provision. Fortunately, 
there appears to be a large bipartisan 
contingent that recognizes the impor-
tance of the legislation to agriculture 
and will push for its approval. 

Growers and other interested par- 
ties should contact their congressio-
nal leaders and encourage them to 
support efforts to approve the confer-
ence report and send the bill to the 
president. 

The Agricultural Research Bill 
designates approximately $1.8 billion 
in funding over the next five years. 
Specifically it designates the follow-
ing amounts over the years 1999-
2003: 

+ $600 million to initiate new 
agricultural rdkarch programs. 

+ $500 million to partially fund 
shortfalls in the Federal Crop Insur-
ance Program. 

+ $82 million to the Fund for 
Rural America. 

Texas 4-H

The annual Texas 4-H Roping

Officials of Texas A&M Univer-
sity, Texas Tech University and lead-
ers of area producer organizations 
have pledged to continue and rein-
force research and educational ef-
forts to enhance the region's $22 
billion a year agriculture industry as 
they welcomed the new resident 
director of the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station in Lubbock. 

Dr. Jaroy Moore, who assumed 
duties May 1 at the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Research and 
Extension Center north of the Lub-
bock Airport, was greeted by com-
munity leaders at a reception on 
April 29 at the Holiday Inn Civic 
Center. 

The event honoring Moore and his 
wife, Bennie, was hosted by Plains 
Cotton Growers, Inc., which repre-
sents cotton producers in 25 coun-
ties. 

Dr. Edward A. Hiler, vice chancel-
lor and dean of Texas A&M's Col-
lege of Agriculture and Life Sci-
ences, called Moore "the ideal 
choice" for the leadership team at the 
center. He noted that the Lubbock 
Center, which opened in 1909, is the 
largest in the Texas A&M System 
and serves one of the richest and 
most diverse agricultural areas in the 
state. 

"This gathering is really because 
of the importance of agriculture to 
the High Plains," said Moore. 

Moore pointed out that the area 
has more than three million acres of 
cotton, two million acres of grair 
sorghum, a million acres of corn, and 
some 250,000 acres of peanuts, as 
well as vegetables, grapes and live-
stock. 

"We're talking about $22 billion 
pumped into the local economy each 
year," said Moore. 

He stressed the importance of 
agricultural research and educational 
programs which help producers 
adopt new technology. 

"If you are working with cotton 
(research) and do something that 
makes a 10-pound increase in yield, 
that makes a $10 to $20 million in-
crease in the economy," said Moore. 
"If the research gets another penny a 
pound, it's another $10 to $15 mil- 

lion to the economy. 
"It's essential that we all work 

together," Moore said, citing the 
area's tradition of cooperation and 
the increasing collaboration of area 
agencies, institutions and producers 
to assess industry needs. 

Steve Verett, executive director of 
Plains Cotton Growers, said mem-
bers of his organization "look for-
ward to a long relationship" with 
Moore, continuing the group's inter-
action and support of work by the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion and Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, both agencies of Texas 
A&M University; and with Texas 
Tech and agencies of the US Dept. of 
Agriculture. 

"We are the beneficiaries of a 
great team" of research scientists and 
educators, said Verett. 

Dr. John Beverly, associate vice 
chancellor for agriculture at Texas 
A&M University; and Dr. Chester 
Fehlis, executive associate director 
of the Extension Service, echoed the 
importance of collaboration and their 
institutions' commitment. 

"We have to partner. The opportu-
nities in agriculture are just too com-
plex" not to work together, said 
Beverly. 

Fehlis said the agricultural leader-
ship on the High Plains has already 
devoted itself to putting the interests 
of producers first. 

"We have in this audience, repre-
sentatives from all area producer 
groups," said Dr. John Abernathy, 
dean of the College of Agriculture 
and Natural Resources at Texas 
Tech. "The opportunities for all our 
agencies to really partner together 
are better than they've ever been. All 
of us are here to serve the producers 
of the region." 

Before coming to the Lubbock 
center to replace Abernathy, Moore 
was resident director of research at 
Texas A&M's center in El Paso for 
two years and was superintendent of 
the Experiment Station at Pecos for 
almost two decades. He holds a 
bachelor of science degree in agron-
omy and master's and doctorate 
degrees in soil physics, all from 
Texas A&M University.

Tots and Teens 
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Sales tax rebates drop in May 
Sales tax rebates issued to the cit-

ies of Dimmitt, Hart and Nazareth 
and to Castro County during May 
were down from payments issued for 
the same period a year ago. 

Castro County, which collects one-
half of one percent tax, earned a 
rebate of $11,410.38 for May, com-
pared with $12,803.14 issued last 
year. That's down 10.87%. This 
month's payment brings the total 
rebates for the year to $51,230.67, 
which is .57% more than payments 
issued to the county through May 
1997. 

The city of Dimmitt received a 
check for $22,733.12 after collecting 
a 1.5% city sales tax. That's down 
15.99% from the May 1997 payment 
of $27,061.27. Year-to-date totals for 

include local sales taxes collected in 
March that were reported by busi-
nesses filing monthly tax returns in 
April, and those businesses filing 
quarterly returns for January, Febru-
ary and March. 

Dimmitt are $117,022.92, which is 
3.32% higher than the $113,256.97 
paid through May 1997. 

The city of Nazareth also collects 
the 1.5% sales tax, and its May re-
bate totals $1,596.21, down 17.52% 
from $1,935.28. Nazareth's yearly 
total is up 5.7% so far, with pay-
ments of $5,879.13 being issued this 
year, compared with $5,562.07 paid 
in 1997. 

Hart collects a 1% city tax, and 
that resulted in a $2,020.42 rebate 
this month, which is down 11.84% 
from the $2,291.83 paid in 1997. For 
the year, Hart has received rebates 
totaling $6,609.44, down 9.45% 
from $7,299.67.
