A number of Milesian names well
known in American polities are found
in«his volume. For instance, there
is the name O’Gorman, known in that
form in local politics, and in national

“The ancient name was Goirmear,

which signies ‘famous champion,’ and

' the British colonies and the United
States. Of the latter may be men-
'tioned the Hon, Timothy J. Campbell,
. member of congress for many years
|from New York city. The name un-
| der its various forms is still numerous

!
in the original territory and other

| counties. The McAllens or Allens of
| Innishowen, Donegal, were really
| Campbells.”
| Since the publication of Mr. Rooney's
| book no man need be ashamed to M-
/mit that his name is Dennis, for Mr.
' Rooney declares that “the Dennis fam-
ily is pure Milesian.” The founder of
the family was Muirebach, or Mul-
| rooney Mullethan, King of Connaught
{iIn the seventh century and of the
| line of Duach Galach, first Christian
| King of Connaught. The ancient
'name was MacDonagh, and signifies
[*Son of Destroyer.’ The possessions
of the clan were located in the present
county of Sligo.

Of the well-known Irish name of
'lllloa the author says: “The founder
of the family was Muiredach, King of
Connaught in the seventh century,
The ancient name was Maoladh, and
signifies “Prompt.” The possessions of
the clan were located in the present
counties of Mayo and Sligo. Of course,

the Mallons are descended from Ml
lesius, King of Spain, tLeir branch be-
ing that of the son Heremon. The
crest of the family, as given by Mr.
Rooney, 18 a bar of green across e
white shield, surmounted by a dog,
who wears a triple collar and sits up to
his neck in a wicker basket, which
probably contains bottles,

Through some mistake, probably the
name of Peter Maher, an alleged war-
rior of the present day, was omitted
by Mr. Rooney in his history of the
Maher, or O'Meagher, family, de-
scended from Milesius, king of Spain,
through the line of Heber. The ancient
name was Meadhair, which signifies
“Mirth.” Peter has been the cause of
some laughter himself; but though he
may carry out the motto, he does not
the prestige of the ancient clan, since
they won the majority of their battles.

The name of Hoolahan, ridiculed in
song and story, has an honorable place
in Irish history. The original name,
Huallachain, means “loud neise,” and
was derived fro chief of the sept
who possessed a v of great power,
The Hoolahans a endants of Ir,
son of Milesius, founder of the
family was Conal Kearnach. Their
territory comprised the present barony
of Longford in the county of Galway,
and the parish Lusmegh on the Lein-
ster side of the river Shannon in Kings
county,

It is probable that not all of them are
Irish, but a goodly number should be
able to trace their descent back
through that famous and numerous
man, John Smith, to Milesius, king
of Spain. It appears from Mr,
Rooney’s researches that the name was
originally MacGowan,which signifies “a
vmith,” and that the race was noted for
bravery and strength. It has been
noted for pretty much everything there
in since then, and principally for a very
large and hilarious anoual gathering
of the clans at Peapack, N. J. The au-
thor mentions a number of noted
Smiths, some of whom spell their name
“Smythe.” The crest Is two bhands
holding a single toreh, and two hands
holding a dagger, each with the motto
“Sle itur in altum.” 1t is only fair to
say that this crest was adopted before
the days of anarchy, and the motto
should not be translated “So she goes
up.”

Many of the significations of names
are peculiar and interesting, as Shine,
which means “Sprightly;” Clancy,
“Virtue;” Tuomy, “Flerce;” Maloney,
“Thoughtful;” Fogarty, “Brave;’ Doo-
lan, “Bulky;” Madigan, “A Field Fort;”
O'Tyn, “The Fat;” Tully, “The Green;"”
Hartigan, “First Cholce;” Tuohy, “Au-
thor;” McKeon, “Philosopher;” Ham-
lin, “Unskillful,” and Coonay, “Pros-
perity.”

There are many other families whose
Eenealogy is a matter of equal interest,
and is traced with the same skill by
Mr. Rooney. Despite the large number
glven, the author admits that he has
probably left out many equally worthy
of a plece In Irish genealogy. The ex-
amples quoted serve only to show
partly the quality of the Irtsh blood
which has become infused into the
American nation.

