Epilscopal Convention.

Washington, Oct. 22.—~The increased
responsibility of the Episcopal church,
arising from the changed conditions of
Caba, Porto Rico, Hawaii and the Phil«
ippines was presented to the general
convention yeslerday in the report of
a special commlittee appointed to con-
sider the condition of aftairs in these
outlying islands. As to Hawaili the
joint cominittee reported that the sta-
tus was not a simple one, owing o
Joiut action with the Church of Eng-
iand, which had been eutered upon by
agreement with the late bishop of Cal-
ornia, Without expressing an opin-
1on as to the ultimate church work in
Hawaii as a part of the United States
the committee recommended that good
faith required a conference with the
Church of England before eutering
upon independent work.

Concerning Porto Rico the commit-
tee reported that the existing political,
social and religlous conditions were
such as to warrant immediate action
there. There is a church at Ponce un-
der the direction of the Church of Eng-
laud and the committee was informed
by a United States army oftlcer that
there was no objection to turning over
(his church to the American church,

“1t is reported,” the report proceeds,
“that the educated classes have broken
away from the Church of Rome and
are antagonistic to their priesthooed.”

The committee proposed a resolution
that missionary work begin T Porto
Rico after conference with the bishop
of Antigua.

The conditions in Cuba, the commit-
tee reported, were practically the same
as in Porto Rico. Some help had al-
ready been given to the Cubans by the
church missionary society. In view of
the desirability of full information the
committee recommended the joint com-
mittee to consider the subject. The
committee also pointed out that atten-
!tlon must be given to Cuba, not only,

tween Spain and the United States, It
develops that President McKinley and
Secretary Day outwitted Ambassador
‘Cambon in the diplomatic debate as to
what terms should be used in this doc-
ument with reference to the future of
the Philippines,

This matter was alluded to some
days after the stgning of the protocol,
The real question at issue has been
brought out clearly within the past
wcek in the Creelman dispatch from
Paris.

The story has good foundation that
the Spanish commigsioners at Parls
endeavoring to make caplital out of
suggestions made by Cambon on be-
halfl of Spain two or threa days before
the pretocol was eventually signed at
the white house,

Independently of the news sent from
the Paris commissioner it is learned
that the Spanish commissioners claim
that Ambassador Cambon objected vig-
orously to certain phraseology which
had been insisted on by the president.
The president desired to have in the
protocol a word which would convey

next
the idea of “possession of the Phlllp-’

pines.” Ambassador Cambon went to |
the white house and had a three hours' |
talk with the president. This was the
occasion when M. Cambon oxhlbltedg
to the president his authorization from
Madrid to agree on the terms of the
profocel.

Next day it was heralded that M.
Cambon had obtained certain import- |
ant concessions. They were evldcutlyl
regarded as important by the Spanish
court, which subsequently thanked and
rewarded him for his skill and ability |
in the negotiations.

It is now known that M. Ca.mbon‘
was permitted to soften the asperity
of the term “possession of the Phil-
ippines” so that the idea of “control
and disposition” was substituted. |

When this was known at Madrid it
was announced that the triumph wu.i‘i
one of impertance, and it was lntor-l
mally admitted here at the French em-
bassy that a point had been gained. |

The state department officials do not '
feo any material difference between
the president’s first suggestion and the
modiflcation as it appears in the pro-
¢ol as given out from the white house
by ex-Secrctary of State Day.

The extraordinary but actual claim
set up in Paris by the Spanish dip-
lomats i{s that the verbal discussions
before the protocol was agreed on can
now be brought up as aftfecting the |
fate of the Philippines.

A state official said that the old max-
im of “Scripta verba manuet” applies
in this case, and that the Spanish dip-
Jomats are, and know that they are,
out of court. He said that no matter
what was M. Cambon’s intention or
argument to the president, it could not
be resurrected as a cause of contention |
before the Paris commission.

To Shortly Go.

Washington, Oct. 21.—The seventh
army corps will begin moving toward
Havana next week. This early move-
ment {8 the American government's
reply to the dilatory tactics of the
Spanish commiseioners in Cuba.

It is admitted now at the state de-
partment that Spain has been notified
that she must surrender her sover-
eignty over Cuba by Dec. 1. It wlll'
probably require all of the time from
Nov. 1 to Dec. 1 for the transportation
department to land on the island the
40,000 or 50,000 troops it is considered
will be necessary for garrison duty
until a stable governmeut has been es=
tablished.

In accordance with the promise of
the president, Gen. Lee will be the
first commander to go with any large
body of troops to alavana. The roster
of his command at Jacksonville con-
sists of twelve regiments of infantry
and one regiment of cavalry.

Twelve thousand men will go in this
first large expedition to the western
end of the Island. It Is proposed to
send this corps during the early part
of next week to Savannah for embark-
ation for Cuba. Some of the troops
are scheduled to sail on Saturday

encamp in the ecity, but in suburbs
now being selected., It remains to be
seen whether any technical objection
will be made to the landing of these
troop in the neighborhood by Capt.
