More Fighting

London, Feb. 16.--The war office has |
received the following dispatch from |
Lord Kitchener:

Pretoria, Feb.14.—Our troops are now
engaged with Christian DeWet's force |
north of Philipstown, which we hold,
DeWet having crossed the Orange riv-

er at Zand drift, apparent moving
west.
French, reporting from a point

twenty-five miles southeast of Ermelo,
stated that a large force of the enemy
is being driven on to Piet Retief, their
efforts to break back having so far
been frustrated.

The Inniskillings charged the enemy,
who left five killed and six wounded
on the ground. Ten Boers were cap-
tured and theré was a large capture
of wagons, carts and cattle.

“DEALING WITH CRIMBS IN
CANADA."”
(From the Chicago Times-Herald, on
Jan. 12th, 1901.)

The citizens of the Dominion of Can-
ada have just cause to be proud of
their record as law-abiding people. The
annual report of the criminal statis-
ties of the Dominion, which has &
population of over 6,000,000, shows that
there were only twenty-five indiet-
ments for murder in 1899; of which
only two were left without final action,
Eleven of those indicted were hanged,
nine acquitted and three confined as
Ansane.

Canada is a country of vast propor-
tlons. Its people are scattered over a
wide stretch of territory, making po-
lice surveillance particulgrly difficult
and in many districts impossible. Yet
a cliy like New York or Chicago alone
furnishes a far greater criminal list
every year than the whole vast stretch
of territory from Quebec to Vancou-
ver,

The Canadians ascribe their immu-
nity from crime to the promptness
with which punishment is meted out
to offenders. When a man Is caught
red-handed in the act of robbing an-
other he is not released on straw bail
by some justice of the peace from the
slums, to go out and repeat the offense.
Bharp and sure justice is meted out to
criminals of all kinds, the result being
that when the guardians of the publis
peace succeed in bringing a thug to
the bar they are seldom called upon te
hunt him a second time.

brought to book: They have no Dreyer '

cases over there. Therqe are no meth-

ods whereby Canadian criminals can |

have the proceedings stayed from
month to month and from year to year
or after being convicted, appeal from
one court to another until ‘witnesses
.dle of old age or opportunities for cor-
ruption can be found.

Nor does this swift method of treat-

ing with wrong-doers in Canada leave |

the innocent unable to properly defend
themselves. They have all the oppor-
tunities and privileges that our own
daws extend to them. The extent to
shield the guilty is lacking—that is all.

On motion of Mr. Stafford, consider-
ation of the pending bill and amend-
ment was postponed until next Wed-
nesday.

Mr. Staples obtained consideration
of his bill prohibiting corporations
from coercing or intimidating em-
ployes because of their being members
of a labor union.

Mr. Dibrell offered an amendment
prohibiting strikers and other labor-
.ers from interfering with non-union
workmen.

Mr. Staples opposed the adoption of
the amendment, asserting that it would
defeat the object of his bill, namely,
to permit laborers to maintain a scale
of wages.

Mr. Dibrell urged the adoption of his
amendment He said he was here as a
friend of the laboring element of Tex-
as. He charged that the bill is a blow
at the man who does not belong to the
union labor organiatizons. He cited
acts of violence that he said were
committed on men who were endeavor-
ing to make an honest living for
themselves and family by working
members of union organizations. He
asserted that the object of the bill was
to create and foster an infamous trust,
He said he did not believe the labor
unions have done anyboay any good
in Texas.

“I would rather be dead and in a po-
litical hell than support this measure,”
he said. Continuing, he reviewed the
methods of the strikers at San Antonio
in trying to induce workmen to strike.

Senator Harris of Bexar made a
speech defending union laborers. He
asesrted that the striking telephone
employes at San Antonio had never at-
tempted to intimidate nor attack the
non-union employes of that company.
He said he thought the bill seeks to
enact a fair proposition, and that it
ought to be passed.

The speaker laid before the house
genate joint resolution No. 3, making
the possession of a poll tax receipt a
requisite to the right to vote

Mr. Greer of Jefferson offered an
amendment making the proposed con-
stitutional provision self-enacting.
