Memphis, Tenn., March 10.—At a re-
cent meeting of the general execultive
committee of the Confederate reunion
for 1901 a committee was appointed to
join with the several commercial
bodies of Memphis to visit Washing-
ton and invite President McKinley to
be the guest of the city of Memphis on
the occasion of the reuniom in May
next. The committee will leave for the
national capital In a few days,
As the time for holding the reunion
approaches the several committees are
becoming more active, The city is be-
ing canvassed by the committee on ho-
tels and accommodations and every
avallable room is being registered, A.
D, Langstaff, secretary of the commis-
gary committee, a sub-organization of
the general committee In charge of
Confederate reunion arrangements, has
been very active In the past week or
so imn the discharge of the duties as-
signed to him. He is engaged in plan-
ning ways and means for carimg for
the Confederate veterans when they
come to the reunion. Many of the
commands will very likely bivouack in
order to observe strict army regula-
tions and if this should prove true they
will have to be cared for the same as if
they were in actual service again, but
with more care for their comfort. The
commissary committee is to look after
these matters. Mr. Langstaff announces
that it is the purpose of the commit-
tee to have the means of caring for
every Confederate veteran whether he
is able to pay his own way or not,
and they will do so iIf it is possible.
They wynt it understood that the com-
missary committee 18 not organized to
look only after those who are able to
pay their own way, but to look after
the rest as well,

Is Caused at and Near the City
of Wills Point.

FOUR LIVES HAVE BEEN LOST,

Numerous Places la Several Other States
Report Considerable Property Dam-
age aad Fatalitles.

Wilis Point, Tex., March 11.—Four
people are dead and a large number
are Injured as a result of a cyclone
which brushed away one corner of this
town Sautrday at moon.

The dead are:

Maggie Clouse.

Infant daughter of Rev. J. H. Clouse.

Leon, 3-year-old son of J. W. Wil-
liams.

Child of John White, living a mile
from town.

In additdion a child of Frank Bass
is fatally hurt and anether of Mr. Wil-
liams is believed to be dying.

Black clouds had been hanging in
the southwect all morning. The at-
mosphere was heavy and at intervals
there had been blustering showers of
rain. It was just at noon, there was
a leng roar eof rumbling thunder, a
puff of wind and then the air was
thick with fiying timber.

The cyclone came from the south-
west and held to a straight northwest
course. Its path was about 300 yards
wide. It struck the northwest quarter
of town, in the residence section. No
house is left whole; those that are not
irreparably wrecked are in the minori-
ty. Meost of them are demolished—
mere heaps of debris that offer oppor-
tunities for the junk man. Household
furniture and utensils are strewn farth-
er than the eye can reach, and they
mark the storm’s path. The property
losg It 18 estimated, will be not less
| than $560,000.

Passing on out of town, the cyclone
struck the residence occupied by John
White and Thomas White, completely
wrecking their home, killing one child
and seriously injuring others of the
family.

Charley Powers, a painter, was
drowned while trying to cross Mogby
creek. His horse got tangled in the
barbwire fence at the crossing and in
| attempting te jump he becams entang-
! led in the reins and was drowned.

J. H. Human, manager of the cot-

Human's arm was broken and the
bookkeeper was blown about seventy-
five feet, but was uninjured beyond a
few minor bruises.

Beveral people not
only had their homes destroyed, but
lost all their household effects and de-
serve and need assistance.

SUSPECT SHOOTS

A Deputy Sheriff Seriously and s Hlme
self Wounded by Sheriff,

Palestine Tex., March 11.—A negro
giving his name as George Anderson
was shot and dangerously wounded by
Sheriff Watts while resisting arrest
saturday morning. Anderson is be-
lieved to be the negro wanted at Cor-
sicana for a brutal burder committed
there last Wednesday.

The officers here have kept a close
lookout for the Corsicana megro, and
Saturday morning found a suspicious
looking negro hanging around the
freight depot. Deputy Sheriff Ben
Parker followed the negro through the
main residence portion of the city and
meeting him on Dallas street attempt-
ed to arrest him. The negro resisted
arrest and pulled his revolver. Be-
fore Parker could get his gun out the
negro fired breaking the deputy’s right
arm. Two more shots were fired by
the negro, one taking effect in Park-
er's right shoulder in the vicinity of
the collar bone and the other strik-
ing him in the left leg.

