Parsons or Both Haiai Who Taka Rltka 
at Chaaca Ganata Go About Anaad  
with W onderful Tallaoaaua to Mrtug

No people In the world are as sopor 
stitlous as gamblers. Every profes­
sional “ dealer” will tell you of a hun 
died and one omens and superstitions 
some of which are his own pecullai 
property, and some of which are com 
mon to all who make a living by serv­
ing the fickle goddess In the temples ol 
John Doe. And It Is not only the peo­
ple who make their living by gam­
bling who are firm believers in suet 
things, but those who play the gam* 
from the outside. There is scarcely a 
man or woman who gambles habitu 
ally that does not go armed with sum« 
wonderful talisman to bring luck. No! 
only the poor African “ man and 
brother,” who carries around “ the left 
hind foot of a rabbit killed in a coun­
try graveyard at miduight in the dark 
of the moon,” but the wealthy fre­
quenter of Canfield's or Monte Carle 
as well. One man who had a remark­
able run of luck at SV-inte Carlo last 
year ascribed it all to a franc which 
he wore on his watch chain. This coin 
had a grim history, for it was the only 
piece of money found on the body of a 
gnmbler who committed suicide In the 
grounds of the Casino after losing his 
entire fortune at the gaming tables 
Another player, whose success at the 
tables attracted considerable attention 
last season, always carries in hts pocket 
when he goes to gamble a little Indian 
idol carved in Ivory, which he picked 
up In his travels in the east. When he 
makes a bet he invariably keeps one 
hand on this idol, and is sure that it 
brings him luck. On one occasion al 
Long Branch last year he went to th« 
tables without his mascot and experi­
enced such a run of had luck that he 
was obliged to beat a hasty retreat 
Another inveterate gambler who vis­
its Monte Carlo every year pins his 
faith to a miniature of his dead wife, 
which he wears attached to a chain 
around his neck: and an old player at­
tributes hts good luck to a silver watch 
which saved his life by stopping a bul­
let In one of ths battles of the civil 
war.

A familiar figure at Monte Carlo ti 
that of an elderly man who wears • 
perfect armory of charms danglina 
from his watch Fhaln. There Is a pig 
in gold, another in silver (the pig in 
any form is supposed to bring luck), 
an Egyptian scarab, an Indian rupee, 
an ancient Etruscan coin and a nail 
from the claw of a tiger which once 
nearly killed him. In spite of all this 
the old man has only moderate luck, 
which may be accounted for by the 
«•harms working against one another— 
playing at cross purposes and thus In­
terfering with the workings of the 
spell. He candidly confesses that he 
would he thousands of dollars richer 
if he would leave gambling alone. 
But the gambler's superstitions arc by 
no means confined to charms. Nothing 
is too trivial to be converted by him 
into an omen. A number of which he 
dreams, or which catches his eye on 
the street or in the newspaper, the 
number of letters In his name, the date 
of his birth his wife’s age when he 
first met her the date of his wedding 
—from these and many more fanciful 
sources he gets the numbers upon 
which he stakes bis chance of winning 
when the merry marble spins rollick­
ing around the whirling roulette 
wheel. Some men never play on a 
Friday or on the thirteenth of the 
month while others consider these 
their lucky days. Nearly every gam­
bler In this country considers it un­
lucky to play roulette or faro on Sun- 
da.—New York Press.

A woman who has two dogs, each the 

embodiment of canine health and hap­
piness, follows these rules: She sees
that they are fed regularly and that 
cleanliness and variety are observed. 
They are fed twice a day. morning and 
evening, on dog biscuits, a little flesh 
meat, vegetables and bones; game 
fowl, rabbit or fish bones she tabooes. 
A plentiful supply of water Is always 
at hand, says the Philadelphia Times. 
The dogs are groomed every morning, 
first with a comb, and then with a 
brush, and washed about once a fort­
night.

John Howat, at the Iowa BUta 

Farmers’ Institute, spoke on the breed­
ing and care of abeep. In part be 
said:

In breeding sheep the drat necessity
Is a knowledge of conditions and an 
understanding of what market demand 
you want to meet. It you expect to go 
Into business as a breeder of fine stock 
to supply the market for breeders, then 
you need the best there Is to be bad 
at reasonable figures. If you expect to 
raise fat lambs for the market, then 
you may bo satisfied to get your ex­
perience with common sheep. Good 
natives muke a very satisfactory foun­
dation. But be sure and use a good 
mutton ram of known family. Avoid 
buying a cheap ram. We have seen 
men pay $400 for a bull and 925 to $75 
for a boar pig, and $5 for a ram. The 
longer the leg, the poorer the wool, 
the more mongrel the appearance, the 
better he suited. We have never seen 
the arguments for breeding to good 
stock so thoroughly fortified as in 
breeding a half hundred native ewes to 
a Shropshire ram and having every 
lamb bearing on its face the image of 
its sire.

