PUBLIC WORKS 
PROJECTS TO 
COST MILLION

Public works projects in Coke 
County are going ahead at a rapid
pace this spring. More than a 
million dollars will be spent in the* 
various construction programs 
which include the $300,000 court 
house*, $245,000 for mad, bridge 
and paving in Precinct 1, a $250- 
000 school house at Bronte, S1G0.00O 
for paving and bridge and road 
work in Precinct 2, and the new 
Farm to Market road to Water 
Valley. The latter project is fi­
nanced from state funds and will 
cost $140,000.

Most urgent of the jobs seems 
to be early completion of the pav­
ed highway connecting up the rap­
idly expanding oil field in the ex­
treme northwest comer of Coke 
County. It is to be financed by 
bends voted by Precinct 1 and inr- 
volves a new road on the west 
Silver “loop” , a new bridge across 
the Colorado River and a new 
highway leading from the bridge 
across the Colorado River and a 
new highway leading from the 
bridge southeast toward Highway 
158. west of Edith.

Younger Construction Co. has 
the contract for the Silver loop 
and will be ready to “shoot” the 
first three miles out of Silver the 
middle of next week.

Work on the new river bridge 
has a good start, with the steel 
pilings in place and some work 
done on abutments. There will be 
a delay, however, since the order 
for structural steel cannot be de­
livered for two months. Harry 
Newton of Albany is the bridge 
contractor. Piling was seated in 
solid rock below the river bed.

Engineer W. W. < Doc i Greif of 
McCamey says his firm has com­
pleted its survey of the new road 
on the south side of the river and 
it should be ready to advertise for 
bids in a week or two.

An underpass is being construc­
ted on the new road at Silver, 
permitting children grom Tubb 
Camp to go directly across to the 
school building. The underpass will 
Ik* 71 feet long, five feet wide, and 
l> feet high Twelve steps on each 
end will lead down to the under­
pass. Seven concrete cattle passes 
in tne six mile stretch from Silver 
to tilt* river have i>een completed. 
Two were constructed by Yucca 
and the remainder by Harry New­
ton.

N ounger plans to send men and 
equipment into Robert lax* within 
the next two weeks to work on the 
12 or more blocks of paving in the 
hospital and school areas.

Work is well under way on 
Brontes’ new school building, with 
much of the concrete footings al­
ready poured. Included in the Pre­
cinct 2 l>ond issue was paving 
for more than 100 blocks of Bronte 
city streets. This project is also 
will underway. Most of the streets 
have been graded and base ma­
terial is being spread.

This week we begin our tenth 
year as publisher of The Observer. 
Time goes rapidly, yet it seems a 
long time since we landed in Ro­
bert Lee on April 6. 1946.

It was dry that spring, just like 
it is now. Coming down from Iowa 
where they are liable to get too 
much rain instead of not enough, it 
w as a new country to me. I asked 
Frank McCabe when it was sup­
posed to rain, lie said nobody 
knew and maybe it wouldn't rain 
all year. Well, it didn't rain until 
August 29th.

The common saying here that j  
only only a new comer will predict 
rain is well founded. I'm be­
coming acclimated finally, would­
n't predict rain under any cir­
cumstances. In fast. 1 don't be­
lieve it's going to rain.

How we get along is almost a 
miracle. However, the continuing 
excellent economic condition in 
Coke County has been due to oil. 
It was December after we arrived 
in April that oil was discovered on 
Aden Jameson's ranch at Silver. 
From then on development was ra­
pid and has become enormous. 
Good jobs were provided in the oil 
fields and many farmers and 
ranchment have been able to keep 
their heads above water by work­
ing out.

The past nine years have been 
eventful. We have seen numerous 
wonderful improvements in our 
town and county. Robert Lee and 
Bronte have solved their municipal 
water problems, we have a fine 
county hospital, more paved high­
ways, new modern school build­
ings and a new court house under 
construction.

