Polling places where Coke Coun-
ty farmers may cast ballots in
the referendum on marketing
quotas for the 1963 upland cotton
crop were announced today by
Clarence E. Arrott, Chairman, Ag-
ricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation County Committee. The
referendum will be held on Tues-
day, Dec. 11.

at the city hall in Bronte. Polls
will be open from 8 a.m. to 6|
p.m.

Arrott explained that every ef-
fort has been made to inform far-
mers fully about the allot-quota]
program, so that the outcome of|
the referendum may represent t,hcl
considered opinion of all the vot-|
ers. Farmers eligible to cast bnl-!
lots are all those engaged in the
production of upland cotton crop|
in 1962. Approval by at least two-|
-thirds of the growers voting is
necessary if the quotas are to gol

If the vote is favorable, quotas
will be in effect for the crop

If the vote is not favorable,
there will be no quotas or pen-
alties applicable to the 1963 up-|
land cotton crop, and price sup-
port to cooperators will be at 50
per cent of parity, as directed by|
law.
