Fire Department 
Reaches Limit in 
Lowering Key Rate

Mayor Robert Vaughan said the 
installation of such a 500 Gallon 
Per Minute pump is a future pros­
pect, and would depend on water 
consumption, and would involve an 
expenditure of a possible six to 
eight thousand dollars.

Pumps now in operation will 
pump 300 and 250 GPM against a 
150 head. To further lower the 
rate, regardless of what else may 
be done, will require a total of
I, 000 GPM put into the mains 
against a 150 foot head.

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Concluding Her Story, Mrs. Powers 
Says Writing Songs, Leading Singing 
Has Been In Answer To Divine Call

To write the concluding chapter 
of this story is to answer the re­
quest of some to write the story 
of my life as a Gospel singer. But 
I want to add a line to previous 
chapters of my fiddling experi­
ence to say that I never played 
for dances.

We never attended dances.
To that fine young man in Sham­

rock, Texas, who had sufficient 
confidence in my ability to believe 
1 could write a book and asked me 
to write the stor> of my life, I 
will say that this series of articles 
is an attempt to do so. Hope you 
have enjoyed reading it. Bob. as 
I have enjoyed writing it.

Very early in life, I felt a strong 
love for Gospel singing. Somehow 
it touched my heart. I remember 
the first Gospel song 1 attempted 
to even help sing.

The family had retired for the 
night, except Edna and myself. 
1 was sitting on the floor, playing 
with a pretty little wooden box. 
Edna was at the organ, practic­
ing gospel songs.

Started on Bass
The song she was trying at that 

time was that great old song. 
"Seeking the Lost," with a bass 
lead at the chorus. She just could­
n't manage that two part lead 
by herself. She told me to come 
sing the bass for her. I took my 
little box and stood on it—I could­
n’t read—and she played the bass 
over until 1 learned the music by 
ear.

Then she taught me the words. 
We sang the song without a bob­
ble, that is. the chorus. I've been 
a bass singer ever since.

1 used to go with Papa and Ma­
ma down to Paint Creek. The 
singing of those fine old hymns

without music had a wondrous at­
traction for me.

A man by the name of Jitn 
Sparks sang bass. It was so pret­
ty to me as I would watch his 
Adam's apple work up and down, 
I thought that must be what it 
took to be a good bass singer.

Jim Sparks was a brother to 
Mrs. Anna Barger, mother of Miss 
Juanita Barger, who was born so 
many thousand years ago and 
knows everything in the world! 1 
understand Juanita "saw Peter 
Paul and Moses playing Ring 
Around the Roses, and she’s here 
to lick the guy that says ’taint 
so.”

It was necessary to go behind 
the turn of the century to get the 
foregoing prelude to my life as 
a gospel singer. I always sang 
at church, at home, and at the 
singings in the homes of the com­
munity.

Somehow they always looked to 
me to help lead the songs. I knew 
no music, and only God knew how 
badly I wanted to attend a singing, 
school.

When I was fourteen, the Big 
Meeting was in progress at Pecan 
Creek with Rev. J. C. Johnson do­
ing the preaching, also he led 
most of the singing.

One night when he had given 
the invitation, things weren’t go­
ing to suit him, I suppose.

He threw up his hands, stopped 
the singing and said. "Sing ‘Come j 
Thou Fount of Every Blessing’ to 
the tune of 'I Will Arise and Go 
to Jesus’.” I knew I could do 
that. So I took out on it. I led 
the singing at Pecan church ever 
after that.

I went with my Daddy several 
times to his outside appointments

and led the singing for him. even 
though 1 knew no music. 1 loved 
to lead the singing for his baptiz- 
ings. Scented like we made a 
team.

Learned Notes From Mother
One day I took a song book out 

on the porch and told Mama to 
show me the notes. She did. She 
taught me each note by name and 
shape. That was my first lesson 
in singing.

When I was 16. Pecan Church 
had a singing school by Quentin 
Sanders, Mrs. Schooler's nephew 
I attended eight or ten singing 
schools, and became an excellent 
sight reader. But I was not satis­
fied.

I wanted to know more. I want­
ed to know how songs are made— 
what made a song tick. I kept 
looking for an opportunity to come 
my way, and it didn’t, so I went 
to where the opportunity was.

In January of 1948, I went to 
Dallas and attended the Stamps 
Quartet School of Music. I have 
attended 16 of them since. I have 
learned what makes a song tick, 
and hold the highest certificate 
that school awards.

In January of 1952, my first 
song was published in the Stamps 
Quartet book. I’ve had a song 
in most of their books since, and 
some in the books of other com­
panies.

I have out a little book of my 
own songs, published in 1956—had 
a thousand printed and have sold 
down to below four hundred. But 
some of my best songs have been 
written and published since then. 
I write both words and music to 
my songs.

With Daughters in Quartet
Before my girls were married, 

we were a quartet. Mable usual­
ly sang the lead, Vera Lee on the 
alto, Jewell on the tenor, and their 
mother on the bass. They could 
all three play the piano and the 
guitar.

Early in life, I felt a deep, Di­
vine call to sing. I have never

been any great shakes as a singer, 
but I ’ve answered the call. If you 
came to Pecan Church any time 
between 1904 and 1908 and saw 
me leading the singing, I was an­
swering that call.

I’ve taught a few singing schools 
and conducted the singing for a 
number of protracted meetings, 
5th Sunday meetings, associations, 
etc., and in it all 1 was answering 
that call.

If you have been to a singing 
convention anywhere from Cloud- 
croft, Lovington, or Portales, New 
Mexico, across to Tyler, Athens, 
or Terrell, Texas and have seen 
me on the floor leading I was an­
swering that call. If you have 
been to a convention from Perry-

ton in the extreme north Panhan­
dle across to Abilene, Sweetwater, 
Bronte, or Robert Lee and have 
seen me on the floor leading, I 
was answering that call.

From Cordell, Altus, or Fred­
erick, Oklahoma, to Wichita Falls, 
Vernon, or Odell, Texas, I was an­
swering that call. When you see 
me singing His praises up around 
the Great White Throne, you can 
just know I have answered the 
final call!

Chiseling one-eighth of an inch 
of solid concrete off both bani­
sters of a full length bridge, by 
hand, would be one reason why the 
Chadbourne street bridge across 
the Concho has not opened to traf­
fic yet.

After it was all finished, engi­
neers found the concrete was one- 
eighth of an inch too wide! No 
doubt that would have ruined it, 
too.
