The question of where goes the water on the Colorado River is 

being discussed in public and private, and more may be involved 
in it than we read about.

Robert Lee has never had need to go to w ar for Big Spring, 
Midland and Odessa. It just happens that our interests are mutual 
in this thing.

There is no other dam proposed to be built by anybody anywhere  
near Robert Lee. or that Robert Lee will reap any benefit from. 
This is the only project that offers us the use of the water that falls 
in western Coke County.

Colorado River Municipal Water District has proposed to sell 
to the Upper Colorado River Authority at the dam at cost all the 
water Robert Lee. Bronte, and Ballinger need from this dam now or 
in the future, under an agreement that we will not pay for it until 
we need it.

These are the towns and this is the area that has legal right to 
this water. We here sre not able to build a dam. If neighbors to 
the west can and will come in here and build it and let us have 
what water we need for domestic and industrial development, then 
that is a fa ir  trade. They are ready to start when they get per. 
mission.

This can be done without one cent of cost to San Angelo. It  is 
not San Angelo’s water. They do not have to buy one quart of it 
to finance this dam.

The only respect m which this is San Angelo’s business is that 
this is San Angelo’s trade territory. It is their wholesale and their 
retail trade area. Any development here will help them.

We have supported the building of dams over their way. The 
thing we need now from San Angelo is their endorsement of this 
project before the Texas Water Commission. If it rains they have 
enough water storage. If they need more, the state can permit them 
to hold more in storage in the dams they already have.

The story of Mr. Allen's 87 
years. 75 of them in Coke Coun­
ty. has often been told among 
us here, and in other newspapers 
of the area. Born at Salado in 
Bell County, living some time 
in McClellan, he came from there 
to Hayrick in 1889 in time to sec 
Coke County organized.

‘•There was one wire fence 
between Hayrick a n d  Valley 
Creek (in Runnels County Mr. 
Allen recalls.

He and Amelia Caraway, dau­
ghter o f the late Mr. and Mrs. 
W. T. Caiaway were married in 
the home of her parents west of 
Hayrick on June 15. 1902 The 
Caraways had come here in 1883. 
while this was a part of Tom 
Green County.

The Allens lived in Schleicher 
County two years, moving from

there to Tcm Green County. 
Working first on ranches, then 
ranching on his own, in later 
years, Mr. Allen worked for the 
old March Bros, mercantile firm, 
then in 1908 was elected con­
stable, which started him on a 
career as peace officer that made 
his well known in West Texas. 
From 1910 to 1920 he was sheriff 
of Tom Green, then moved to his 
Ccke County ranch, about 8 miles 
northeast of Robert Lee.

He returned to politics, being 
elected sheriff of Coke County in 
1922, serving four years. Return­
ing to San Angelo, he served as 
chief deputy for his long time 
friend, Sheriff Van Court.

Mr. Allen continues active, 
working in his yard, watching TV, 
reading the papers and keeping 
alert to local, state, and nation­
al affairs.
