“The inscription on this marker
points out that the trip one-way
took 25 days, seven of these spent
iIn crossing Texas from Preston
(now Lake Texoma) to Jacksboro,
Ft. Belknap, Ft. Chadbourne and
El Paso,” Timberlake recounted.

The $10,000 Moody Foundation
grant helps the Texas State Histori-
cal Survey Committee and the Tex-
as Historical Foundation in their
RAMPS program to record, appre- |
ciate, preserve and survey Texas
history.
