Omar Burleson Makes Announcement 
Regarding Candidacy For Congress

Congressman Omar Burleson 
has formally announced his can- 
didacy for re-elect ion to Congress 
subject to the Democratic Pri. 
marv on May 4 and in the General 
Election in November.

“The people of Coke County

The meeting is not merely a 
matter of preserving a building, 
or of history, though that is in­
volved. An adequate library, and 
other matters of considerable in. 
terest to the county the town and 
area are Involved. Details will 
be brought out in this meeting.

Elton Mims, practical citizen 
and rancher, as w’ell as a leader 
in historical and heritage work, 
has been invited to preside.

In regard to the ranch house, 
it is necessary that a decision bo 
reached soon, as there are others 
interested in securing it on these 
terms. Of course there are other 
old ranch buildings. It is not 
merely a matter of securing an 
old building, but of combining 
historical preservation with coun­
ty and community use now and 
in the future, in a building big 
enough to meet a number of 
needs, as well as unique and in­
teresting to the public in general.

Some help may be secured from 
public funds, it is believed, but on 
condition that sufficient interest 
be shown in raising funds and es­
tablishing a foundation from pri­
vate sources to insure that It will 
be a worthwhile and continuing 
center.

The county is spending $40,000 
per year for recreation, very little 
indeed on the kind of Interests 
and activities involved here.
