Briscoe that a lack of
qualified workers was a major
impediment to their economic
expansion,’’ Brown said.

The day-long Job Matching
Fair will be held from 9 a.m. to
3 p.m. in the Women's Gym at
Amarillo College, Washington
and 26th Streets. Job seekers
planning to attend are encour-
aged to be prescreened at the
Texas Employment Commis-
sion Or a manpower services
office to speed up their par-
ticipation in the fair. Screening
will also be conducted at the
fair.

the job fair for people living in
outlying areas, and will also
assist with the prescreening.

"'Our participating industries
will have booths in the gym,
and prospective employees will
be directed to the interviewers

The Texas First program
began in May of 1975 to over-
come recessionary thinking by
both business leaders and the
general public. During the Job
Creation Campaign, more than
45,000 jobs were identified,
and almost 36,000 of them are
known to be filled.

Under the leadership of the
Texas Industrial Commission,
the Texas Education Agency,
Texas Employment Commis-
sion and Texas Department of
Community Affairs are working
together to solve problems aris-
ing when a business tries to
expand —whether in the areas
of production, payrolls or fa-
cilities.

Texas produces more than
20% of the nation’s interstate
supply of gas. Every year it
ships out of the state 2.7 trillion
cu. ft. of gas. Deep concern
over the rapidly dwindling re-
serves of natural gas is promp-
ting members of the Texas
Railroad Commission to con-
sider the possibility of support-
ing a state law which would
limit shipments of natural gas
out of the state of Texas.

THE constitutionality of such
a law is highly questionable,
but it would take years to get
the matter settled in the courts.
Meanwhile, Texas might be
successful in reducing deliver-
ies of gas to out of state cus-
tomers until the lengthy liti-
gation would be settled.

One member of the Texas
Railroad Commission has been
quoted in a national business
magazine as saying that he
might favor state legislation to
limit gas production in Texas to
an amount not to exceed the
amount of new gas discovered.
Lately Texas has been produc-
ing 40% more gas annually
than it has been finding. Such
legislation would reduce out of
state shipments by 25%.

Not only are Texans concern-
ed about the amount of gas
shipped to the interstate mar-
ket, but bargain basement pric-
es for the gas is also a problem.
Other states are not developing
gas production because of the
low price of interstate gas
being shipped from Texas
while Texas corporations are
required to pay much higher
prices for gas produced in the
state. Celanese Chemical Co. in
Pampa has announced a multi-
million dollar conversion of
their Pampa plant from natural
gas to coal.

conditions—by getting in the
open, keeping his footing, and
outracing everyone Littlefield
could put on the field.

On one 18-yard TD run in the
last two minutes, Mayberry
was in the clear so quickly that
he was holding the ball in the
air at the 9-yard line to let Dim-
mitt fans know he was gone.

Dimmitt fans, as well as the
players, must be praised for
their endurance. They sat
through the title game in one of
the worst snowstorms in many
a year, and then most of them,
wet and cold, joined the team
in the middle of the field for a
celebration and a prayer of
thanks that their boys had
come through a rough game
with no serious injuries.

SNOW started falling in Lit-
tlefield at 4:15 p.m. Friday and
it was still coming down heavily
at the end of the game. At least
five inches of snow was on the
field by halftime. Dimmitt gain-
ed 10 yards in the entire first
quarter but also lost nine. Lit-
tlefield was able to pass against
the Bobcats and gain three first
downs but also was forced to
punt twice before the first
quarter ended scoreless.

The second period saw the
fumbles begin. Littlefield mov-
ed the ball to the Dimmitt 22-
yard on a pass play, but Dim-
mitt recovered the ball when
the receiver was hit hard. On
the first play after the recovery,
Mayberry fumbled and the
Wildcats regained the ball at
the Dimmitt 31. Jett West
picked up 11 yards, but the
Bobcat defense tightened up
and forced the Wildcats to try
for a field goal from the 12-yard
line on fourth down. The ball
was mishandled in the snow,
and guard Lane Loudder came
up with it at the Dimmitt 23.

