What la a nostrum T According to 
Oib Standard Dictionary a nostrum la 
"a medicine tho composition at which 
U kept a secret." Now, when a physi­
cian compounds and dispenses with 
his own hands a remedy Jar tha treat­
ment of a disease-and It 1# authorita­
tively stated that probably dfi per 
cent of all physicians' prescriptions 
la this country aro so dispensed the 
psines aad quantities of tho Ingre­
dients which constitute tho remedy 
are not made known to tho patient. 
Hence, slnoe Its eons position is kept n 
secret by the physician, tho remedy or 
proscription Is ua«ee*tkmably, la the 
true moaning of tha word, a Simon- 
purs most rum. Furthermore, th* pre­
scription compounded by th* average 
physician la more than likely to ho a 
perfect jumble capiat* with thera­
peutic. physiologic and chemical In­
compatibilities sad bearing aU th* ear- 
marks of pharmaceutical In com po­
tency ; for It is sow generally admitted 
that unless g physician has mads a 
special study of pharmacy aad passed 
soma lima In a drug store for the pur­
pose of gaining a practical knowledge 
of modern nharmaoeutlcal methods, 
b* Is not fitted to compound remedies 
for his patients. Moreover, a physi­
cian who compounds his own prescrip­
tion! not only deprives th* pharmacist 
of his just emoluments, but h* endan­
gers th* lives of pstlsnts; for It Is 
only by ths detection and elimination 
of errors la prescriptions by clever, 
competent preecriptlonlsts that th* 
safety of the public can be effectually 
shielded from the criminal blunders 
of Ignorant physicians.

Nor can It be said that tbe avenge 
physician Is any mors competent to 
formulate a prescription than be Is to 
compound It. When memorised or di­
rectly copied from a book of "favorite 
prescriptions by famous physicians," 
or from some text-book or medical 
journal, the prescription may be all 
that It should be. It la only when the 
physician Is required to originate a 
formula on the spur of the moment 
that his Inrompetency Is distinctly evi­
dent. Seemingly, however, the physi­
cians of the United States are little 
worse than the average British physi­
cian; for we find Dr. James Burnett, 
lecturer on Practical Materia Medlca 
and Pharmacy. Edinburgh, lamenting 
n the Medical Mainline tbe passing 

of ths prescription and bemoaning the 
fact that seldom does he And a “ flhal 
man” able to devise a prescription 

: even In “good contracted Latin."
And what. It may be asked, la the 

status of the written prescription—the 
j prescription that la compounded and 

dispensed by the pharmacist—Is It, 
too, a nostrum? It may be contended 
that ths patient, with the written 
formula In his possession, may learn 
the character of the remedy pre­
scribed. Bo. possibly, he might If ha 
understood Latin and were s physician 
or a pharmacist, but as he usually pos­
sesses no professions! training asd 
cannot read Latin, the prescription Is 
practically a dead secret to him. 
Furthermore, the average prescription 
la so badly written and so greatly 
abbreviated that even the pharmacist, 
■killed as ha usually is In deciphering 
medical hieroglyphs. Is constantly 
obliged to Interview preacrlbers to 
find out what actually has been pre­
scribed. It may also bo contended, 
that Inasmuch as the formula Is known 
to both physician nod pharmacist ths 
prescription cannot therefore be a se­
cret. But with equal truth It might be 
contended that tbe formula of any so- 
called nostrum Is not s secret since It 
Is knows to bott prrprietor sad manu­
facturer; for It must net he forgotten 
that, according to reliable authority, 
96 per cent, of th* proprietor* « f  so- 
called patent medicines prepared !r. 
thls country have their remedies made 
for them by large, reputable mannfae- 
turlng pharmacists. But even should 
a patient be able to recognise the 
names of the Ingredients mentioned In 
a formula he would only know half 
tbe story. It Is seldom, for Instance, 
that alcohol Is specifically mentioned 
in s prescription, for It Is usually 
masked In the form of tinctures and 
fluid extracts, as are a great many 
other substance*. It Is evident, there­
for*. that th* ordinary formulated pre­
scription la  to the nvsrage patient, lit­
tle less than a secret remedy or nos­
trum.

On the other hand, th* formulae of 
nearly all th* proprietory medicines 
that are exploited exclusively to ths 
medical profession as well as those 
of a Urge percentage o f th* proprie­
tory remedies that are advertised to 
ths public (tbe so-called patent medi­
cines) are published In full. Under 
the Food and Drugs Act, every medi­
cinal preparation entering Interstate 
eomaserce Is sow required to hare the 
proportion or quantity of alcoho!, 
oplnm, cocaln ihd other habit-form­
ing or harmful Ingredients which It 
may eontaia plainly printed oa th* 
label. As physicians' prescriptions 
seldom or never enter Interstate com­
merce they are practically exempt un-

Unqneetiooably, there are a member
of proprietory remedies oa tha Market 
the «»i«« of which should bo prohibit 
od, aad no doubt they wU bo when 
th* requirements of th* Food aad 
Drugs Act ar* rigidly emforced; many 
are frauds, para aad simple, aad soma 
ar* decidedly harmful. Of th* aver­
age proprietory remedy, however, t* 
may truthfully be said that It is dis­
tinctly hotter than tha average pbysb 
clans’ prescription; for set only Is Its 
composition leas secret, but It is pre­
pared for th* proprietor by reputable 
manufacturing pharmacist* la magnlfi- 
cautly equipped labor*tortee aad un­
der the supervision aad advlo* of able 
chemists, competent physicians and 
skillful pMiRBaqtsts. It should aot be 
considered strange, therefore, that so 
many physicians prefer to proscribe 
these ready-prepared proprietary rem­
edies rather than trust those of their 
own devising.
