“l would rather take my
chances in fruit business in New
Mexico than in northwest,”
said Prof. A. Joues, of{
Albuquerque, mining expertpand
engineer, who returned r~uﬂ,
from an extended trip to Salem,
Grants Pass and other peiuts in
Oregon on mining business.

“In my opinion,” said Prof,
Jones, ‘‘the apples and peaches
down here have a better flavor;
there is not any more danger
from frost, the climate is better
and land cheaper, and many
Oregon farmers nowadays are
thinking about coming to the
southwest; some of them actually
are coming to New Mexico. In
the northwest it really seems to
get drier in the dry season than
in this sappesed arid country
and they have sometimes two or
three dry years in succession as
they do elsewhere. Itis a very
beautiful country to visit and a
prosperous country but when you
come down to brass nails the
southwest does not suffer in com-
parison as far as resources are
concerned. Smudging is as nec-
essary in the orchards up there

as it is here, The season is fur--

ther advanced in Oregon;the flow-
ers are in full bloom, like the
middle of May back east. Land
values are climbing and creps
will likely be good in Oregon this
year. '

Every agriculturist and farmer
who has seen the conditition here
have spoken favorably of our
proposition. The trouble is,peo
ple do not know what advantages
the southwest is offering and es-
pecially the Portales Valley, We
quote the following from the El
Paso Herald:

It is time to advartise the great
southwestcollectivaly.
