Meeting him now you
would think him a champion, a
Hotspur, a very devil of an anta-
gonist; but he is at heart an ar-
rant coward and braggart, with-
out a spark of real—that is mor
al—courage.

or bark like a small dog and all
the rampant egotism oozes out of
him.

Another noticeable character-
istic of the bull moose is his in-
ordinate selfishness. Whether
roaming the woods in solitude, or
tearing up the earth, or coming
headlong to the call he is think
ing first last and all the time of |
the safety of his own skin and
the fullness of his own stomach.
I never yet saw a bull moose doa
thing for anyone but him#1f.
