The Pecos is a peculiar place 
to fish anyway. One time you 
find a nice hole and have pretty 
good luck pulling the tinny tribe 
out of the water and the next 
time you go to the same hole 
you have trouble in locating it as 
It has removed itself to some 
other spot.These holes go up and 
down the river in the same way 
that a cat fish does, and they go 
without any warning. The best 
way to go fishing is with a wag 
on. Then you go up the stream 
until you find a hole. If the tish 
are not inclined to bite there 
move on furthur until you find a 
hole where the fish are inclined 
to bits.

An automobile is useless when 
you start fiishing. You have to 
go to one place and stay there or 
walk if you want tqgo somewhere 
else. The roads are aandy, have 
high center.and are generally oh 
jectionable to autos. A wagon 
is much slower but safer. Uau 
ally you can get home when you 
go in a wagon without having to 
walk a few miles. With automo 
biles on a fishing trip you are 
likely to have to walk and at 
times push the car along.

In fishing one should lie care 
ful in selecting the proper time 
of the moon to go. Fish do not 
bite some times and it is attribu­
ted to the moon general)’ .

The New Mexico State fair will 
be held at Albuquerque, from 
October 7th, through the 12th. 
Mr. Rogers has been elected ae 
vice prrsident from Roosevelt 
county. The following ia a lat­
ter recieved by Mr. Rogers frem 
Mr. D. K. B. Sellers, president 
of the fair:

This is to officially notify you 
that at a meeting of the Execu­
tive and Advisortory Committees 
of the 32nd Annual State F\ir 
you were unanimously elected as 
Vice President for Roosevelt 
County, recognising the high es­
teem in which you are held in 
tiiat County, and trust yon may 
see fit to serve in that official 
capacity.

“ The superintendents of the 
Agricultural, Live Stock and 
Poultry Departments will all 
communicate with you at various 
times relative to the inducements 
those departments will be able to 
hold out to exhibitors, also to 
secure the name and address of 
such parties living in your coun 
ty as to whom they may wish to 
mail a premium catalog, which 
this year will amount to some 
$3000 in cash prizes for those de­
partments.”

“ I would also particulary call 
your attention to the great state 
race; one half mile dash; cow 
ponies; fora purse of $400;no en­
trance fee; only one entry to be 
allowed from each of the 2ti coun­
ties in the state; horses not to 
weigh over 1000 pounds; home to 
have been in their counties since 
January 1st, 1913. we have a!

‘ ‘We naturally assume each 
county will want to put forth its 
fastest cow pony, and in order to 
do so we would suggest you have 
all who desire to enter to get up 
a local race and you then to a 
ward the entry to the horse that 
wins the race.”

“ I am enclosing you one of 
our progpams, and will lie pleas­
ed to send you as many more as 
you wish. If you will kindly fur­
nish us with the names of differ­
ent parties owning a good race 
horse in your county, we would 
be pleased to write him and en­
deavor to get him interested in 
entering his horse.”

‘ ‘Assuring you we are this 
year going to hold a real state 
wide Fair, and with more exhibh 
its and bigger amusment fea­
tures than ever before, and trust­
ing you and your family will be 
with us during that week.”

SIX PASSENGERS SLIGHTLY INJURED
Two Cara Thrown off Track, 

Traffic Blocked 6 Hours

Local No. 87, which left Ros­
well about 8:40 yesterday morn­
ing, carrying a string of freight 
cars with a couple of passenger 
coaches for the accomodation of 
travelers, came to greif on south 
hill, about a mile and a half from 
Roswell, when an air hose on a 
car in the front end of the train 
bursted, causing the emergency 
brakes to be applied and sudden­
ly jerking two cars off the track. 
Of the nine passengers six were 
slightly injured in the shake up.

A  few days ago, near the city 

of Roswell, an antotnobile, run­
ning at a rate of speed approxi­
mately twenty miles an hour 
dashed into an overhanging tree, 
killing two persons and injuring 
three more. This never would 
have happened if the lights on 
the car had been in use. The 
wreck of the Titanic would nev­
er occurred i f the officers had 
been careful of the icebergs, and 
the passengers and crew would 
not have perished if enough boats 
had been provided for.

Immediately after the wreck 
of the Titanic different govern­
ments got busy and investigated 
the methods of ocean liners in 
handing their passengers should 
a wreck occur. The lack of small 
boats was appaling.

Since th e  catastrophe near 
Roswell a good many of the town 
councils in small places in New 
Mexico have looked up their laws 
with relation to the lighting of 
automobiles. All h a v e  found 
that such a law existed bat had 
not been enforced. I t seems 
that some accident has to happen 
to people to show how careless 
they really are. These accidents 
seem to throw a scare into them 
for awhile, and gradually they 
think less and less of it until 
they become as careless as for 
merly.

Ijast week the city council 
made the statement that the laws 
regarding automobiles would be 
rigidly enforced. We hope that 
the machine owners will take to 
the idea kindly and have lights at 
nights, but whether taken kind 
ly or not, this law should be en 
forced. Automobile owners and 
drivers have been in the habit of 
running around town at nights 
at a rapid rate of speed without 
any lights, whatever, and the 
council is to be commended for 
putting a stop to it.
