The teachers are beginning to
consider some of the real prob-
lems concerned in the progress
of education. What to include
in the curriculum of the public
schools is nowone of the great
questions.  The “preparation of
the child to meet world problems
depends upon it. Same modern
educators are now asking for an
Hatroduction of spectialties which
will satisfy the immediate ends
'in & commerecial life. If we grant
this, shall we not be saerificing
the very essence of the great
purpose of our public school—
the Jaying of a foundation of gen-
eral culture and underlyiog eda-
lcational principles?

It was the prevailing opinion
that in function the county in-
stitute should be made a ''Pro-
fessional School” or “‘School of
Methods’ and not a place for
mere academic instruction. This,
of course, would necessitate pre-
paration for examination at some
other time of the year, but the
teachers are planning to raise
their scholarship by attending
one of our
lschools and thereby avoiding the
county examination.

Owing to to the spirit of ag-
gressiveness created there has
been organized a Roosevelt Coun-
ty Teachers' Associatien. There
is now an enrollment of forty-
gix members in good standing,
By combined efforts the teachers
are looking to the improvement
of the educational conditions of
the county.

The social life of the institute
deserves mention and commen:

The teachers of Roosevelt coun-
ty, in the institute assembled, do
hereby recommend to the Legis-
lature of the State of New Mex-
ico the following amendments to
our school laws:

1 That the state school tax be
increased from onehalf mill to
one mill an assessments.

2 That the rate of interest on
school warrants which ace not
paid upon demand be increased
to 12 per cent per annum.

8 That the law providing for
compulsery vaccination of school
children be amended s0 as to
leave the matter with the county
board.

4 That section B, chapter 97,
laws of 1907, be amended as to
provide as a condition for quali-
fication as teachers that all teach-
ers shall be abstainers from in-
toxicating liquors and narcotics,
and shall not be less than 18 years
of age, provided that on the rec-
ommendation of the County Supt.
certificate may be granted to
teachers otherwise qualified who
are not léss than 17 years of age.
5 That the law providing fina-
cial assistance for holders of third
grade certificates astending coun-
ty institutés, when such assist-
ance is not given holders of other
certificates, shall ve repealed.

6 That we recommend that the
election of County Superinten-
dent be held at the regular school
elections and the laws be amend-
ed to that effect.

7 That the bill as presented at
the last session of the Legisla-
ture, creating a fund for the sup-
port of a Traveling Library for
the Public Schoois of the state
be made a law in the nterest of
the children.
