t, anywhere from fire to ten 
or more per head are nec­

essary, and if held through the 
winter other feeds mast be sup­
plied to prevent great losses In 
tieah. For several years these 
facta have been reoognized in 
the northern and eastern dairy- 
states and by some of the more 
progressive in parts of the south 
and southwest, and men have 
adopted the method of overcom­
ing the difficulties—the feeding 
of silage. These' men are able 
in the severest winters to pro­
vide suoculent rations for their 
stock and at extremely low cost.

Records show where forms of 
silos were in use as early as the 
sixteenth oentury. These were 
in the form of underground stone 
or wooden walled pits, and it was 
customary to place great weights 
on the silage, though this prac­
tice ha ibeed  abandoned, as the 
weignt of the mass alone is suffi­
cient to exclude the air and pre­
serve the silage.

Figure grass is an excellent 
feed for livestock, though it is 
rot available for more than a few 
months each yaar in most locali­
ties. The same will bold true 
with tame grasses and all soiling 
crops. Without fail when con­
verted into hay, grasses and 
green feeds lose valuable feed­
ing qualities from the loss of 
leaves and other tender parts, 
and from fermentation while be­
ing cured. In the case of oorn 
fodder the loss is considerable 
on account of the coarse stalks 
and the large numbers of air 
cells in the pith; while the loss 
in cane fodder is seemingly 
much greater.

In some portions of the south­
west where limited rainfall, evap 
oration and climatic conditions 
tend to make the conservation of 
moisture a vital question, the 
silo will eventually find its great­
est field of usefulness. The hap­
hazard method of depending en 
tlrely upon natures offerings is 
rapidly becoming obaolese. Kafir 
corn, milo maize, sorghum and 
broom oorn have thoroughly 
demonstrated that they are very 
drouth-resistant and even in the 
seasons when precipitation is 
lightest will, with proper cult! 
vation, yield fair crops; and 
where shoe are used there la no 
excuae for a shortoge of winter 
rations.
/ "Enormous qcanlities of these 
and the leguminous crops may 
be grown on the same amount of 
land which would support at the 
outside only a few cattle for gras 
in#, ".said Mr. J. C. Davis of Gar- 
rollton, Texas. "These crops 
when converted into silage will 
feed from fifteen to twenty times 
the number of cattle that could 
be pasta red on the same acreage.

"The market report on cattle 
sold on the Kansas City market 
show that northern fed catt 
bring oq an average from two to 
two and ooe half cents par pound

more on foot than our southern 
cattle. Why is this? Is it our 
feeding or breeding me' 
practice?”

Surely this cannot be the 
breeding altogether, when the 
methods of some of the northern 
feeders are taken into considera­
tion. For instance, during the 
month of October, a year ago a 
certain party bought on the Kan­
sas City market a bunch of Tex­
as cattle at $4.55 per hundred 
pounds. These he shipped to 
his home in Iowa where he put 
them on a silage ration, and the 
following September he sold 
them for $9.75, a profit of $5.20 
per hundred pounds. If this is 
possible for the Iowa man why 
can it not be done in the south­
west,, and at even greater profit? 
There Is a saving of two trans­
portation charges over the meth­
od described, to say nothing of 
the cheaper gain through a sil­
age ration.

