Portales was the first lecture 
and demonstration atop for the 
Santa Fe’s Educational Special, 
and the people of this city ex­
pressed their appreciation of the 
efforts made by the railroad com­
pany, by turning out in num­
bers.

Superintendent J. S. L o n g  
with all the teachers and pupils 
marched to the train in a body.

The train is complete in all 1U 
details consisting of nine cars. 
Three of these are given over to 
silos and ailage equipment, one 
to dairy court and equipment one 
to poultry and equipment, one to 
domestic science and equipment, 
one lecture car, one businesa car 
and one baggage car.

Introduced by H. M. Bainer, 
L L. Johnson spoke to the worth 
of poaltry on the farm. He de- 
dared that despite the fact that 
fanciers have contributed liber­
ally iad eAdeptly to tund of 
pure *bredk, the farm ie-sever 
the less the place—the logical 
place tn which to raise poultry. 
He stated that the ben if proper­
ly handled will giya better re 
turn fora the money expended 
than will any other one item in 
the farm scheme.

II. M Bainer talked on better 
farming, dealing broadly with 
the theme. He gave inclusion of 
taring seeds, preparation of 
lands, seeding, cultivating, bar 
vesting and even u arketing. 
The extensive farming of the 
present day, Mr. Bainer charac­
terised as the chief weakness 
of the farmer. He declared that 
the firm er who spreads his ef­
fort* over a large spread of 
country, is destined to suffer 
great loss of time and labor and 
reap an indifferent yield. Inten­
sification, rotation and diversifl- 
ration, were the strong points of 
his tplk.

J. D. Tinsley talked on silos 
akating that they are of moot vi­
tal Importance in the preserv­
ation of feed and a most valuable 
adjunct to the raising of cattle. 
11* uras inalsent in his statment 
that without the silo and the ani­
mal to consume the silsge the 
beat results on the farm are 1m- 
l>osibl«. This being true be ur­
ged the installation of the silo In 
connection with live stock on 
every faam.

H. H. Simpson spoke briefly 
on dairying, showing in connec- 
ton with his lecture three dairy 
cow*: Holstein, Durham and 
Guernsy.

•ante Fe Finds no tubstantlal hauls 
for Humor Thst Governor May

(T. J. Mabery In Oorts Journal
Santa Fa  the capital of Now Mus­

ic®, It to said by ororyhody Urtng 
In Santa Fe, and a fow outside o f the
city limits, to the oldest permanent 
stopping place of the white asoa in 
the United States. The considerable 
number of folks in this country not 
included in the shore group admit, if 
pressed closely tor a commitsl, that 
they bare learned from history and 
story writers that it to at least thg 
soccnd oldest, S t Augustine, Fla., 
haring to Justify herself for Brat 
place- Anyway, Santa Fe to a very 
old city, with many Interesting Items 
for the tourists’ note booh and cam­
era, besides curio shops, heartless 
inn keepers, politicians and ex-gover- 
nor*. Once upon a time the writer 
counted one goreraor and six “exes" 
grouped within the area of a city 
block and he didn't hare to turn and 
describe more than a half circle to 
accomplish the feat either. Not all 
of the ex-governors whom we saw 
that day lire In Santa Fe permanent­
ly, but most of them did. Some of 
them Just spe c their annual ten 
month* and two weeks' vacation 
there, living the remainder of the 
time at their “home'' for political 
purpose*, at Tulorasa and other 
places.

8anta Fe had a population In 1910 
of Juat 6,072, if you count the Anglo- 
Americans, who form a minor frac­
tion of the human bulk, and In ad­
dition to thla the oldest house on the 
North American continent (except­
ing a* we said before S t Augustlne'a 
claim) which costs tourist* 25 cents 
per to look upon and into, also the 
Santa Fe river which separates the 
city proper from the state house and 
the legislature and serves as a sewer 
dei>oelt There Is now a bridge across 
the river, but there used to be merely 
a foot log.

As an Indication of the progress of 
the city of Santa Fe, It might be said 
that It has decreased In population 
within the last three quarters of a 
century about 104, according to the 
Mexican federal census report In 1*30 
there was a population at Santa Fe, 
of about 6,000. Santa Fe and New 
Mexico, you know, were not oun until 
after we ran General Armljw out In 
1846,

The first newspaper published at 
Santa Fe was In 1834 on a press 
brought from Mexico City. The paper
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That there Is no substantial basis 
tor the report that the goreraor ex 
pacts soon to convene the legislature 
is extra session is the opinion of us­
ually weN Informed officials about the 
capitoL

Governor McDonald has been ab­
sent tor several days visiting hla cat­
tle ranches In IJncoln County and 
could not be reached, but so far as to 
known he has said nothing that could 
be codftructed Into a declaration that 
he intended to call an extra session.

It to pointed out thnt little could 
be hoped from n session or the legls 
lature nt this time since It is general­
ly agreed that the lawmaker* and the 
governor are ns far apart as they 
were when the regular ssslon ad 
lourned last spring. And as against 
the probability of the extra session In 
the Immediate future, it is also ar­
gued that the governor Is likely to 
await the outcome of litigation over 
taxation matters which Is either la 
the supreme court or likely to reach 
that body for adjudication In the near 
future.

The decision of District Judge Med 
ler, which holds in effect that the 
authorities are powerless under the 
present tow to collect taxes due for 
1912 and prior years, which has been 
appealed to the supreme court. Is a 
matter on which Governor McDonald 
will doubtless await final decision be­
fore calling the lawmakers together

It to generally admitted, however, 
that an extra session, were the gov­
ernor and the lawmakers to work In 
harmony, could do a great deal of 
good for the state In completion some 
of the work left undone by the two 
regular session*, hut the hope of har 
mony between the two great branches 
of the state government a as remote 
os It was the day the regular session 
adjourned.

No self-respecting community 
can afford to go on with dirty, 
garbage-laden alleys, and with 
fly-in vested disease-breeding rub 
bisb heaps within its borders. 
Sensible, intelligent and well-in­
formed people now know that by 
the most of the disease, deaths 
and suffering are caused by neg­
lect of well-established laws of 
sanitation, and in this comma 
nity there sre or should be per­
sons, with the courage of their 
convictions, who will organize 
and push a campaigb that shall 
have no disease breeding corner 
untouched.

Of course a movement of this 
kind cannot be carried on with­
out wounding some folk’s sen­
sibilities. Consequently th e  
campaign should be preceded by 
ample publicity that shall take 
foHhe m of warning it not even 
of threats

Concerning the small town 
weekly newspaper, a well known 
metropolitae publication recent 
ly said:

No dally newspaper, however 
wall edited, can take the place of 
tbs small town weekly, If the 
publisher knows bis business.

It tells of the 
tragedies and comedies in the 
lives of those who are neighbors 
and acquaintances. It gives the 
gossip of the hour and the news 
of the day, and discusses sub­
jects that are of interest to all 
who can scan its pages. Its 
editor is a sort of father confes­
sor to everybody. The home 
town newspaper is as essential
