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Gains for 1919 Must Be Figured 
Under U. S. Law— Returns 

Due March 15.

LAND SALE PROFITS TAXABLE.

N ecessary Farm  Expenses May Be 
Deducted— Special Form  for Farm  

Income— Cash or Accrual 
B asis for Computing.

A fanner, shopkeeper, or tradesman 
must figure up h!s net Income for 1011); 
and i f  the funu or business income 
plus his other income was sufficient to 
require an income tax return a com­
plete return must be filed with the col­
lector o f internul revenue by March 15.

A fanner should ascertain the gross 
income o f his farm by computing all 
gains derived from the sale or ex­
change o f his products, whether pro­
duced on the farm or purchased and 
resold.

Farm  Expenses.
From his gross Income a fanner is 

allowed to charge oft all of Ids necea- 
sary expenses in the conduct of the 
farm during the yeur. These include 
i-osts o f planting, culRvntlng, harvest­
ing and marketing. In addition to 
these costs he may deduct money spent 
for ordinary furm t«x>ls of short life 
bought during the year, such as shov­
els, rakes, etc. Also, tl*> cost of feed 
purchused for his live stock may be 
treated as an expense in so far as this 
cost represents actual outlay, but the 
value of his own products fed to ani­
mals Is not a deductible item.

Other farm expenses allowable are 
the cost o f minor repairs on buildings 
(but not th«* dwelling house), on fences, 
wagons and farm machinery; also bills 
paid for horseshoeing, stock powders, 
rock salt, services of veterinary, insur­
ance (except on dwelling house), gaso­
line for operating power and sundry 
other expenses which were paid for in 
cash.

As to hired help, all the productive 
labor is a deductible expense; but the 
wages o f household servants, or help 
Idred to Improve the farm, as In tree 
planting, ditching, etc., cannot be’ 
claimed against earnings A farmer Is 
not allowed to claim n salary for him­
self or members of his family who 
work on the farm.

W ear and Tear.
Purchase of farm machinery, wag­

ons, work auiinals, etc., also the cost 
o f construction or extension o f build­
ings, silos, fencing, etc , should he con­
sidered additional Investments In the 
farm and are not proper deductions 
against Income.

A reasonable allowance may be 
claimed for wear nnd tear on farm 
buildings (except the fu rmhowso), 
fences, machinery, work animals, wag­
ons, tanks, windmills nnd other farm 
equipment which Is used in the con­
duct of the farm.

As to autos nnd tractors, the cost of 
these Is not an expense, although the 
cost o f their upkeep Is an allowable 
deduction. If the machines are used ex­
clusively for farm purposes and not 
for pleasure. Also, In such cases, a de­
duction for wear nnd tear Is allowed.

Farm  Losses.
The loss of n growing crop Is not a 

proper deduction from Income, Inas­
much ns the value o f the crop had not 
been taken Into gross Income. The 
loss of a building or of machinery 
through storm, lightning, flood, etc., Is 
nn allowable deduction, hut care should 
be used to nscertnln the correct loss 
sustained, as restricted by Income tax 
regulations.

No deduction Is allowed In the case 
of loss of animals raised on the farm, 
but a loss Is deductible from gross In­
come If the animals had been pur­
chased for draft or breeding purposes.

Shrinkage In weight or value of farm 
products held for favorable mnrket 
prices cannot be deducted ns a loss, for 
the reason that when such products 
are sold the shrinkage will be reflected 
In the selling price.

S a ls  of Farm s and Land.
The value of agricultural lands has 

been jumping during the past few 
years, nnd during 1010 many owners 
sold out pnrt or nil of their lands at 
big profits. All such gains constitute 
Income nnd must he taken into the net 
Income for the year.

or rancli, or part o f a parcel of land, 
must also show any gains realised by 
the sale.

The method of figuring gains and 
losses on such transactions is pre­
scribed in the Income Tax regulations, 
copies o f which may be secured from 
Internal Revenue Collectors.

Forms for Returns
The Internal Revenue Bureau has 

Issued an Improved Form 1Q40F for 
the use of farmers. This form, to­
gether with Form 1040A or 1040, will 
give the fanner explicit information 
as to how to properly figure his net 
Income .for 1010.

There are two methods of figuring a 
farmer’s Income tax return this year. 
He may make his return on the basis 
of the difference between the money 
and goods received for his products 
and the cash paid out for actual allow­
able farm expenses within the year. 
Or he may make ills return on the ac­
crual basis, which means computing 
the receipts and expenses that pertain 
to the taxable year, excluding income 
earned and expenses Incurred in pre­
vious or succeeding years.

