A year ago the average depth in the
San juan was fifteen inches, and In the
Rio Grande twenty-ome inches. The
streams draining these sections wiil
probably earry an abundance of water,
suficient (o last until late into the
coming season. Some of the streams
will probably be bask full.

In the southwest, over the Saa Fran
cisco, Ofla and Mimbres, there bhas
been very little snow and it will prob
ably be pecessary to depend upon the
rainfall for suficient water during the
spring and summer seasons.

In the Canadian and Northwest, al-
though the present conditions are more
favorable than at the close of January,
still they are not very encouraging, as
there is practically no snow over the

in the higher altitudes is not as great
as last year. The average depth thin
year is eighteen inches and that of last
year was twenty inches.

Over the upper Pecos there is an
abundance of snow o the higher moun
tains which promises an ample water
supply for the early part of the sea
son. The average depth over the Pecos
National Forest is thirty inches, which
is about the same as a year ago. The
average for the entire watershed was
twenty inches. Over the lower por-
tion, or the southeast section of the
territory, there has beem practically
no snow during the past winter, except
in the higher mountains.

UTENSILS FOR THE Kt FCHEN.

New Contrivances That Simplify
Work Cook Has to Do.

Among the new contrivances for the
kitchen is a knife for paring pntatoes
and cutting them Into fluted strips.
Compared with the complicated uted
¢1] that has been ccustructed for this
purpose the knilfe seems wonderfully
simple. It slices and flutes with one
stroke, the action being the same as
when using an ordinary straight
bladed kaife.

The grooves in the blade of this
fluter make the ornamental lines in
the slices, giving a dainty appearance
10 the potato.

Grape frult has become popular
since doctors began to recommend it
a3 one of the articles cf diet conducive
to longevity It is a dificult task o
remove the seeds from a grape fruit
without spoiling the appearance of the
fruit. A new knife especially designed
for this purpose is being shown It
has a long, curved, thin blade. This
blade is Inserted into the heart of the
grape fruit, and with a skillful twist
the superfluous part can be removed
without damaging the contour“ef the
fruit

Several new styles of funoels are
provided with strainers One shows
the funnel with strainer attached and
also some that can be used apart. One
of the best of the latter style is a
strainer that fits into the outlet of the
funne!l. It is a bulbshaped contrivance
about the size of a fivecent plece, and
it fits snugly into the bottom of the
funnel. It can be left there or taken
out if desired

A bit more elaborate is the strainer
attached to the funnel, and it has the
advantage over the other of being al
ways Iin place. The strainer can be
lifted back when not needed When

straining is desirable it is dropped |

over the top of the funne! and held
there by a catch.

STIFFEN LOWER PART ONLY.
Mistake to Iron Bodice Part of Any
Under Garment.

The lower part only of a petticoat is
stiffened, as the softer the bodice part
of any undergarment the more com
fortable it is to the wearer. But two
thirds of the skirt should be stiffened

The degree of starch used depends
on the quality of the material. but as
these skirts are frequently made of
fairly strong muslin they require less
stiffening than thin material

WHAT SCIENCE HAS LEARNED
CONCERNING METEORS.

Metal Masses Which Have Reached
the Earth Not Without Their Asso-
ciated Romances Invelving
Discovery and Ownership.

Time was when science knew little
and cared less about our heavenly vis-
itors, known as meteorites, but today
it is different and the collection
and the study of meteorites are car
ried on systematically as a branch of
sclence.

