Bill For Mountain Road.
Delegate W. H. Andrewa has Intro­

duced In the House of Representatives 
a bill appropriating the sum of |35,000 
for the construction of a public high 
way In the Hacramento mountains In 
southern New Mexico. The full text of 
the bill follows:

"He It enacted by the Senate and 
House of Kepresf ntatives of the 
United States of America In Congress 
assembled, that the secretary of the 
treasury be, and he Is hereby author 
Ized and directed to expend out of any 
money In the treasury not otherwise 
appropriated, the sum of 135.000, for 
the construction of a road across the 
national forest In the Sacramento 
mountains, In the Territory of New 
Mexico.

“ Section 2. That the construction 
of said road shall be placed In the 
charge and under the direction of the 
secretary of agriculture.”

Kit Carson's Oravs.
At the annual grand communication 

cf the Grand Ualge of New Mexico of 
Free and Accepted Masons In October, 
1907, on the suggestion of Superinten­
dent Clinton J Crandall of the United 
States Indian Training School at Santa

BEST USE OF DISINFECTANT'S.

Knowledge That Every Good House- 
koopor Should Have.

Every household needs disinfecting, 
and the proper use of the ordinary de 
odorlxers is knowedge that every 
good housekeeper should have. Not 
only do these useful things make a 
bouse pleasanter to live In, but they 
also make it healthful. So many good 
disinfectants are on the market at the j 
present time that there Is- a wide 
choice for the careful woman. They 
are classed under three headings: 

Disinfectants which purify the wa 
ter, air, clothes, etc.; antiseptics that 
arrest putrefaction, and deodorizers 
that destroy disagreeable smells.

Heat, of course, Is a powerful disin­
fectant, and boiling water may be used 
when It la practicable and possible to 
reach the spot to be disinfected.

When obliterating traces of disease 
measles, scarlet fever, typhoid, dtph 

therla—burn sulphur In the room after 
atopplng all cracks and crevices with 
newspapers so that It will be airtight 
During the Illness a sheet saturated 
with a solution of carbolic acid'nhould 
be hung over the doorways, even 
when the doors are shut, to protect the 
other members of the family from poe 
alble contagion.

Polish with 
soft old flannel Let It rest for an 
hour or two. then polish with soft old 
linen.
