Employes Demand Shorter Working 
Day and More Wages or Will 

Go Out on Strike

Railroads Demand Increase in the 
Freight Rates and a Lowering 

of their Tax Schedules

Unless there is a radical change i 
of front on the part of the rail­
road officials and the employes, 
the country will soon be face to 
face with grave transportation 
problems. The employes demand 
an eight hour work day and an 
advance in wages. This the roads 
will never grant and a general 
strike will result. Were this a 
matter that atfected onlv the 
roads and its employes, the pub­
lic would take no great interest 
in i t  However, such is, unhap­
pily, not the case. Every indus­
try of the nation is dependent, to 
a great extent, upon the railroads 
and these interests should not be 
jeopardized, carelessly, by either 
side to a controversy. The rail­
roads are under a certain obliga­
tion to maintain an adequate ser­
vice, but this obligation does not 
go to the extent of warranting 
them in surrendering their iden­
tity or their property to unjust 
or unreasonable demands. It is, 
also true that the employes are 
entitled to just and reasonable 
compensation for their labors. 
These are all matters beside issue. 
The public knows that the rail­
roads pay some of their officers 
exorbitant salaries for but little 
work, while other employes get 
but little salary for much work; 
that freight rates in New Mexico 
are unreasonably hi^h and the 
railroad tax valuation unreason­
ably low; that engineers, firemen 
and conductors get mighty good 
wages for the amount of skill re­
quired. All this has nothing to 
do with the rights of the public 
to prompt, adequate and safe ser­
vice, and should not be allowed 
to interfere with the operation 
of that service. This paper is 
not taking sides in the contro­
versy and its columns will not be 
donated to either. The matter 
sent out by both is purely adver­
tising and, to secure publication, 
must be accompanied by the regu­
lar fee. There should be some 
provision of law, pending the ac­
tual ownership of the railroads 
by the government, providing for 
federal control and operation in 
cases where the service is im­
paired or dangerous, no matter 
from what cause.

Await Case Reversed.
The state supreme court to­

day reversed the district court 
for Curry county in the cele-: 
brated case of the state vs. A. E. 
Await, former county clerk, with 
orders to quash the accusation 
under which Await had been re­
moved from office.

The accusations was presented 
by the distrct attorney on July 
31, 1914, charging Await with 
failure and refusal in his official 
capacity to account for public 
moneys coming into his hands. 
A demurrer by the defendant 
was in part sustained with leave 
grauted to the state to amend 
certain parts. The case was 
tried by a jury which returned 
a verdict of guilty and a judge-! 
ment of removal from office was 
rendered. The cause was tried 
before Judge G. A. Richardson, 
K. K. Scott prosecuting and Jas. 
A. Hall defending.

SYLLABUS BY THE COURT.

“ By section 3971 of the code 
of 1912, the district attorney is 
authorized to present an accu­
sation under the statutory pro­
visions for the removal of public 
officers to the district court in 
vacation or term time, when, 
under the provisions of law, 
there will be no grand jury in 
the county where the same is 
presented for a period of at 
least twenty days after such 
presentment.

“ By section 3972, of the code, 
it made the duty of the district 
attorney to present the accusat­
ion when ever sworn evidence is 
presented to him.

“ By section 3973, of the code, 
when the accusation is presented 
by the district attorney it must 
be supported by sworn affidavit 
or affidavits.”  Morning Journal.