DROWNING ACCIDENT.

FIFTEEN MEN DROWNED AT
Oles AND, OHIO.

.

M-ocm the River In & Boat
When it Capeized -Boat Was Probably
Overloaded The Life-Saving Crow Res-
oue the Bodies - List of Dead.

Cleveland, 0., July 17.—8Several lives

ware lost In an accident which occur-
red about 7:30 yesterday evening on
the old river bed near the ore docks
of the Cleveland and Plttsburg rail-
road company. The ore handlers had
Just quit work for the day and were

walting their turns to cross the branch
of the river on the flat-bottomed fer-
ryboat whijch they had provided for
thelr own wee. A number of the men
had crossed. When the ferry had
reached the dock the last time at
least twenty men were crawded upon
It. The boat, which is about twenty
feet long and not more than four feet
wide, would carry safely not more
than a doeen persons. The stream
Is not wide, however, and the hurry-
ing ore handlers had not thought of
danger. The boat was pushed from
the shore and was being propelled
across the stream. When it was half
way over it began to sink. Then as
the men rushed to the side it turned
over. All the ooccupants were thrown
into the river., Those who remain-
ed on the shore, alarmed at the cap-
sizing of the little craft, at once threw
life preservers and planks to the un-
fortunate men, but most of them sank
litke lead, A few, however, managed
tos wim ashore, while one or two were
picked up by a tug. The first report
of the accident placed the number
of dead at dwenty-two, dbut that prov-
ol to have been an exaggeration. The
p-saving crew, whose station is near
scene of the accident, was sum-
moned at once and the work of re-
covering the bodies from the river was
begun. Within half an hour ten corp-
ses had been laid side by side upon the
dock, but thd life-savers continue
their work.

Richard Masten, chief engineer of
the steamer Bessemer, which the men
had been unioading, was on the fer-

whemn [t overturned. He thinks
theré must have been thirty or more
men on the fraill craft. ‘““The boat
was floating all right,” he sald, “un-
ti! the steamer Agron ,a big ore car-
rier, came down the river. The swell
fram that vessel caused it to rock
an the msa became alarmed. Many
of them rushed to the side and jumped
over before the boat capsized. The
wash from the Agron carried them
under the water and several of them
were drowned before help could reach
them,

Two boys, Bernard Patton, aged 15,
and Martin Corrigan, aged 16, were on
the boat and both saved themselves
by swimming to ‘he shore.

Quebee, July 17,—Ex-Gov. Russell, o
Massachusetts, was found dead yester-
day morning in his fish!ng camp at Ade-
laide, near Grand Pabos, Quebéd.

Gov, Russell passed through Montreal
in the best of heml\h on his way to the
salmown grounds in Waspe. The partic-
ulars of his death are very meager,

Grand Pabos, the nearest telegraph
station to Adelaide, is a little fishing
place of nearly 300 inhabitants, and
there are very few faclilities for getting
more explicit information at present. It
appears that yesterday morning the
guides found that he slept longer than
usual, and when thay went to wake
him up it was discovered that he was
dead. It is supposed that he died of
heart disease.

It appears that those who accompan-
fed ex-Gov. Russell were his brother
and F. H. Peabody, from Boston. Theilr
camp was near the Little Pabos river,
where they had been fishing all day
Wednesday, when the ex-governor
seemed in the very best of health, The
tent in which they slept was divided
into two compartments, and as the ex-
governor slept alone, the others never
knew he was dead until late yesterday
morning, when they thought it was time
to wake him. The coroner has been no-
tifled, but has not yot arrived,

A Woman Il.-m

Louisville, Ky., July 17.—A epecial to
the Counier-Journal from Pikeville, Ky.,
gays: News has reached here from Coe-
burn, Va., to the effect that Mary Snod-
grass was hanged at that place last Fri-
day for the murder of her child. The
Snodgrass woman was a disreputable
character, and was compelled to leave
this place on that account. She went to
Coeburn, where her child was cared for
by negroes until it was about six months
old, when it was turned over to her, She
did not want it, and tried to get rid of it
in various ways., One night about mid-
night the people living close by heard
the little one screaming.