The negro ran and Parker, though
shot three times, followed a few yards,
shooting once, but missing his mark.
He took his cartridge belt off and, with
his pistol, handed it to Jim Watts, a
brother of Henry Watts, who had just
reached the scene. The officers start-
ed in pursuit of the negro, running him
to Micheux's fleld, where, after a pis-
tol duel at close range, he was wound-
ed and captured. The negro proved to
be a desperate character and fought
until the last. Sheritf Watts was sitting
in a lawyer's office when he first heard
the shoting. Hurrylng downstairs, he,
took the first horse he came to and'
hurried to the scene. After . chase
through several residence lots on Mal-
las and Royal streets he came upon
the negro in Micheux's fleld. Having
emptied his gun on Deputy Sherift
Parker the negro hurriedly reloaded,
firing at the officers who were pur-
suing him as he ran. Reaching a lit-
tle hill he stopped and calmly reload-
ed his pistol a second time. When
Sheriff Watts rode up the negro held
his pistol down toward the ground and
said he would surrender. When Watts
started to dismount the horse he was
riding became unruly and before he
noticed the negro was firing on him.
How he escaped unhurt is a miracle,

as the negro was keeping up a fusillade
of shots at close range. Sherif Watts
fired three shots while on the horle,'
none of which took effect and du-:
mounting fired two more, the first of
which struck the negro in the abdo-
men, the second missing.

After lie fell the negro fired the last
shot {n his gun from the ground. Sher- ;
itf Watts approached and disarmed |
him, and sending to town for a dray
took the negro to the county jail, where*
he was given medical attention. A
large knife with faint blood stains was |
found on his person.

DELEGATE FLYNN TELLS MUCH

That Is of Importance In This Connection, and
Is of the Opinion the Event Will
Occur on Aug. L

Washington, March 9.—Delegate
Flynn of Oklahoma has this to say re-
lative to the opening of many millions
acres in the Kiowa, Comanche and
Wichita Indian reservations:

The Wichita reservation {s east and
north of the Kiowa reservation, and
there will probably be 600,000 acres of
it subject to homestead entry. There
will be about 2,000,000 acres of Kiowa
land for homestead entry. In both of
these reservations section, 13, 33, 16
and 36 are reserved for school and oth-
er purposes for the uses of the future
state of Oklahoma. This will be leased
by the Oklahoma school land board,
consisting of the governor and secre-
tary of the territory. In both the res-
ervations there must also be taken out
1,120,000 acres for Indian allotments
and grazing lands, In addition to
school and other reservations which 1
have mentioned.

A Dbill has just passed the lower
house of congress which provides that
there shall be no more races for town
lots, but that before the opening of
these reservations the president shall
divide them into counties, fixing the
county lines and reserving 320 acres
as near as practicable to the center of
each county for county seat subse-
quent days to the highest biader, no
one be allowed to purchase more than
one resident and one business lot in
each town. The proceeds of these sales
g0 to the county in which the county
seat is located.

As to who are eligible to take a
homestead in these reservations the
laws differ. But in the Kiowa and
Cemanche reservation everybody who
at any time prior to June 6th had used
his homestead right by filing on cer-
tain lands can make a second entry,
provided he did not have perfect title.

In other words, every person who has
relinquished in any part of the United
States on any government land is eli-
Any
person, who, however, after living on
a home-stead five or more years with-
out paying out cannot make an addi-
tional entry, congress refusing to grant
this right.

I desire to be emphatically under-
stood as stating that if a man paid on

' his home-stead before he resided on it

five years he can take a second one. It
he did not pay out within five years he
cannot. Again, no person who relin-
quished or commuted since June 6th is
eligible, as that was the date of the
passage of the original treaty.

Old soldiers of the civil war who
have never had the benefit of a home-
stead have their rights preserved. As
to the soldiers of the Spanish and Phil-
fppine wars, at the present time they
are given credit only for certain ser-
vices. A bill is now in congress be-
tween the two houses which will give
them their right of filing a soldier’s
declaratory claim.

In my judgment all of these lande
will be opened to settlement about
August 1. How they will be opened
is mot at this time settled. A great
many are advocating a change from
thq old race horse style. For myself I
will favor any kind of a proposition
that will hurry the opening of the
country and give everybody entitled to
a homestead an equal chance. I woula
not be surprised if some lottery pl~n
were adopted, the details of which will
have to be worked out by the interior
department.