I will say that in personal experi­
ence the April lamb Is the lamb for 
Iowa conditions. The early lamb needs 
too much feed before the grass comes 
and the late lamb gets the stomach 
worm and the hot weather. Breeding 
sheep is a simple matter, but caring 
for them is different. They need the 
closest watching.

In building sheep barns or sheds, we 
always have the doors In the ends and 
never less than eight feet wide. Sheep 
are the most gentle and docile animals 
on earth, and yet are .ne biggest fools 
in creation. It makes no difference 
how well fed and cared for they may be 
they will wedge themselves in a door­
way or a gate and strain and pull and 
cause abortion. We have never been 
able to go through a season without 
some cases of abortion, especially in 
young ewes.

We rarely shut our breeding ewes In 
the shed, except at lambing time 
Unless the wind blows hard the coldest 
nights will find the bulk of the flock 
In the open yards. Avoid close sheds; 
sheep must have an abundance of air 
If a man will go into a close shed 
where a flock of sheep has beeu penned 
over night, the stench will almost 
sicken him. Even in the open yards 
In moist muggy, heavy weather th« 
smell is foul. Fresh air Is the first 
great requisite.

In going around among your sheep 
go quietly; don't hustle things and 
make them Jump and run. We ofteD 
go through our sheep with a lantern, 
and scarce a sheep gets on its feet, but 
if a stranger be along they get on their 
feet with a bound. We have lain 
among them by the hour, watching 
lambing ewes, but a quick movement 
will get them up In an instant. The 
lambing season Is a delicate time wttb 
the shepherd. Where It Is possible It 
Is profitable to have some one with 
them all the time, especially at night. 
Lambs are apt to come at all hours. 
We have heard men say at stock­
breeders’ meetings that sheep were saf« 
from 10 p. m. till 4 a. m., but we have 
to confess we have never in our ex­
perience had the pleasure of handling 
sheep possessed of such capabilities oi 
good manners. We have sometime« 
thought that daybreak was the most 
popular time with the ewes, but we get 
experiences thst confirm us in out 
opinion that a ewe drops her lamt 
whenever she gets ready. On one oc­
casion we had seventeen lambs dropped 
between the hours of 12 midnight and 
1:30 a. m.

When the lamb Is dropped it Is nec 
sssary to Bee that the ewe milks freely 
A black, stringy matter 1111a the teats 
and in many cases the lamb cannot 
start the milk. It should then be done 
by hand. The long ends and tags of 
the wool surrounding the udder should 
"¡>e clipped so the Iamb won’t get them 
In Its mouth. We let our lambs run 
with the ewes till August, when they 
ire weaned.

Th* Y o u n g  k o s L
It is advisable. In fact very Impor­

tant. that mares which are intended tc 
be worked should be fed in the box 
jyith the foals for a short time before, 
so as to get the latter well accustomed 
to eating crushed oats, bran, etc., so 
that the separation will be less keenly 
felt by them, and eating will occupy the 
time and minimize the risk of taking 
too much milk on an empty stomach. 
A drop of clean water should also be 
placed where It can be got at, but not 
split, and two foals will do better to­
gether than separately. If they are not 
■hut In too small a place. If they 
spend the day In a warm box and the 
night In a field exposed to the weather, 
a nasty cold may be the result; there­
fore, if the night should be very un- 
propitious after a hot day, It la wise 
to keep both mare and foal In an open 
shed or yard with a bit of green food 
rather than run the risk of exposure. 
When the day of showing or selling ar­
rives the youngster which has never 
bad -• -check, and ls ft^ re f 
full of bloom, wins o rn  the* neadol 
the dull and seedy looking one. and 
the difference In value will pay for a 
little trouble.—London Live Stock 
Journal.

Plttsburg, Pa.. Aug. 17.—The center 
of Interest In the steel tftrike Friday 
shifted to the west, where Jolliet 
finally swung into line with the strik­
ers and Milwaukee appointed Satur­
day as the time for the final vote ou 
the question. The news that came out 
of the west cheered the strikers 
throughout the districts in this vicin­
ity as no other developments since 
the labor war was declared. In their 
enthusiasm they count on favorable ac­
tion at Milwaukee, und carrying their 
hopes still farther, say that they will 
yet win Chicago over. These successes, 
they declare with apparent confidence, 
will make them masters of the situa­
tion and win the strike.

The steel operators ay the strikers 
are nearly at the flood tide of their 
success, and that when the ebb comes 
it can never be stopped. They do not 
seem to be disturbed by recent events, 
and with a confidence equal to that ot 
the strikers, talk of the T-ertalnty < f 
ultimate success. They assert that 
popular sentiment has never been be­
hind the strikers, and that the general 
Interest, which was aroused by the 
contest, is quickly waning. They claim 
that they are more than holding their 
own In the non-union plants that were 
unaffected, or have been started since 
the strike began, and are perfecting 
plans for reopening several plants now- 
idle. They also claim that many ot 
their men, particularly at McKeesport, 
Wheeling and Bellnire, were forced 
out by intimidation and will come dul£ 
as soon as excitement subsides.