During the period we have ex­
perienced our greatest sorrow and 
with children living elsewhere, 
home life is not what it used to lie. 
But everyone has been kind and 
sympathetic in overlooking our 
short comings and mistakes. For 
which wo are truly grateful.

We are glad we came to Robert 
Lee. It was an accident in a way. 
We had come down into northern 
Mississippi to look at a newspaper 
property. Upon investigation we 
found each of the four grocery 
store's were run by Chinamen and 
they wouldn't spend a dollar for 
advertising. Eighty per cent of the 
2,500 people in the town were Ne­
groes. and the biggest business 
enterprise was a burial society.

Then we learned The Observer 
was for sale. We went down to 
Jackson and hit west on Highway 
80 Stopped over night in Shreve­
port Car broke down at Glade- 
water and we came on out by 
bus. Ticket seller in the bus sta­
tion at Dallas didn’t know there 
was a town named Robert I axv

Tribute To
George Powers
Dear Editor and Many Readers:

Been thinking for some time that 
I woull write a line to The Obser­
ver, but let procrastination cheat 
me. However, when 1 flashed my 
eyes on the front page of the last 
issue ami saw old George Powers 
standing there, playing the fiddle, 
looking as natural as com bread 
1 said I would write.

I broke down anti cried like a 
baby when 1 saw that picture, so 
did W. D. Now I am ashamed of 
my tears in times like that.

George Powers has really been 
a brother to me. 1 can truthfully 
say that in the 56 years that 1 
have known him. I've never seen 
him mad or hoard him use a curse 
word—and he does both 1 have 
told W. 0 . several times that I've 
never known a fairer or squarer 
man than George

1 remember when at the funer­
al of my fattier, it looked like 1 
could not make the grade, 1 turn­
ed to George, whose wife had been 
buried there about three weeks 
previously, and said. "George, 
how did you stand it?”

In a broken and sympathetic 
voice he said, "1 had to, Eather.” 
I learned something then. Wo en­
dure those things because we have 
to.

Yes, George is a good fiddler. 
Ik* and I have played many miles 
together. Just now 1 ean't recall 
a time that we have visited down 
there since we left the country, 
that George didn't drag out his 
old Stainer and we'd have music. 
He and 1 have always thought 
lots of each other's music. Fun­
ny thing about that little fiddle of 
George’s. Some forty years ago 
George needed a fiddle bow. He 
selected one from the Sears-Roe­
buck catalog and ordered it— 
thirty-five cents! (Don’t I wish 
they were that cheap now!) In a 
few days, George received notice 
from the express office at San An­
gelo that a package was there for 
him. He went over, got the pack­
age and it was two bows and a 
fiddle1' A statement was with it 
to the effect that he owed the com­
pany thirty-five cents—he sent the 
money and has been playing that 
fiddle these many years.

If you will notice in the picture, 
the apron piece on the fiddle looks 
whit** It is. George made it him­
self from a bone picked up in the 
pasture

I recall that when a lass of some 
fourteen or fifteen summers, I 
would, at night, sit out in the 
yard, lean back against the porch 
and play my fiddle. A habit was 
formed without any word of agree­
ment at all. on the part of the par­
ticipants—it just fell into line. 
As you know , we lived just across 
the field from Mrs. Powers, dis­
tance of perhaps one half mile. 
Sound carried clear and strong on

the night air, and one night 1 
would play for the Powers boy’s, 
George and W. 1)., the next night 
they would play for me. How pret­
ty that music was, borne on the 
night air! A silent understanding 
was that when "Good-bye My Lit­
tle Darling” was played, the pro­
gram was over for that night.

It indeed speaks well for a man 
who has lived and moved and had 
his being in one community for 
more than half a century, to be 
honored and held in esteem as the 
Edith community does George 
Powers.

Music comes from the soul, and 
from the smooth, gentle way in 
which George pulls the bow, we 
deem his soul is all tranquil and 
serene.