On the next play, Mayberry
swept around left end, cut back
to the right and raced 77 yards
for the first score of the game.
Matt Howell managed to get
the extra point over the bar and
Dimmitt had a 7-0 lead with
only 1:57 left in the first
half—and appeared a cinch to
be leading at half time.

BUT THE Wildcats had come
to play, too, and after getting
the ball at the Dimmitt 47 on
the kickoff, started a 53-yard
TD drive that was helped along
by a 10-yard penalty against
Dimmitt for a late hit at the 20.
West blasted over from the 2-
yard line for the score with only
14 seconds left in the half.
Ayala passed to Smith for two
extra points and Littlefield sent
the Bobcats to the dressing
room trailing by 8-7.

After the second-half kickoff,
the Wildcats moved to their
43-yard line before a jarring

EDDY CHAVERS took the
pitchout from Mayberry on
third down and raced 44 yards
to put the Cats ahead. Chavers
also ran the two-point conver-
sion and Dimmitt was ahead
15-8 with 8:25 left in the third
period.

There was no more scoring in
the third period, although Matt
Howell did try a 17-yard field
goal that barely got out of the
SNOw.

Littlefield got on the board
again after putting Dimmitt in
the hole with a punt that rolled
dead at the Dimmitt 4-yard
line. The Bobcats were forced
to punt it out, getting it only to
the Dimmitt 27. Rudy Ayala
gained four yards on the first
play and Dimmitt was assessed
a penalty that put the ball at
the Dimmitt 12. Blake Wood
picked up nine yards on his
first try, then was held for no
gain, then went over from the
3-yard line with 5:17 left in the
game. Jett West tried to run
over the two-point conversion
that would have given the
Wildcats the lead, but the de-
termined Dimmitt defense
stopped him short and Dimmitt
was still leading, 15-14, with
5:17 left in the game.

LITTLEFIELD held Dimmitt
after the kickoff and forced a
punt to the Littlefield 25-yard
line. On the Wildcats' third
down, Dennis Veals blocked a
pass that was meant for Smith
in the open, and on fourth
down Jody Minnick broke
through and sacked Ayala for a
loss. Dimmitt took over on the
Littlefield 18 with 1:57 left.

On the first play, Mayberry
sprinted to the left and went in
standing up for the score. Cha-
vers tried to run for two extra
points that would have iced the
game, but he was stopped at
the line of scrimmage.

On the second play after Lit-
tlefield received the kickoff,
Larry Bossett made a big pass
interception at the Littlefield
45.

Mayberry was stopped for no
gain and Dimmitt got a five-
yard penalty that put the ball at
midfield. Littlefield thought
Dimmitt would just kill the
clock, but when Mayberry
burst through and found him-
self in the clear, he put another
TD on the board with a 50-yard
run with only 30 seconds left in
the game. Howell’s kick was no
good, but Dimmitt had won the
3-AA title with a 27-14 win over
the Wildcats.

Dimmitt tried no passes in

cat backs carried the ball. May-
berry got 169 yards on 14 car-
ries, Chavers picked up 103
yards on just seven tries, and
Tony Washington got 45 yards
on 13 carries.

The final District 3-AA
standings: Dimmitt (3-0-2), Fri-
ona (3-1-1), Littlefield (2-2-1),
Olton (1-1-3), Morton (1-2-1)
and Muleshoe (0-4-0). Morton
and Muleshoe cancelled their
Friday night game—the fight
for the cellar —due to bad wea-
ther. Every team in the district
had a tie in its league record,
except Muleshoe. Dimmitt fin-
ished the regular season with a
6-2-2 mark; the win at Little-
field Friday was the Bobcats’
first victory on the road this
season.

Dimmitt will meet Floydada
(6-3-1), winner of District 4-
AA, at Hereford Friday night at
7:30 in the bi-district game to
see who will play the winner of
the Spearman-Childress clash
being played the same night at
Pampa.