Some of the cattlemen of this 
state, particularly those of the 
Panhandle section, figure on a 
percentage of the total loss. In 
other words, they figure if they 
lose a total of five per cent from 
cold weather and shortage of 
pasture they are doing well. A 
man with a thousand head of cat 
tie feels well satisfied if be loses 
fifty head from these causes, but 
he apparently f&Us to take into 
consideration the shrinkage in 
young steers, which usually 
amount to about two hundrec 
pounds each. At the market
price It -111 readily be .err, « M  
this amounts to. Jfor example a Land
steer nine hundred pounds is al 
lowed to run on the range when 
winter comes on and he loses 
say,one hundred and fifty pounds 
between that time and spring. 
At five cents a pound the pres­
ent price, the loss is $7.50. With 
a silabe ration, Instead of a loss 
there would be a gain of say, one 
hundred and fifty pounds—a con- 
sefvative estimate and thereby 
meaning a saving of $15.00. On 
a herd of one thousand head shou­
ld they be given the same treat 
ment, which in all probability 
they are, the loss from shrink­
age is $7,500, to say nothing of 
the fifty head the cattle man cal­
culates to lose. On the othe 
hand if adequate provision is 
made for feeding silage the 
ing is $15,000 less the cost 
aiiage: and it has been demons 
trated time and again that this 
is the cheapest feed that can be 
had; averaging in cost In the 
neighborhood of $1.50 per ton.

According to Mr. Davis every 
farmer and dairyman who has 
as many as ten head of cattle 
should have a silo to be filled 
with corn, cane Kafir corn silage 
or whatever crop is best suited 
U> his locality and which will 
yield the heaviest tonnage per 
acre. Where corn is to be used 
it should be cut when it begins 
to dent, ard sorghum when the 
heads ripen and the juice is 
svreetin the stalk. Tn about six 
weeks the silage is in shape to 
begin feeding.

oonrt, the fifth judicial diatrict 
of the state of New Mexico.

We the grand jury Impaneled 
for this March term of the dis­
trict oonrt, one thousand nine 
hundred and thirteen, in and for 
tbe county of Roosevelt, submit 
the following report.

We have diligently examined 
witnessess brought before us, 
and investigated all violatious of 
law which have been brought to 
our notice, and have found six 
true bills and three no bills.

We find that the jail is in good 
condition, with the exception of 
the locks on cell doors, and we 
recommend that these be fixed 
so as to insure safety. The jail 
is kept in good, sanitary condi­
tion. From investigation of the 

riwa reeeeda we fiui that there 
are no prisoners in the Roose­
velt county jail, and that there 
have not been for some month's 
which in our judgment speaks 
well for the morality of the 
country.

We have examined the court 
bouse and various offices, aud 
find that in some respects the 
rooms are not properly furnis­
hed. and we recommend that the 
oounty clerks office be furnis­
hed additional room, and that 
the vault in such office be in­
creased to at least three times 
its present capacity. This in­
crease in the vault room is very 
essential for the proper 
preservation of the county re­
cords, and in the judgment of 
tbe grand jury, should be atten­
ded to without delay, as many 
reourds are now necessarily 
kept where in case of fire they 
would be destroyed, we also 
recommend that there be furnis­
hed the county clerk a double 
deek with flat top which is 

isential for the proper conduct 
of business in his office.

In the court room we find that 
additional and better chaira 
should be furnished for the 
court officials and members of 
the bar; that swivel chairs should 
be provided for the convenience 
of the petit jurors, tastead of the 
hard benches now in use, also 
there should be placed within 
the bar a large counsel ttble add 
a small table for the nseof 
tne court reporter, which tables 
should be strong and of a per­
manent kind.

That In the judge's chamber 
there should be furnished » 
deek and a chair for the convents 
nee of the jadge, and also a fold 
ing type writer desk for 
the nae of the official 
court reporter.

We realise that the recommen­
dations made above will entail 
the expenditure of several doll­
ars, heretofore the farniahlngs 
have been excedlngly meager, 
aad the Court officials, tbe mem

bers of the bar and tbe jury 
have not complained, bat we feel 
now that the county la able to 
furnish these better accomadat- 
ions.

We examined the books of the 
varions county officials, aad so 
far as we are able to deter­
mine they are neatly and pro­
perly kept, snd we find all offici­
als to be kind and courteous In 
their treatment of the public 
and accomadattng to the citiaens 
of our county.

We had the county school 
superintendent before ns, and 
find that the echoed law is being 
oomplied frith except in one ins­
tance for which violation wa 
have presented an indictment.