Ordinance No* 62
Be it ordained by the board of 

trustees o f the town of Portales, 
New Mexico.

Sebtion 1. I t  shall be unlaw­
ful for any neat cattle/ horses, 
mule, burro, goat, sheep, swine 
or other animal to be turned loose, 
abandoned or to run at large with 
in the limits of the town of Por­
tales; or for any such ani­
mal to be so tethered that it may 
roam upon, across or into any 
street or public place in said 
town; and it shall be unlawful for 
any person to herd or detain in 
any street, avenue, ally or other 
public place in said town, any 
cattle, horses, sheep, swine or' 
other animal.

Section 2. There shall be ap­
pointed by the mayor a pound- 
master who shall serve during 
the pleasure o f the boa/d of 
trustees It shall be his duty to 
impound, receive and safely keep 
all animals under the provision of 
this ordinance. He shall receive 
a3 compensation for the feed and 
the care of any such animal the 
sum of one dollar per day, which 
sum shall be paid him on the re­
demption or sale of the animal or 
animals as hereinafter provided.

Section 3. When the pound- 
master shall find any animals 
running at large or tethered in 
violation of the provisions of this 
ordinance, he shall immediately 
take up and impound the same, 
ahd for so taking up and im­
pounding the same he shall be 
paid on the redemption or sale 
of such animal or animals the sum 
of one dollar per head.

Section 4. Within three days 
after the taking up and impound­
ing o f any tuch animal, if same 
has not been redeemed, it shall 
be the duty of the pound-master 
to make affidavit before the 
justice of the peace in said town 
of Portales stating the description 
of the animal impounded and the 
date when impounded, and such 
justice of peace shall thereupon 
issue his warrant commanding 
the pound-master to advertise 
and sell such animal. The pound 
master shall thereupon cause a 
notice o f sale to be published in 
some newspaper published in the 
town which said notice shall de­
scribe the animal to be sold, and 
shall 9tate the time and place of 
the sale, which said sale shall be 
conducted within the limits of 
said town between the hours of 
nine o’clock in the forenoon and 
five o’clock in the afternoon of 
said day, and shall be at public 
auction to the highest bidder, and

thfi peace.
Section 5. The sale provided 

for in the proceeding section shall 
be for cash, and the proceeds 
thereof shall go, first towards the 
payment o f the costs, charges 
and expenses o f the impounding, 
k ng and the sale o f the said 
animal, and there shall be taxed 
as costs the sum of two dollars 
and fifty  cents as the fee o f the 
pound-master for issuing the no­
tice atfd conducting the sale, to­
gether with the cost o f publica­
tion, the C0 6t o f the justice of 
the peace and the other sums al­
lowed by this ordinance to the 
pound-master, and the residue if 
any there be, shall be paid to the 
town treasurer for the use of the 
owner o f said animal; but the 
town shall in no case be liable to, 
or pay such owner, any sum in 
excess o f that which its treasurer 
received from the proceeds of the 
sale o f such animal.
■ Section 6. The town shall in 

no case be liable for or on account 
o f any fe^s or expense incurred 
by reason o f the impounding or 
sale o f any such animal under 
the provisions o f this ordinance.

Section 7. Any person who 
shall w ilfu lly obstruct, impede, 
hinder or in any manner inter­
fere with the pound-master in the 
discharge o f the duties imposed 
upon him by this ordinance shall 
be guilty o f a misdemeanor and 
upon conviction therefor shall be 
punished by fine of not less than 
one hundred dollars and by im­
prisonment ’for Hotness than five 
nor more than sixty days.

Section 8. ^11 ordinances and 
parts o f ordinances in conflict 
herewith are hereby repealed.

Potato Cake,—Cream together one 
cupful of sugar aud half a cupful of 
butter substitute; add the yolk of an 
egg and beat again; add one cupful of 
hot mashed potato, half a cupful of 
sweet milk or cold water alternately 
with two cupfuls of flour sifted with 
two teaspoonfuls of baking powder. 
Mix two squares of grated chocolate In 
the hot potato before adding it to the 
mixture. Add one-third of a teaspoon­
ful each of cinnamon, cloves and grat­
ed nutmeg and one-third of a cupful of 
chopped walnuts. Fold Id the beaten 
white of the egg. Bake Id a loaf or 
In layers. This cake will keep moist 
for weeks.