It is, perbaps, hardly necessary to
say that these visitants from space
give no premonitary warnings of ar
rival;: they fall upomn our planet
(whether by night or day) Irrespec-
tive of mundane complexities. Once
domiciled as a terrestrial body, the
men of science may begin to elucidate
the structure and composition of a
meteorite by the trials of the labora-
tory, but its mysterious celestial chap.
ter of origin belongs (o the realm of
conjecture,

Some of the largest that have
reached the earth were pever seen in
flight by human eye, while their very
existence as mineral masses remained
unknown for long perfods of time. If
we consult the catalogue of meteorites
in the British museum it will be
seen that three main divisions of
~lassification are maintained—name’y,
siderites, siderolites and aerolites. The
first consists chiefly of iron (30 to 9
per cent ), the second mostly of irom
and stone, and the third almost wholly
of stone.
| These unshapely lumps of metal are
| not without associated romance, aris
ing, as chance decrees, from mode of
discovery, struggle for ownership, or
man's employment of them In a
portion of the gigantic (and buried)
Canvon Diablo meteorite of Arizona,
the late Prof Moissan detected and
extracted minute diamonds, and it was

What Yale Men Eat.

Some statistics have been pub-
lished by the Yale Dining club to show
what the 1,068 members of that or-
ganization who eat at the Yale com-
mons manage to get away with in the
line of food. In a week, for instanco,
6,600 pounds of meat, 900 dosen eggs
and 9,100 rolls and loaves of bread
disappear down the Yale throat.

The daily consumption is about like
this: Nine hundred and twenty-nine
pounds of meat, subdivided into 283
pounds of roast beef, 284 pounds of
pouitry, 144 pounds of lamb, 143
pounds of pork and 72 pounds of
steak; 100 loaves of bread, 1,200 rolls,
50 pounds of catmeal, 1200 quarts of
milk, 120 quarts of cream, 120 pounds
of table butter and a like amount .for
cooking purposes, and from three to
four bunches of bananas, as well as
20 bushels of potatoes.’

Two hundred gallons of soup Is pre-
pared dally for the two meals. Sev-
eral years ago, when the club had
1,060 members, the figures showed an
equal preference for meat but not so
decided a loaning toward eggs. Other.
wise the items were proportionately
the same.

WISE USE OF PRINTERS' INK

How Advertising by a Specialist Was
Turned to Profit by a Wide-
Awake Country Store-
keeper. .

One of the latest deals of the town-
to-town man is the working up of sales
for some local merchant, He enters
the town and contracts with some
storekeeper to hold a week's sale.
What goods the merchant cannot sup-
ply he will have shipped in to add to
the stock on hand. He is a worker for

| the percentage on the gross sales, and

stands the advertising bills. He is a
past-master in the art of country town
advertising. He knows how to get out
an attractive poster and how to reach
the town people and the farmers as
well, He covers the front of the store
with sigos ealling attention; to the
sale. He has a force of speclally
trained clerks. He makes business
fairly hum, unless he bucks wp
against another merchant in the town
who knows a few things about getting
business himself.

Not long ago In one of .the small
western cities one of the “experts”
opened up a sale for a merchant who
had a considerable stock of stale
goods, particularly boots and shoes,
on hand. The front of the store build-
ing was covered b attractive signs,
thousands of posters and handbills
were sent throughout the ecity and
country, and the advertising began to
show results. There was one live
merchant in the town who saw n
chance to reap a benefit from the ef-
forts of the “expert” The sale had
only fairly gotten under way when the
dealer-up-to-date commenced placard-
ing his store In the samo block. He
was not slow in the advertising line.
When the sale manipulator hung out
his sign, “Finest shoes In the town,
$1.50 per palr,” the up-to-date man mot
it with: “These shoes don't look like
kid, they are not paper, but they will
wear better than anything you can
geot for twice the money—oaly $1.06."

Other signs called attention to hon-
est values; that there was no special
sale on hand; It was regular business
and regular prices—bdut prices were
right, the goods were right and honest
values, and invited comparison with
“any other stock In town,™ and the
people were Interested.

Farmers understand the “bargaln
sale” deal, and at the end of the first

It is well for the merchant in the
small city to do judicious advertising.
This will bring as good results, and
save the percentage paid the “expert.”
In fact if the merchant would take the
amount that would be pald out to the
oxpert and use it in advertising in his
home paper he would be the' winner in
the end. Then, again, the “expert” is
out to make sales, and he makes them,
sometimes in such & way as to turn
away the trade of those who were
good customers of the merchant.