Two hundred men employed in the 
National Galvaniing works of the Na­
tional Tube works at McKeesport 
struck. They were the last remaining 
workmen in the affected trades in that 
city and the tie-up is now as eomp'ete 
as possible there. The organizer] arc 
working indefatlgahly to keep the men 
in line. They are also extending their 
operations to Duquesne aud Home­
stead, the great strongholds of the Car­
negie company, and claim to ba gain­
ing ground at both places. The recent 
gains here and at Joliet will brin^j .the 
total men brought out by the third 
and final call of President Shaffer to 
about 30,000 and raise the total to 
about 70,000. President Shaifor an­
nounced that after Sept. I industrial 
Amalgamated men would receive 
strike benefits of $4 a week, and that 
some provision would be made for men 
outside the organization.

believe that the successful termination 
of the strike and the consequent 
checking of monopolistic arrogance 
will redound to the good not only of 
organized labor throughout this coun­
try, but of every one now living or 
to come after us who may hope and 
expect to earn a competence by hon­
est effort and enjoy the blessings 
vouchsafed by a true republic to a 
ire eand independent people; that the 
Democratic party is now and has al­
ways been opposed to trusts and mo­
nopolies, and we believe zealous Dem­
ocrats ought to labor at all times to 
stop their onward march aud their per­
manent engraftment upon the body 
politic; and, with this end in view, we 
pledge the sympathy and support of 
this body to the said Amalgamated 
association.

Mr. McFall sent to the speaker's desk 
and had read an editorial from the 
Springfield Republican dealing with 
the strike. He spoke in favor of his 
resolutions, giving a history of the 
strike, and describing the steel trust, 
the most gigantic and greedy of all 
combines.

This is the first contest of 
the kind Bince the triennial of 1833 
at San Francisco.

Twenty-seven of the handsomest 
belles of Kentucky will act as sponsors 
for the Sir Knights in this content. The 
conclave ball will be held in Confed­
erate hall on Thursday evening. This 
great floor will hold 15,004 dancers at 
once. The ball promises to be the must 
brilliant social function ever given in 
the soqAh. Churchill Downs, the fam­
ous rag) course where the Kentucky 
■derby ta run, will be the scene of a 
horse show during the week, at which 
Kentucky thoroughbreds will be on ex­
hibition. Excursions on the river will 
be given every afternoon and evening 
during the week and railrood side trips 
are to be made to the Mammoth cave,

As long ago as 1889, when the York 

branch of Masonry of Ijouisvllle made 
Its triennial pilgrimage to Washington, 
representative Kentucky knights went 
thither to extend to the Templars an 
invitation on behalf of the members 
of the order In the Blue Grass state to 
hold their next conclave In Its metrop­
olis, but Denver won. and three years 
later Boston carried off the prize i 
Louisville coveted. Again at the Hub J 
was Louisville defeated, but at Pitts- i 
burg, in 1898, succeeded in having the I
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knights agree to hold the 28th trien­
nial conclave of the Templar grand 
encampment of the United States In 
Louisville this year.

For three years the Templars of the 
state and city have been making per­
fect the plans for the hospitality they 
will extend to the visitors. The work 
has been divided among $0 different 
committees, whose members are the 
most prominent of all prob-sslous aud 
crafts in the city.

The executive committee, the gov­
erning body, while containing only 14 
members, has the mayor of the city, 
Hon. Charles P. Weaver, the post­
master, Dr. Thomas H. Baker, bank­
ers, wholesale merchants, leading rail­
road men, etc.

An entertainment fund of over $100,- 
000 has been raised, of which $35,000 
was given by the Knights Templars of 
Ixmisville and Kentucky and $20,000 by 
the city council as a special appropria­
tion. Besides this liberality on the 
part of the council. It has further 
agreed to meet practically all the ex­
pense incurred by the committee on 
public comfort, which will amount to 
about another $20,000.

The Knight* Trm plnr Drill.
The schedule of the drill Includes

A  Kubm crird Electric Motor,
A submerged electric motor Is a new 

device by which any small rowboat 
or yawl can be readily transformed 
Into a power-propelled craft, and this, 
too. without the slightest alteration 
being made In the craft. It Is also 
possible to change this motor from one 
boat to another as may be desired. The 
device consists of a combination of the 
motor, propeller, and rudder, and of 
itself weighs but thirty-five pounds. 
It occupies the place of the rudder. 
When in use the whole device is un 
der the water, but tl;e batteries by 
which it Is driven are located in the 
boat, and those supplied with the 
motor are of such compact form as to 
be readily stowed away under the 
seats of a rowboat of small propor­
tions. The motor not only propels the 
boat, but steers It as well, the boat an­
swering it more readily than the or­
dinary rudder, and will drive the craft 
ahead at the rate of six miles an hour.