(For what it is worth, it has
been 25 years since the Bobcats
have won a bi-district game.
That one came in 1951 when
they beat Canadian 28-7 before
falling in regional to Aber-
nathy, 20-19.)

Coach Bruce Bush, who in
his first year as a head coach
has captured a district cham-
pionship, got the best of the
deal for the playoff site with
the Floydada coaches. Bush
flipped for Hereford and Friday
night while Floydada was want-
ing Plainview and Saturday
night. Dimmitt fans will sit on
the west side and be consider-
ed the home team.

Longhorns 'warm up' for
playoffs with 21-6 win

The Hart Longhorns put the
clincher on the District 3-A
championship Friday night, de-
feating Bovina 21-6 for their
second straight undisputed
title.

THE BLINDING snowstorm
of six inches helped Bovina
control the explosive Hart of-
fense.

After kicking off, the Mus-
tangs got the ball back on the
second play from scrimmage
when Kerry George fumbled on
the Hart 30. Six plays later Bo-
vina's Ruben Salazar broke
loose and scored from 19 yards
out with 9:12 left in the period
—only the second TD in district
play against the rugged Hart
defense. The PAT kick of Ron-
nie Cary was blocked.

On the next series, a 15-yard
penalty forced Hart to punt.
The Mustangs then moved to
the Hart 25 but at that point
Glen Black blasted QB Cary to
knock the ball out of his hands
and nose guard Berto Minjarez
fell on it at the 27. Three plays
and a penalty later, QB Eliazar
Castillo hit end Bryan Irons on
a pass across the middle and
Irons rambled 73 yards and the
touchdown with only 46 sec-
onds left. Bobby Allensworth
drilled the uprights for the go-
ahead point.

WHEN Bovina had the ball
again, Hart's Mike Finch blast-
ed Salazar on an end-around
for an eight-yard loss, then
Cary was thrown for a 23-yard
loss on the attempted punt
when the hike from center was
high. This gave the 'Horns the
ball on the Bovina 7 and
George punched it across from
one yard out with exactly 11
minutes of the second showing.
Making key blocks were Black,
Kelly King, Irons and Newsom.
The PAT kick was off to the
side in the heavy snowstorm.

The rest of the quarter was a
case of slip and slide as neither
team could get the footing to
move the ball effectively. Bo-
vina's QB Cary was sacked for
losses on two more plays, one
by Minjarez and the other by
Mike Finch, but Hart failed to
take advantage of this as FB
Glen Black was shoved into a
Castillo-to-George handoff on
the Hart. 44 and Hart lost the
ball. Later Bovina's Gerald
Shelby intercepted a Castillo
pass intended for Irons on the
"Horns 23. The 'Horns held the
Mustangs to a minus 15 yards
rushing in the second period.

The third quarter was anoth-
er period of time slithering
away. Both teams failed to
maintain drives, the longest of
which was a 54 yarder, with a
George scamper of 21, but it
led ultimately to a punt. Both
teams had to punt twice but
because of field conditions no
one attempted to field one all
night. On defense, Minjarez
and tackle Larry Marble got
another QB sack but most of
the offense was stopped by the
weather.

There was an exchange of
punts at the beginning of the
final quarter before Hart got a
break on the Bovina 27 when
Cary couldn’t find the handle
on the ball and Irons scooped it
in. Five plays later, Castillo
pinpointed split end Johnny
Newsom with an 18-yarder and
the TD with 5:11 showing. Cas-
tillo then capped it when he
plunged across for the two
extra points behind blocks of
Cary McLain, Lester Aven,
Irons and Black.

BOVINA again gave up the
ball on a fumble that was re-
covered by Hart's Larry Marble
on the 'Horns 37. However,
Hart could not maintain a drive
in the snow, and punted. The
'Horns' defense rose for this
final occasion and Rodolfo Gon-
zales got an important QB sack
to give Bovina a second-and-19.

called a subscription book lib-
rary.