Hashed Potatoes.—Chop cold boiled 
or baked potatoes into small pita. Sea­
son with salt and pepper aDd chopped 
parsley. For one quart of chopped po­
tatoes, add three tablespoonfuls of but­
ter. Beat the butter and turn In *be 
potatoes: stir until they begin to 
brown, then add one-fourth cupful of 
thin cream, and aet back to brown on 
the back of the stove. Fold like an 
omelet, and serve with the brown crust 
on top. Garnish with parsley. Do not 
put potatoes through a meat chopper 
for this dish, ns the bits should not be 
at all mushy. A good hash should al­
ways be chopped In the chopping bowl. 
Meat loaf Is much better done so, rath­
er than ground In the meat grinder.

Potato Candy.—Bake two medium- 
sized potatoes, and while hot remove 
from their skins Into a warm mixing 
bowl. Mash until all the lumps are 
removed, then add three pounds of 
powdered sugar, a half cupful at a 
time. The amount o f sugar will d »  
pend upon the else of the potatoes, 
When thick enough to mold add flavon 
tag, nuts, fruit or any color.

Successful Chicken Raiser* Beginning 
to Appreciate Value-of Green 

Feed In Winter.

All poultry raisers are beginning to 
appreciate the value o f sprouting oats 
for hens in winter. I  made a sprouter 
of my own as shown in the drawing, 
says a writer in an exchange. It Is a 
box 20 by 20 Ipches and 36 Inches 
high. It Is large enough to supply 60 
to 75 hens with sprouted oats every 
other day. There are six drawers In 
the box, each two Inches deep with 
window screen for bottoms. A Is a 
funnel Into which warm water may be 
poured Into the square box B which 
Is full of small holes In the bottom. I 
put about one-half Inch of oats In 
each pan, then pour a gallon of warm 
water through a funnel Into the pan B, 
from which the water trickles dowa 
through the oats In all the drawers 
and finally collects In the lower pan

i
*1

Homemade Oat 8prouter.

C, which Is water tight. D Is a lamp 
below the pan C and should be regu­
lated so the oats In the lower drawer 
will not get warmer than 86 or 90 
degrees. The oats should be watered 
each morning and night, with warm 
water.

The four holes In the side furnish 
ventilation for the lamp. In one 
week the sprouts will be three to four 
Inches high, and may be fed. Begin 
with the lower drawer, and after feed­
ing the contents refill with oats from 
the pall E In which they have been 
soaking for 24 hours. Move the other 
drawers down and put the last one 
filled on top.- I find one feed every 
other day to be enough.

U. S. OUGHT TO LOOK AHEAD

Country Could W ell Afford Hank-Sur­
faced System of 50,000 Miles—

Ar. Econom ic Asset.

It Is possible to build a hard-sur­
faced highway system of 50,000 miles 
so located as to serve directly 46 per 
cent of all the counties of the United 
States and Indirectly 41 per cent of all 
the others. For an annual expenditure 
of $100,000,000— hardly $1 a person per 
year— this fundamental road system 
could be completed In twelve und a 
half years, and It would serve 87 per 
rent of the total population of the Unl-

*

Hard-Surfaced Roads Facilita te  Move­
ment of M otortrucks Handling T r a f ­
fic Railroads Cannot Accommodate.

ted Stales. Such Is the statement of 
the United States department of la­
bor.

“The growing ro*eds of the country 
demand thr t some such comprehen­
sive highway system be constructed," 
says Robert F. Black, Chicago mana­
ger of a large motortruck concern.

“ In the past there has been too great 
a lack of foresight on the part of the 
road builders. They have lacked vi­
sion to foresee the requirements of 
even five years ahead. A road built 
today roust be built, not with the Idea 
of present traffic but that of ten years 
In the future.

"The growing need of the day Is for 
transportation. We have simply got to 
provide it. We cannot stop It and the 
sentiment of the country will not tol­
erate any handicap of our transporta­
tion system.

"With each year the railroads are 
becoming more and more Inadequate. 
Motor transportation Is a growing eco­
nomical necessity, a fact that Is being 
recognized more and more each day as 
motortrucks are called upon to handle 
traffic that the railroads cannot accom­
modate.

"Estimates prepared by engineering 
authorities show that the United 
States could afford to spend $1,250,- 
000.000 on n hnrd-surfneed road system 
of 50.000 miles which would serve di­
rectly and Indirectly 87 per cent of 
the populotlon of the entire country. 
Not only would such a system be an 
economic asset that would pay for 
Itself many times over, but Its con­
struction would provide work for 
many thousands of people for a num­
ber of years, and In that respect along 
would have great business value to 
the country In general.