THE MAN who standardized
all American libraries was Mel-
vin Dewey. He is responsible
for the Dewey Classification
System which all smaller lib-
raries in the US and many lib-
raries around the wotld use to
organize their books. He was
also responsible for the image
of the library, although he did
not know it. For you see, Mr.
Dewey was a ladies’ man—had
to have one in the room with
him at all times—so it was not
unusual that nearly all the stu-
dents in his library school were
young shapely women. Until
this time librarians were all
men and all serious scholars.
At the beginning of this cen-
tury women had taken over the
library—and they're still with
us today.

During the 1960’s cities and
towns began to realize that
libraries were serving only one-
third of the public. The rest
could not be reached, or were
named ‘‘non-readers’’, so the
cities and towns asked for rea-
sons why a library should exist
if it only used its money for
one-third of the people. As the
decade went on, schools res-
ponded to this threat by train-
ing librarians to be sensitive to
all groups and not just to
“readers.”” During the 1970's
librarians went even further.
They debated the proposition
that since a librarian was a
public servant, then he should
be morally involved with cur-
rent issues and the library
should take a stand on political,
moral and controversial issues.

We librarians are still hash-
ing that one around. In the
meantime, unfortunately, un-
judicious librarians get fired for
placing the library boards in
embarrassing spots by sub-
scribing their library to an un-
popular opinion on controver-
sial issues.

Yet, it has brought librarians
into the real world, out of their
musty offices and book shelves.
Librarians today are a highly

respect for the rights of all
groups and which is very vocal
on current events. I think that
it is fitting for a profession in-

Turkey tips given
for holiday meals

ping and place the meat on a
dish or tray, covering loosely
with waxed paper or foil. Re-
frigerate immediately. Turkey
stored this way will keep for a
few days.

Frozen turkey should be
placed in the freezer and held
at 0 degrees F, or below, until
time to thaw for cooking. For
top quality, do not keep longer
than six months.

Commercially frozen, stuffed
birds should not be thawed
before cooking. Approximate
thawing time for a frozen un-
stuffed turkey weighing 12-16

pounds is 2-2'2 days in the re-
frigerator, 6-7 hours in cool
water and 12-14 hours at room
temperature.

Frozen whole turkeys and
parts need to be cooked soon
after thawing. Frozen turkey
also may be placed directly in
the oven, but the cooking time
will be longer.

COOKING turkey—Ready-
to-cook turkeys require little
cleaning. Wash the bird in cool
water and dry with paper tow-
els.

Salt the body cavity well.
Grease the skin of the bird with
softened fat or oil. Place breast
side up on a rack in a shallow
pan and roast at 350° F. until
the internal temperature reach-
es 180° F. A meat thermometer
may be inserted into the thick-
est part of the breast or thigh
muscle.

You don’t like okra? A lot of
people don’t, but wait a min-
ute.

HOW ABOUT bread made
with okra-seed flour and okra-
seed oil? No, this is not a joke,
it's a promise. A research
chemist at the UT Health Sci-
ence Center is experimenting
to see what food products can
be extracted from okra seeds.

*

HE SAYS the demand now is
for the small green pods and
we okra-lovers enjoy them but-
tered, fried or pickled, but
that's wasteful, the chemist
says, because a pod will grow
to nearly a foot long and have
100 seeds the 'size of small
peas.

He has found that about 20
percent of the seed is oil which
could make an edible product,
the inner part of the seed
makes a high-protein flour and
the outer hull might be used as
animal food.

*

BEFORE we start chuckling,
we'd best remember all the
uses Dr.” George. W. Carvelf
found for peanuts. Who knowsy
we may see fields of okra
springing in Castro County
someday, alongside those of
sunflowers, soybeans and other
once-scorned plants.

And backyard gardeners may
take heart now at the height of
the okra season, when the
family has had all the okra it
wants this year—and so have
the neighbors and friends who
have been pressed to ‘‘just
come over anytime and pick all
you want."’

Any of them can testify that
okra is certainly a prolific
plant, once it gets started and
the sun shines hot.
